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The Oracle Configuration Manager (OCM) provides better support experience through transparent and automatic upload of configuration information to Oracle. The OCM collector must be configured to upload this information.
The OCM Collector is deployed in both the grid home (default location: /u01/app/11.2.0/grid
), as well as the Oracle Database home (/u01/app/oracle/product/11.2.0/dbhome_1
).
Insure the OCM Collector is configured in both of the Oracle product homes:
/u01/app/11.2.0/grid
/u01/app/oracle/product/11.2.0/dbhome_1
The OCM Collector was configured if the utility ccr/bin/configCCR exists in the Oracle product home.
If the OCM collector is not configured, then refer to the steps in the Oracle Configuration Manager Installation and Administration Guide located at (http://www.oracle.com/technology/documentation/ocm.html
) to configure the Oracle Configuration Manager.
For Oracle Real Application Cluster (Oracle RAC) database, all systems participating in the cluster must have the OCM Collector configured.
The support for collections specific to Sun Oracle Database Machine require a manual upgrade of the software. To accomplish this upgrade, perform the following steps:

). The Oracle database instances running on the Sun Oracle Database Machine system require a one-time only instrumentation. Perform the instrumentation after the OCM Collector has been updated to the latest release.
The database instrumentation is performed by invoking the command:
For an Oracle RAC database, the instrumentation only needs to be performed on one instance.
Note: Instrumentation must be performed on each database for configuration collections to be performed.
