About This Release of the BEA WebLogic
Adapter for File

Since most applications are bound by the file systems of the serverson which they run,
or the protocols over which they are communicated, the file systems themsel ves must
be taken into consideration in any enterpriseintegration strategy. The BEA WebL ogic
Adapter for File incorporates FTP and file systems to optimize the integration files
with enterprise application systems.
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The BEA WebL ogic Adapter for File enables integration with remote files using the
File Transport Protocol (FTP) and files within the locd file system. In both cases, the
file contents (or payload) can be XML, non XML ASCII, or custom dataformats. This
provides a convenient and simple method for integrating with remote application
systems using BEA WebL ogic Integration.

Setting for XSLT_Transform parameter

Problem

If the absolute path for the XSLT transform fileis not
specified, the system looks for thefile relative to the
DOMAIN HOME directory.

Here, DoMAIN HOME representsthe complete path to the

root of the domain.

If you manually create an XML schema, the namespace
prefix must be xsd : rather than xs : in the manifest file.

Problem After you deploy the adapter as described in “Installing the
Adapter With WebL ogic Integration 7.0” in the BEA WebLogic
Adapter for File Installation and Configuration Guide, the
adapter is not fully deployed, even though the WebL ogic Server
Administration Console indicates Deployed=True for each
required component.

3 File Suffix field for FTP event isnot used

Problem When configuring an FTP event in the Application View
Console, the file suffix (extension) must be entered in the
Location field. The adapter does not use the File Suffix field for

FTP events.
Platform All platforms
Workaround Append the file suffix to thefile or files specified in the Location

field for the FTP event. For example, you can enter aspecific file
suchasc:\mydirectory\myfile.xml or agroup of files
suchasc:\mydirectory\*.zip

Ignore the File Suffix field.
