About This Release of the BEA WebLogic
Adapter for TIBCO

TIBCO Rendezvous is the messaging system that is the foundation of TIBCO
ActiveEnterprise. Rendezvous delivers true real-time publish/subscribe and
request/reply messaging. It also supports qualities of service ranging from lightweight
informational messages to certify and transactional delivery.
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Rendezvous utilizes a distributed architecture to eliminate bottlenecks and single
points of failure. Applications can select from several qualities of service including
reliable, certified and transactional, as appropriate for each interaction. Messaging can
be request/reply or publish/subscribe, synchronous or asynchronous, locally delivered
or sent viaWAN or the Internet. Rendezvous messages are self-describing and
platform independent, with auser-extensibl e type system that provides support for data
formats such as XML.

Rendezvous software uses subject-based addressing™ technology to direct messages
to their destinations, so program processes can communi cate without knowing the
details of network addresses or connections. Subject-based addressing conventions
define a uniform name space for messages and their destinations.

The adapter supports TIBCO Rendezvous version 5.x and higher, and TIBCO
Rendezvous TX Version 2.0

To alow you to easily determine the version of the BEA WebL ogic Adapter for
TIBCO, identifying information has been added to the Manifest .mf file.

For example, theManifest .mf filefor BEA WebLogic Adapter for TIBCO 7.0 SP1
contains the following:

Created-By: Apache Ant 1.5.1

Implementation-Vendor: BEA Systems

The Implementation-Version is provided in the following format: w.x.v.zzzz:
m  w.Xx represents the major and minor release number (in thiscase, 7. 0)

m v represents the service pack number (in this case, 1)

m  zzzz represents the build number of the release (in this case, 0003)

Namespace Prefix in manifest.xml

Problem

Each schema repository has a manifest that describes the
repository and its schemas. Thisrepository manifest is stored
asan XML filenamed manifest .xml.

If you manually create an XML schema, the namespace
prefix must be xsd : rather than xs : in the manifest file.
