Powering Off the System
1. Refer to the system administration manual for your product for complete

step-by-step commands for powering off the domains and the system.

2. If your Sun Fire™ system is not mounted in a Sun Fire cabinet, skip to
Step 4.

3. Turn the keyswitch on the FrameManager to the Off position.

4. Turn off the AC input box(es) (Sun Fire 6800 system shown).

5. If your Sun Fire system is not mounted in a Sun Fire cabinet, ignore
Step 6.

6. Turn off the Redundant Transfer Switches (RTS).

Powering On the System
1. If your Sun Fire system is not mounted in a Sun Fire cabinet, skip to

Step 4.

2. Turn on the RTS switches, if you are working on a system that has RTS
modules.
It will take 30 seconds to one minute for the RTS modules to power on.

3. Check that all of the circuit breakers on each side of the RTU are on.

4. Turn on the AC input box(es).

5. Make sure that the rack fan trays are switched on.
This switch is located in the back of the cabinet, below the power cord
socket on each rack fan tray.

6. If your Sun Fire system is not mounted in a Sun Fire cabinet, skip to
Step 8.

7. Turn the keyswitch on the FrameManager to the On position.
Refer to the system administration manual for your product for complete
procedures for powering on the system.

8. Power on the remaining domains.
