Release 2.26 is required on all installed system boards.

If any installed system board PROM is earlier than Release 2.26, you must
replace its PROM before installing the SunSwift SBus Adapter or the
SunFastEthernet Adapter 2.0 in your system. (See page 2 to identify your
PROM version.)

Note - If your OpenBoot PROM version is not Release 2.26 or later, attempting
to reboot the system with the reboot , sync O sync O halt and init 0
commands will cause a system reset and the following error will occur.
