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Installing the SunTRI Adapter
You must insert the SunTRI adapter into the system, before you install
and configure the SunTRI software.

Installation and Configuration Overview
Complete installation and configuration of SunTRI 4.0 requires these
steps:

1. Install the adapter into your system. See Installing the Adapter in

the SunTRI/S 4.0 Installation Guide or SunTRI/P 4.0 Installation Guide
for installation instructions.

2. Run pkgrm to remove previous versions of the SunTRI software.

3. Install the SunTRI 4.0 driver software, from a mounted CD-ROM,

using pkgadd .

4. Configure the software.

5. Reboot the system to bring it up on the token ring network.

1. Become superuser (root).

2. Insert the SunTRI driver CD-ROM in your CD-Drive and mount
the CD-ROM by typing volcheck .

3. Invoke the pkgadd command.

4. Choose the package(s) that you want to install.
