Read the following information pertaining to installing the PGX32 PCI graphics card
in your Sun Workstation™. For updates to this document, please refer to

The following patches are required for the PGX32 graphics card: 107716-01
(Solaris 2.7), 107715-01 (Solaris 2.6), and 107714-01 (Solaris 2.5.1).

On pages 20 and 21 of the installation guide, the Local_uid  filename is incorrect.
You must use local_uid  when you modify your Xservers file for the Common
Desktop Environment (CDE) to appear on your PGX32 display.

Customers with pre-1996 monitors that support composite synchronization need
to order the following video adapter: F130-4195-01 (FRU, PGX32 Video Adapter)
Sun™ OpenGL(R) for Solaris™ renders index color applications incorrectly on the
PGX32 graphics card in 8+24 mode.

OBP 3.11.2 is supported on Ultra 30 systems (OBP 3.9.5 is not supported). It is
recommended that you have the latest OBP on the system when using the PGX32
graphics card.

At this time, the PGX32 graphics card does not support multiplexers.

On page 6 of the installation guide, the “NOTE” section is no longer a valid
statement. Also, on page 6 of the installation guide, Solaris support should read
Solaris 2.6 Hardware: 5/98, OpenWindows Version 3.6.

The PGX32 VTS package is currently not bundled with SUNWvts. To obtain VTS,
versions 3.0 and 3.1, do the following:

1. Type the ftp command to go to www.techsource.com

prompt% ftp www.techsource.com




2. Log in as sun-support

Name: sun-support

3. Type the password pgx32 :

Password:  pgx32

4. Set the transfer mode to binary:

prompt% ftp>bin

5. Look for the software title pgx32vts.tar.Z

prompt% ftp>dir

6. Retrieve the software:

prompt% ftp>get pgx32vts.tar.Z

7. Close the connection

prompt% ftp>bye

8. If the file ends with .Z , uncompress the file:

prompt% uncompress pgx32vts.tar.Z

9. If the file ends with .tar , untar the file:

prompt% tar xvf pgx32vts.tar
