Configuring Calendar Server for a Secure Deployment

The high-level steps to configuring Calendar Server for a secure deployment include:

Making sure that HTTPS is configured correctly on the front-end GlassFish Server host:

By default, most clients assume that the server is running on the default SSL port number (443). Thus,
you must set the server port number accordingly, if you did not do so during installation.

Changing fulluriprefix

The default installation of GlassFish Server enables both HTTP and HTTPS (using a self-signed
certificate) on the server instance. During the Calendar Server configuration, you can only choose to
specify the HTTP port, which sets the  parameter to davcore.uriinfo.fulluriprefix http://

. This results in all URLs constructed by Calendar Server, for example those pointing tohost:HTTP-port
attachments, to have the  URL. If you are using SSL, the host name part of this prefix shouldhttp://
match the host name associated with the certificate.

To change the  parameter:fulluriprefix

The current default and recommended
attribute (as of Calendar Server 7 Update 3), , prevents a potential serious issue with thedavUniqueId
previous default attribute (prior to Calendar Server 7 Update 3), . The problem with using nsUniqueId

 is that if the LDAP entry for a user, group, or resource is deleted and recreated in LDAP,nsUniqueId
the new entry would receive a different  value from the Directory Server, causing ansUniqueId
disconnect from the existing account in the calendar database. As a result, recreated users cannot
access their existing calendars.

.Changing User uid (Communications Suite 7 Update 2)

To Configure Oracle Database for Both Calendar Data and Large Data

In the case of Oracle Database, you can configure it to contain both the calendar data and the data that
otherwise would need to be stored in the separate document store. That is, you would use a single
"large" Oracle database for both calendar data and the document store. This type of configuration is not
possible with a MySQL database, because it has a storage size limit of 64 KB. Oracle Database does not
have this limitation. If you are using MySQL Server, refer instead to the following sections to set up a
local or remote document store.

The iSchedule protocol (currently in draft) defines how to handle scheduling
between two different calendar servers. In general, the architecture accounts for a
global calendar inbox/outbox for invitations.

Each time you run the Calendar Server  script, it automatically creates a silent installationinit-config
state file, . You can use this file to quickly configure Calendar Server instances in yoursaveState
deployment where the Calendar Server packages have been installed. The  file records allsaveState
your responses to the configuration prompts. You can use this technique to create new Calendar Server
configurations or when you are applying a patch to an existing Calendar Server instance.

By running a silent configuration, you instruct the  script to read the state file, whichinit-config
contains the values you want to use to respond to the configuration prompts. When you use the state file,
you are not asked any configuration questions. Instead, all the state file responses are automatically
applied.

The silent configuration  file is stored in the saveState cal-svr-base/install/davserver-config_

What if Passwords Have Changed Since You Performed the Initial

configuration, the silent configuration fails. You need to make sure that the passwords used in the

Note
Command-line arguments override the values and arguments in the state file.

About Upgrading Shared Components

By default, shared components that require user acceptance for upgrading are not upgraded when you
run a silent installation. The option to upgrade shared components in the silent state file is automatically
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disabled. That is, the option is set to . This is true  if you explicitly asked to upgradeUPGRADESC=No even
shared components when you ran the interactive installation that generated the silent state file. That is,
you ran either  or you answered "yes" when prompted for eachcommpkg install --upgradeSC y
shared component that needed upgrading.

Disabling upgrading shared components in the silent state file is done because the other hosts on which
you are propagating the installation might have different shared components installed, or different
versions of the shared components. Therefore, it is safer to not upgrade the shared components by
default.

You can upgrade shared components when you run a silent installation by performing either of the
following actions:

Use the  option when you run the silent installation. (The command-line--upgradeSC y
argument overrides the argument in the state file.)
Edit the  option in the silent state file to: .UPGRADESC=No UPGRADESC=Yes

Caution
If you do not upgrade shared components your installation might not work properly.

Silent Mode File Format

The silent mode file (also known as a state file) is formatted like a property file: blank lines are ignored,
comment lines begin with a number sign ( ), and properties are key/value pairs separated by an equals (#

Installing on Solaris OS 10 Zones: Best Practices

You can install Communications Suite components in the global zone, whole root non-global zones, and
sparse non-global zones. Follow these guidelines:

Treat the global zone as an "administration zone."
Install shared components and OS patches in the global zone that are to be shared among all
zones. However, do not install and run products from the global zone.
Use whole root non-global zones to run Communications Suite products.
Do not use the global zone or sparse zones. A whole root zone can have versions that are
different from other whole root zones, thus giving it a measure of being "self-contained".
The one exception to these two guidelines is to install HA agents ( , , and MS_SCHA CS_SCHA

) only in the global zone. The Communications Suite Installer automatically propagatesIM_SCHA
HA agents to all non-global zones. That is, the   switch is not used for HA agents.pkgadd -G

Be aware of the following zone aspects:

You can have different shared component versions in the whole root non-global zone, but it isn't
entirely insulated. If you do a packaging or patching operation in the global zone for a shared
component, that operation is also attempted in the whole root zone. Thus, to truly have different
shared component versions, use an alternate root.
To avoid affecting whole root zones you can attempt to never install and patch shared
components in the global zone. However, it might not be realistic to never have to install or patch
a shared component in the global zone. For example, NSS is a shared component, but it is part of
Solaris OS. So to expect to never install and patch NSS in the global zone seems unrealistic,
especially given it is a security component.
Although it isn't a recommended best practice, you can use Communications Suite products in
sparse non-global zones. Do note that shared components cannot be installed into the default root
because many of them install into the read-only shared file system ( ). Thus, you must run the/usr
installer in the global zone to install shared components into the default root. Prepend your
selection with  in the global zone to install only the dependencies (that is, shared components).~
You do not have to install in the global zone first before installing in the sparse zone. The installer
allows you to continue even when you do not install all the dependencies. However, upgrading the
shared components in the global zone affects the sparse non-global zones, thus requiring
downtime for all affected zones simultaneously.

Note
For Messaging Server, starting with Version 7 Update 5, sparse zone support is
deprecated and may be removed in a future release.
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Installing into a Non-Global Whole Root Zone

The non-global whole root zone scenario is the equivalent of installing Messaging Server on a single box
with no zones. Simply install Communications Suite as you normally would.

Caution
Any operations performed in the global zone (such as installations, uninstallations, and
patching) affect the whole root zones.

Installing into a Non-Global Sparse Root Zone

Although it isn't a recommended best practice, you can use Communications Suite Products in a
non-global sparse root zone. To install Communications Suite in a non-global sparse root zone, you first
need to install/upgrade the applicable OS patches and shared components in the global zone. You are
unable to do so in the sparse root zone, because the  directory (where the shared components/usr
reside) is a read-only directory in the sparse root zone.

Follow pre-installation requirements as described in .Installation Overview
Verify that you are about to install the shared components and OS patches in the global zone and
not the sparse root zone. To verify you are in the global zone, run . The output shouldzonename
be .global
Run the installer in the global zone and only install/upgrade the OS patches and the Shared
Components. Do not install Communications Suite components in the global zone. To do this, add
a ~ (tilde) to the component number you want to install in the sparse zone.
For example, if you plan to install Messaging Server in the sparse zone, you select  during the~1
global zone installation. The installer will know to only install dependencies and not the product
itself.
Once you have the shared components and OS patches installed, install Communications Suite
components in the sparse root zone.

Guidelines for Using Sun Cluster HA Packages in a Non-Global Zone

The HA agents ( , , and ) should be installed in the global zone only. TheMS_SCHA IM_SCHA CS_SCHA
Communications Suite Installer will propagate the installation of the HA agent to all non-global zones.
This is required since the version of the HA agent must be identical on all zones.

Take the following steps to install the Communications Suite Cluster HA agent in non-global zones:

Start Communications Suite Installer in the global zone only:

commpkg install

zones.

The Communications Suite installer enables you to install multiple copies of the same product version on
the same Solaris OS machine or Solaris zone by using the alternate root feature of the commpkg

 command. For example, you might deploy a host with an installation in the default rootinstall
directory, , and a second, separate installation in the  alternate/opt/sun/comms /opt/sun/comms2
root directory. The alternate root installation directory is the top-level directory underneath which the
Communications Suite component products and shared components are installed in their respective
directories.

Some possible uses for multiple installations include:

Performing a side-by-side upgrade. For more information about the side-by-side upgrade
scenario, see .Using the Side-by-Side Strategy to Upgrade Messaging Server
Installing the symmetric HA scenario.
Enabling an installation to be easily moved from one machine to another.

Note
The alternate root feature is available only on Solaris OS. This feature is a "power user"
feature.

Suppose you want to install one instance of the Communications Suite products in the 
 directory, and another instance of the same products in the /opt/sun/mycompany/comms/

 directory. You would use the following commands:/opt/sun/mycompany/comms2/

For the default root:

./commpkg install --installroot /opt/sun/mycompany/comms

For the alternate root:

commpkg install /opt/sun/mycompany/comms2/

Running Multiple Installations of the Same Product on One Host: Conflicting
Ports

By default, after you initially configure the product on alternate roots, the ports used by the different
product installations are the same and thus conflict with each other.

This is not a problem if you install multiple installations of the same product on the same host but only
intend to have one instance running at one time. For example, you may perform a side-by-side upgrade
scenario in which you plan to stop the old instance before you start the new instance.

However, you may plan to test the new instance while the old instance is still running (and supporting
end users). In this scenario, the ports are used simultaneously.

There are two ways to resolve this conflict:

Configure individual ports
Use a multi-home configuration

These approaches are described in the following sections.

WebRTC Support

WebRTC (Web Real Time Communication) is a standards-based API definition that enables
browser-to-browser (P2P) applications for voice, video, and screen sharing. It does not require the use of
web browser plug-ins or downloads. Convergence can be extended to incorporate voice calling, video
calling, and screen sharing with the use of WebRTC. Convergence integrates with Oracle
Communications WebRTC Session Controller Signaling Engine (WSC), a gateway server and signaling
mechanism, to extend WebRTC functionality within the Convergence UI.

You can access voice, video, and screen sharing through Instant Messaging and Address Book in the
Convergence UI.

For an architectural overview of how Convergence works with WebRTC, and for information on
administering and configuring Convergence with WebRTC, see Convergence System Administrator's

.Guide

The following functionality is available in this release:

Integration with Oracle Communications WebRTC Session Controller Signaling Engine
(WSC)

Convergence uses WSC as a signaling channel to coordinate the communication between peers and to
send control messages to start and end communication between peers as well as to report errors.

WSC also exchanges network configuration information and media capability with other communication
channels. Signaling between peers must be successful before streaming can begin.

The WSC must be installed and configured before integrating it with Convergence. For more information

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Once WSC is integrated with Convergence, a Convergence user can initiate a voice call with either a
contact on the buddy list or by using the dialer. In addition, a Convergence user can initiate a video call
with a contact on the buddy list.

Users need a camera and appropriate web browser as described in Supported Browser Versions for
.Convergence Clients

Multi-party Calls

With multi-party calls, you can connect to more than one buddy as either a multi-party voice or video call.
If a Convergence user wants to add an additional buddy to the call, he can put the first buddy on hold
while establishing the second call.

Upgrade Functionality from Chat to Voice to Video

You can move from a chat to a voice call and from a voice call to a video call. You do not need to end the
voice call to transfer to the video call. This upgrade functionality can be performed in multi-party voice
and video calls as well. If any of your buddies decline your upgrade request from a multi-party voice call
to a multi-party video call, that buddy is disconnected from the call. You can simultaneously have a text
chat while on a voice call or video call. So in addition to upgrading from a text chat to a voice or video
call, a Convergence user can use the text chat function from same window where the voice or video call
is occurring.

Screen Sharing

A user can share his screen in a voice or video call. Screen sharing is not enabled for voice calls that are
initiated with the dialer.

Authentication

The WSC web socket application is protected. Convergence uses Trusted Circle SSO to authenticate
users to access WSC. In turn, WSC leverages the WebLogic Server's security provider mechanism to
authenticate the user.

Examples
include Network File System (NFS), Simple Authentication and Security Layer (SASL), and Java
software.

About the Communications Suite Upgrade Process

Communications Suite consists of a number of individual products, product components, and shared
components. Unfortunately, Communications Suite does not provide a single system utility to upgrade all
Communications Suite components at the same time. Therefore, upgrading a Communications Suite
deployment consists of upgrading one component at a time and one computer at a time, by using the
component-specific upgrade procedures described in the following sections. Some upgrade procedures
are simple, such as applying a patch to the existing software. Other procedures are more complex and
require considerably more planning and preparation. Proper upgrading starts with knowing what products
you want to upgrade and the order in which to upgrade them.

Defining Your Target Communications Suite Deployment

A successful upgrade depends on identifying both your current deployment and your target deployment.
By defining your target deployment, you identify which products and components you must upgrade and
which ones can remain as is.

The three most common Communications Suite upgrade scenarios include:

Upgrade for a product feature. You want a feature from a specific product and you are only
interested in upgrading the products and components that are necessary to support that feature.

In this scenario, you upgrade the desired product as described in the upgrade information
for that product.

Upgrade to use Convergence. You only want to upgrade the products and components that are
necessary to use Convergence.

See for the minimumProduct Version Compatibility Requirements for Convergence 
versions of products that run Convergence.

Upgrade all products and components to the latest release. You want to run the latest
versions of all Communications Suite products and components.

Upgrade each product and component individually, host by host. See Requirements for
.Communications Suite

When you have chosen the scenario that best fits your situation, you can determine what products to
upgrade.

Tip
Installing only shared components: To install just the shared components for a component
product, launch the Communications Suite installer, then prefix your product selection with
a tilde (~). For example, to install only the shared components for Messaging Server 64-bit,
at the Product Selection prompt, type . You can type multiple selections, separating~1
each of your entries with a comma.

Determining the Sequence of Product Upgrade

The order in which you update the Communications Suite products and versions can be critical. Use the
following guidelines to determine the sequence for upgrading Communications Suite products:

Upgrade and run  before upgrading any other component.comm_dssetup

Note
Communications Suite components cannot be upgraded at the same time. Some of
the components must be upgraded before others. Calendar Server and Delegated
Administrator check for the latest configured version of .comm_dssetup

Prior to upgrading and reconfiguring Convergence, first upgrade and configure the components on
which your Convergence deployment is dependent (such as Calendar Server, Messaging Server
and Instant Messaging Server).
Calendar Server, Messaging Server, Directory Server, and GlassFish Server should be up and
running before upgrading Convergence.

The following sections describe how to upgrade each of the Communications Suite products.

Preparing to Upgrade

Before starting an upgrade, it is good practice to make a backup copy of customized files and
configuration files. In particular, the following files should be backed up:

E.g. if MS was already
at the latest version, then it would not be displayed as a selection
for upgrade.

Downloading and Installing Java

Java is no longer bundled with the Oracle Communications Unified Communications Suite installer and
requires manual installation.

UCS components support Java 6 or Java 7. Oracle Communications Delegated Administrator 7.0.0.9.0
requires GlassFish Server 2.1.1; all other UCS products can use GlassFish Server 3, and some can only
use GlassFish Server 3. For purposes of simplicity, the example presented here uses 64-bit Java 7.
GlassFish Server 2.1 does not officially support Java 7, but you can use it with Java 7 for evaluations.
For live deployments, it is recommended to install JDK 6 for Glassfish 2.x and JDK 7 for everything else.
For additional information about the use of Java versions with UCS products and GlassFish Server, see

Since this version of Java is later than 1.7.0_55, it is best to install the current version of Java 7.
Otherwise, install version 1.7.0_55 as described below.

This deployment example:

Installs the JDKs, rather than the JRE.
The JDKs include debugging tools, such as , and the Delegated Administrator requires thejstack
JAR utility.
Installs Java SE SDK Version 7u55; you can use a later version of Java 7, if available.
Recent OS versions like Solaris 11 may already have a suitable version of Java running on it.
Older OS versions may not. For this evaluation, it is recommended that you install Java anyway
since the installation on your system may be incomplete.

Downloading 64-bit Java 7 for Solaris SPARC

When you download Java 7:

For 64-bit Java 7, you need to download both the 32-bit and 64-bit versions of Java 7.
64-bit Java is treated as an add-on to 32-bit Java; both need to be installed.

Communications
Suite 7.0.6 supports both Oracle Linux 6 and Red Hat Enterprise Linux 6, 64-bit. The example applies to
both operating systems.

Note
Installing the back-end messaging, calendar, instant messaging, and address book
services on the same system is not the optimal configuration, nor does it provide the best
performance. This example deployment is not intended for production purposes. Use this
configuration for evaluation and for training purposes only. Performance is better if you
install services on separate machines.

Communications Unified Communications Suite 7.0.6 on Oracle Linux 6. These instructions are not
intended to act as a replacement for the individual component documentation, but to merely guide the
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evaluator through an initial installation.

To Check DNS

Verify that DNS is running and configured properly:

Take sure that the  file has name server entries with the IP addresses of/etc/resolv.conf
valid name servers.
For example:

domain comms.beta.com
nameserver 192.168.100.22
nameserver 192.168.100.23
nameserver 192.168.100.24
nameserver 192.168.100.25

Make sure that the  file has an entry for the fully qualified host name of the server./etc/hosts
This fully qualified host name should be listed before the non fully qualified host name.
For example:

10.1.82.52 demo.comms.beta.com demo

Make sure that the  file is configured to use files first to resolve host/etc/nsswitch.conf
names. The hosts line in the  file should list files first in its entry:nsswitch.conf

hosts: files dns nis [NOTFOUND=return]

To Check the Number of File-Descriptors

The default installation of Oracle Linux 6 uses 1024 file descriptors, which is insufficient for the correct
operation of Communications Suite 7.0.6. A Communications Suite 7.0.6 system needs the maximum file
descriptors set to 16384.

* - nofile 16384

Be careful when editing configuration files to not introduce extra spaces and lines,
as this could cause errors. If you do accidentally type extra spaces, try copying
existing lines and then overwriting them (by pasting) to get rid of any extra spaces.
Using a text editor that displays hidden characters can also help.

To Enable Process Core Dumps

Oracle Linux disables process core dumps by default. Process core dumps are essential for tracing the
root cause behind a process crashing. For two examples of how to enable process core dumps:

Creating Hosted Domains

A hosted domain, or  as it is also called, delivers services for users, groups and resourcesvirtual domain
within a unique namespace. Each hosted domain can have different domain-level preferences, different
Convergence customizations, and be administered within Delegated Administrator by different user
accounts if required.

In a hosted domain installation, each domain shares the same instance of Messaging Server, Instant
Messaging Server, Calendar Server, Convergence, and so on. This approach greatly reduces any
overhead associated with using multiple hosted domains on a single server.

Creating a New Hosted Domain by Using Delegated Administrator

During the installation and configuration of Communications Suite 7.0.6, you create an initial default
domain of . You can create additional hosted domains either by using the Delegatedcomms.beta.com
Administrator command-line utility or the Delegated Administrator console.

Background

The products that make up Oracle Communications Unified Communications Suite need to be started in
a specific order to ensure that any pre-requisite services are enabled prior to the product starting. This
ordering is especially important when starting the products when booting the server.

The ordering of the product start-up is as follows:

Directory Server (relies on network interface availability)
MySQL Server (relies on network interface availability)
JMQ (for Messaging Server notifications)
Indexing and Search Service processes:

utilSvc (provides utility services to Index Service)
indexSvc (bootstraps new users and indexes incoming content)
searchSvc (searches index and returns results)
jmqconsumer (listens to the JMQ on the message store and notifies indexSvc if new
content requires indexing)

Messaging Server (relies on Directory Server for user-group information)
GlassFish Server (provides Messaging, Calendar, Instant Messaging services)
Instant Messaging Server (relies on Directory Server, Messaging Server for SMTP and GF)

When the server is shut-down, the ordering is (roughly) reversed.

Oracle Linux and Red Hat Enterprise Linux provide the  utility to control the ordering of thechkconfig
product start-up and shut-down. A good explanation of the Red Hat Linux  functionality ischkconfig
available here:

The logs of each product being started/stopped during of the boot-up and shut-down is stored in 
 file on the server./var/log/boot.log

Service Scripts

Autoprovisioning enables you to add new accounts to the ISS store automatically. By using
autoprovisioning, you make account creation less prone to error than when manually bootstrapping
accounts. However, unlike the  command, which gives you control over the group orissadmin.sh
singleton status for an account, autoprovisioning simply creates the account in the next available index
group in the ISS store by using the default allocation policy See "ISS Store Instance Overview and
Concepts" in  for more information about theIndexing and Search Service System Administrator's Guide
default allocation policy.

Enabling the Watcher Service

This feature is designed for the implementation of highly available (HA) ISS nodes, however the service
itself is useful even when you do not use HA. The watcher service provides local host monitoring of ISS
services and alerts you, with log file messages and email warnings, when it detects a service outage.
Once alerted, you can take the appropriate corrective action, such as restarting a service.

Downgrading From Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0

Unlike in previous upgrades, starting with Messaging Server 7 Update 5, you cannot easily downgrade to
versions prior to Messaging Server 7 Update 5 once you have upgraded to Messaging Server 7 Upgrade
5 and later. That is, you cannot just "back out" the upgrade by using the  command on Solaris,patchrm
or the  command on Linux. Instead, you must back up your Messaging Server data, back out therpm -U
update (patch), then restore the Messaging Server data.

These downgrade instructions apply to both the  procedure and the commmpkg upgrade
 procedure (side-by-side upgrade).migrate-config

Before you Upgrade to Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0

Read this section before upgrading to Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0 to understand how this release is
different from previous releases.

If you are upgrading from Messaging Server 7 Update 5 to Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0, you may
easily back out the Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0 upgrade to Messaging Server 7 Update 5 using
the  command on Solaris, or the  command on Linux.patchrm rpm -U
However, you cannot simply back out the Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0 upgrade to a version prior
to Messaging Server Update 5 once it is applied. In previous releases, you were able to back out.
Starting with Messaging Server 7 Update 5, this is no longer the case.
Although the system does permit you to back out the upgrade (for example, by running the 

 command on Solaris platforms), afterwards Messaging Server services do not properlypatchrm
start. Additionally, the  process does not start properly, and any mailbox accessed prior tostored
backing out the upgrade reports that it is corrupted with an invalid format. Furthermore, even if you
could manage to start Messaging Server services and manually fix the mailbox corruption, the
mailbox owner flags (for example, seen and deleted flags) are all reset.
Before upgrading Messaging Server prior to version 7 Update 5 to Messaging 7.0.5.31.0, make
sure that you back up the Messaging Server data. If you do need to downgrade after upgrading to
Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0 from a version prior to Messaging Server 7 Update 5, you need to
restore the Messaging Server data to their state prior to upgrading.
Before upgrading to Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0, it his highly recommended that you test it on a
non-production system prior to actual deployment to production systems.
Backing out from Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0 to a version prior to Messaging Server 7 Update 5
is considered an avenue of last resort. If you need to downgrade, you must follow the steps
described later in this information to return your system to a working state.
Depending on whether you upgraded by patch or through the Communications Installer, you might
need the previous version's software. For example, if you use the installer to upgrade from
Messaging Server 6, the installer removes the old software, and so to revert to that version, you
would need the old product. Note that if you do a backup after upgrading, and restore from that
backup, you do not lose messages that arrived since that backup when you restore.
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Downgrading from Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0

Use this procedure if you have upgraded to Messaging Server 7.0.5.31.0 and need to return to versions
prior to Messaging Server 7 Update 5.

Prior to downgrading, perform a full backup of the message store by using the imsbackup
command.
For example:

stop-msg
start-msg store
bin/imsbackup -v -f - / > backup

Back out the upgrade.
On Solaris: Use the  command.patchrm
On Linux: Use the  command.rpm -U

Move the  directory to a different location.store
For example:

mv data/store data/store.old

Start the message store to perform the restore.

bin/start-msg store

Perform the restore:

bin/imsrestore -f backup

Stop and start Messaging Server.
For example:

stop-msg
start-msg

About Messaging Server Unified Configuration

Starting with version 7.0.5.29.0, Messaging Server introduces the capability to create a Unified
Configuration. Unified Configuration provides an improved, streamlined process to configure and
administer Messaging Server. Unlike in legacy configurations (Messaging Server 7 Update 4 and prior
releases), Unified Configuration uses validation to verify configuration accuracy, and employs a single
tool to configure the entire Messaging Server configuration (with a few exceptions). Thus, using Unified
Configuration simplifies administration and reduces configuration mistakes.

When you perform a fresh Messaging Server installation, you can decide to configure it for Unified
Configuration. It is not a requirement to use Unified Configuration with Messaging Server, however,
Unified Configuration provides a number of benefits over legacy configuration. If you decide to not use
Unified Configuration, rerun the  command without  option to create a legacyconfigure --xml
configuration, then recreate any configuration changes you made while running under Unified
Configuration.

Prerequisites for Configuring Messaging Server

Before running the  program, you must:configure

Install and configure the Directory Server.
Run the  program. See comm_dssetup.pl Communications Suite Directory Server Setup Script

Record your Directory installation and configuration parameters.

High-level Overview of Configuring Messaging Server

Performing an initial run-time configuration of Messaging Server involves the following high-level steps:

Creating a Unix system user and group for Messaging Server
Checking that DNS is properly configured
Preparing Directory Server for Messaging Server configuration by running the comm_dssetup.pl
script
Creating the initial Messaging Server runtime configuration by running the  commandconfigure

Additionally, other steps to perform include the following:

Installing tools to provision Messaging Server
Modifying SMTP relay blocking configuration
Enabling Messaging Server startup after a reboot
Becoming familiar with best practices for performance tuning

The following sections describe in detail how to configure Messaging Server.

Creating UNIX System Users and Groups

System users run specific server processes, and privileges need to be given to these users so that they
have appropriate permissions for the processes they are running.

Set up a system user account and group for all Communications Suite servers, and set permissions for
the directories and files owned by that user.

Note
For security reasons, in some deployments it might be desirable to have different system
administrators for different servers. This is done by creating different system users and
groups per server. For example, the system user for Messaging Server would be different
from the system user for Web Server, and system administrators administering Messaging
Server would not be able to administer the Web Server.

To Create UNIX System Users and Groups
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Creating UNIX system users and groups is optional. The  initial configuration script does thisconfigure
if necessary.

Log in as .root
Create a group name for server processes to which your system users belong.
For example:

groupadd mail

Create a user name for system processes and associate it with the group name you just created.
In addition, set the password for that user.
For example:

useradd -g mail mailsrv

The  and  commands are located in the  directory. See UNIX manuseradd usermod /usr/sbin
pages for more information.

You might also need to check the  and  files to be sure that the user/etc/group /etc/passwd
has been added to the system group that you created.

Note
Should you decide not to set up UNIX system users and groups prior to installing
Messaging Server, you are able to specify them when you run the configuration
script. However, if the user name for server processes already exists, then the
primary group for that user name is used, and the configuration script does not
prompt for the option.

Checking the DNS Configuration

Check that DNS is running and configured properly for the Messaging Server host. The following
example is for a host running Solaris 10 OS. The configuration is slightly different for a host running
Solaris 11 OS.

Ensure that DNS is properly configured and that it is clearly specified how to route to hosts that
are not on the local subnet.

The  file should contain the IP address of the gateway system. This/etc/defaultrouter
address must be on a local subnet.
The  file exists and contains the proper entries for reachable DNS/etc/resolv.conf
servers and domain suffixes.
In the  file, the  and  line has the , /etc/nsswitch.conf hosts: ipnodes: files dns
and  keywords added. The keyword  must precede  and . So if the linesnis files dns nis
look like this:

hosts: nis dns files
ipnodes: nis dns files

They should be changed to this:
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hosts: files nis dns
ipnodes: files nis dns

Make sure that the FQDN is the first host name specified after the IP address in the /etc/hosts
file.
If your Internet host table in your  file looks like this:/etc/hosts

123.456.78.910 budgie.west.sesta.com
123.456.78.910 budgie loghost mailhost

Change it so that there is only one line for the IP address of the host. Be sure the first host name
is a fully qualified domain name. For example:

123.456.78.910 budgie.west.sesta.com budgie loghost mailhost

You can verify that the lines are read correctly by running the following commands:

# getent hosts <ip_address>
# getent ipnodes <ip_address>

If the lines are read correctly, you should see the IP address followed by the FQDN and
then the other values.
For example:

# getent hosts 192.18.126.103
192.18.126.103 budgie.west.sesta.com budgie loghost mailhost

Preparing Directory Server for Messaging Server Configuration

For more information on directory preparation and the directory preparation script ,comm_dssetup.pl
see . The Communications Suite Directory Server Setup Script (comm_dssetup.pl) comm_dssetup.pl
script prepares the Directory Server by setting up new schema, index, and data in your Directory Server.
Run  before installing or upgrading any Communications Suite product that iscomm_dssetup.pl
dependent on the Directory Server (such as Messaging Server, Calendar Server, Convergence, and so
on).

Note
Always run the latest version of  if you are upgrading any of thecomm_dssetup.pl
component products that depend on Directory Server.

Creating the Initial Messaging Server Runtime Configuration

The  program provides a configuration to get your Messaging Server up and running. It isconfigure
meant to create an initial runtime configuration to set up a generic functional Messaging Server
configuration. Thus it gives you a base working configuration from which you can make your specific
customizations. The program is only meant to be run once. Subsequent running of this program
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overwrites the existing configuration. To modify your initial runtime configuration, use the configuration
utilities described here and in .Messaging Server Administration Reference

To Run the Configure Program

Invoke the Messaging Server initial runtime  command.configure
To configure a legacy configuration, run .msg-svr-base/sbin/configure
To configure a Unified Configuration, run .msg-svr-base/sbin/configure --xml
For more information on deciding to use Unified Configuration, see "Overview of Messaging
Server Unified Configuration" in Messaging Server Unified Configuration System

--debug Provides general debug information primarily for LDAP
operations.

--help Displays help

--ignoreSendmail Keeps sendmail enabled after configuration. In other words, does
not disable sendmail after configuration.

Specifies an LDAP port other than the default port 389.

 --ldif Causes configure to run without modifying the directory and
instead generate an ldif file (msg-svr-base

) which the admin can apply/data/install/configure.ldif
to the directory after initial configuration. This is needed if the
person doing the installation does not have directory admin rights.

--noldap Runs without LDAP present (statefile only)

 --novalidate Skips most validation of user input.

--noxml Generates legacy configuration (does not use XML-based Unified
Configuration); can also be used to replace a Unified
Configuration with a freshly generated legacy configuration (fresh
installation of Messaging Server, not an upgrade where the 

 command was run).configtoxml

Specifies a location other than the default location (mentioned
below) to save a state file.

--xml Generates Unified Configuration (XML).

After running the command, the welcome text appears.

Select the directory where you want to store the Messaging Server configuration and data files.
Symbolic links are created under the  directory to the configuration and datamsg-svr-base
directory. For more information on these symbolic links, see .Post-Installation Directory Layout
Make sure you have large enough disk space set aside for these files.
The "Overwrite the existing configuration" prompt appears if you have an existing configuration.

If you do receive the "Overwrite" message, to accept the default of yes, press Enter.
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Otherwise, type  to enter a different directory path.n
Select the user name for server processes.
To accept the default user name , press Enter. Otherwise, type the user name for themailsrv
server processes.
Select the group name for server processes.
To accept the default group name , press Enter. Otherwise, type the group name for themail
server processes. This question appears only if the UNIX user name has not yet been created.
Select the fully-qualified local host name.
This is the machine on which Messaging Server runs. When you installed the server, you might
have specified the physical host name. However, if you are installing a cluster environment, use
the logical host name. Here is the chance to change what you originally specified.
Type the default mail domain.
Select the host name for the LDAP Directory Server.
Select the LDAP administrator login.
The Directory Manager has overall administrator privileges on the Directory Server and all
Communications Suite servers that make use of the Directory Server (for example, the Messaging
Server) and has full administration access to all entries in the Directory Server. The default and
recommended Distinguished Name (DN) is  and is set during Directorycn=Directory Manager
Server configuration
If you are installing against a replicated Directory Server instance, you must specify the
credentials of the replica, not the master directory.
Type the LDAP administrator password.
Messages similar to the following appear:

==Checking Directory Server Setup from comm_dssetup
Domain Suffix: o=isp
User/Group Suffix: o=isp
Mail List User Suffix: o=mlusers
Schema Type: 2

Type a mail address for postmaster notices.
Select an address that your administrator actively monitors. For example,  for apma@siroe.com
postmaster on the  domain. This address cannot begin with "Postmaster."siroe

Note
The user of the email address is not automatically created (although the default
"admin" user is automatically created). Therefore, you need create it later by using a
provisioning tool.

Type the IP addresses of hosts that are permitted to relay mail without authentication.
You can use the  syntax. This information$(IP-pattern/significant-prefix-bits)
creates the appropriate mapping entries. It is important that you modify your configuration to
match the needs of your site. Specifically, your Messaging Server should recognize its own
internal systems and subnets from which SMTP relaying should always be accepted. If you do not
update this configuration, you might encounter problems when testing your MTA configuration. For
more information, see .Configuring SMTP Relay Blocking
Type the password for administrator accounts.
Type an initial password to be used for service administrator, server, user/group administrator,
end user administrator privileges as well as PAB administrator and SSL passwords.
After creating the initial runtime configuration, you might change this password for individual
administrator accounts. For more information, see the topic on modifying your passwords in 

.Messaging Server System Administrator's Guide
Verify the password for administration.
Retype the administration password.
The program displays the changes that it makes as well post-configuration changes that you might
want to make.

To Start Messaging Server

To start Messaging Server, use the following command:

cd <msg-svr-base>/bin
./start-msg

To Perform a Silent Installation

The Messaging Server initial runtime configuration program automatically creates a silent installation 
 file (called ) that can be used to quickly configure additional Messaging Serverstate saveState

instances in your deployment where the Messaging Server packages have been installed. All of your
responses to the configuration prompts are recorded in that file.

By running the silent installation, you instruct the  program to read the silent installation stateconfigure
file. The  program uses the responses in this file rather than ask the same installationconfigure
questions again for subsequent initial runtime configurations of Messaging Server. When you use the
state file in a new installation, you are not asked any questions. Instead, all of the state file responses are
automatically applied as the new installation parameters.

The silent installation  file is stored in the  directory.saveState msg-svr-base/data/setup/

To use the silent installation file to configure another Messaging Server instance on another machine in
the deployment, follow these steps:

Copy the  file to a temporary area on the machine where you are performing the newsaveState
installation.
Review and edit the  file as necessary.saveState
The  file contains  =  pairs. Change parameters and values as needed.saveState parameter value
For example, the default email domain for the new installation might be different than the default
email domain recorded in the  file. Remember that the parameters listed aresaveState
automatically applied to this installation. Almost always, you need to change the host name (

). The  and  fields are obfuscated but stillFqdn.TextField UGDIR_BINDPW admin.password
need to be kept private.
Run the following command to configure other machines with the silent installation file:

cd <msg-svr-base>/bin
./configure -state <statefile>

where  is file name of the  file, including the full path to the file. (See Step 1 ofstatefile saveState
this section).

Note
After running the silent installation program, a new state file is created from the
silent installation in the  directory.msg-svr-base/data/setup/

Configuring Messaging Server Against a Directory Server Replica

The following conditions might prevent you from configuring Messaging Server against a Directory Server
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host:

You do not have Directory Server credentials.
Messaging Server cannot communicate directly with the Directory Server master.

To Configure Messaging Server Against a Directory Server Replica

This task describes how to configure your deployment to be able to run Messaging Server against a
Directory Server replica. You need to update the Directory Server master, which then feeds the replica
with the necessary changes. You cannot update the Directory Server replica directly because the master
Directory Server overwrites it.

Run the Messaging  program using the replicated Directory Server credentials asconfigure
described in .Creating the Initial Messaging Server Runtime Configuration
Use the  option to produce the  file--ldif msg-svr-base/data/install/configure.ldif
that is needed to allow proper privileges to the Directory Server.
Move the  file to the Directory Server master.configure.ldif
Run the  command on the  file.ldapmodify configure.ldif
Once the changes are replicated to the Directory Server replica, it is now configured to work with
your Messaging Server.

Configuring SMTP Relay Blocking

Starting with Messaging Server 7 Update 5, the  program prompts you to enter host IPconfigure
addresses that are allowed as SMTP relay hosts. The  program uses this information toconfigure
construct the appropriate mapping entries.

By default, Messaging Server is configured to block attempted SMTP relays. That is, Messaging Server
rejects attempted message submissions to external addresses from unauthenticated external sources
(external systems are any other system than the host on which the server itself resides). This default
configuration is quite aggressive in blocking SMTP relaying in that it considers all other systems to be
external systems.

IMAP and POP clients that attempt to submit messages by using Messaging Server system's SMTP
server destined for external addresses, and which do not authenticate using SMTP AUTH (SASL), find
their submission attempts rejected. Which systems and subnets are recognized as internal is typically
controlled by the  mapping table. In Unified Configuration, this mapping table is part of theINTERNAL_IP
overall configuration, and is viewed or edited by using the  command. In legacy configuration,msconfig
this mapping table is found in the  file.msg-svr-base/config/mappings

For instance, on a Messaging Server system whose IP address is , the default 192.45.67.89
 mapping table would appear as follows:INTERNAL_IP

INTERNAL_IP
$(192.45.67.89/32) $Y
127.0.0.1 $Y
* $N

The initial entry, using the  syntax, is specifying that$(IP-pattern/significant-prefix-bits)
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any IP address that matches the full 32 bits of  should match and be considered internal.192.45.67.89
The second entry recognizes the loopback IP address  as internal. The final entry specifies127.0.0.1
that all other IP addresses should not be considered internal.

You can add additional entries by specifying additional IP addresses or subnets before the final  entry.$N
These entries must specify an IP address or subnet (using the  syntax to specify a subnet)$(.../...)
on the left side and  on the right side. Or you can modify the existing  entry to accept a$Y $(.../...)
more general subnet.

For instance, if this same sample site has a class C network, that is, it owns all of the 192.45.67.0
subnet, then the site would want to modify the initial entry so that the mapping table appears as follows:

INTERNAL_IP
$(192.45.67.0/24) $Y
127.0.0.1 $Y
* $N

Or if the site owns only those IP addresses in the range , then the site192.45.67.80-192.45.67.99
would want to use:

INTERNAL_IP
! Match IP addresses in the range 192.45.67.80-192.45.67.95
$(192.45.67.80/28) $Y
! Match IP addresses in the range 192.45.67.96-192.45.67.99
$(192.45.67.96/30) $Y
127.0.0.1 $Y
* $N

various IP address inputs.

After modifying your  mapping table, be sure to issue the INTERNAL_IP msg-svr-base/bin/imsimta
 (if you are using a compiled configuration) and the cnbuild msg-svr-base/bin/imsimta restart

utilities so that the changes take effect.

Enabling Startup After a Reboot

You can enable Messaging Server startup after system reboots by using the bootup script. On Linux, this
script is . For Solaris OS 10, you should use the Servicemsg-svr-base/data/install/Sun_MsgSvr
Management Framework. That is, by default, Messaging Server is not restarted after a system reboot
unless you run this script. In addition, this script can also start up your MMP, if enabled.

To Enable Messaging Server After a Reboot

About Messaging Server Unified Configuration

Beginning with Messaging Server 7 Update 5, Messaging Server has the capability to create a Unified
Configuration. Unified Configuration provides an improved, streamlined process to configure and
administer Messaging Server. Unlike in legacy configurations (Messaging Server 7 Update 4 and prior
releases), Unified Configuration uses validation to verify configuration accuracy, and employs a single
tool to configure the entire Messaging Server configuration (with a few exceptions). Thus, moving your
deployment to Unified Configuration simplifies administration and reduces configuration mistakes.

After upgrading to Messaging Server 7 Update 5 and later, you can decide to migrate your legacy
configuration to Unified Configuration. It is not a requirement to use Unified Configuration with Messaging
Server 7 Update 5 and later, however, Unified Configuration provides a number of benefits over legacy
configuration. When you convert to Unified Configuration, Messaging Server saves your old legacy
configuration in the  directory. If necessary, you can restore a saved legacyconfigroot/legacy-config
configuration at the time you converted, however, all changes made to your configuration after converting
to Unified Configuration are lost. You can migrate to Unified Configuration after you have completed the
upgrade. You are not required to migrate to Unified Configuration during the upgrade process.

A Messaging Server deployment can consist of multiple back-end message stores, multiple Webmail
servers, front-end MMPs, and MTA relays.

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Messaging Server Upgrade Strategies

Messaging Server supports the following three upgrade strategies for individual hosts. These strategies
provide a balance between downtime, risk of extended downtime, complexity, and potential hardware
costs.

In-place Upgrade. The binaries of the old version are replaced with the binaries of the new version
on the same host. That is, you use .commpkg upgrade
Side-by-side Upgrade on the same host. The new software version is installed on the same host
as the old version in a different directory. After you migrate the software configuration to the new
version, you switch the deployment over to the new version.
Coexistent Upgrade. You keep existing services online while you construct a new host on
separate hardware.

The strategy chosen for any particular host might differ. For example, you might wish to use an in-place
upgrade on your front-end servers (relays, MMPs, and webmail servers) but you might want to do a
coexistent upgrade on your message stores.

Caution
There is a data format change in the message store starting with Messaging Server 7 (see
"Upgrading the Message Store" in ).Messaging Server System Administrator's Guide
Coexistent Upgrade is recommended to facilitate backout.

The strategy you chose also depends upon the version you currently have installed and whether you are
using 32-bit or 64-bit Messaging Server product. Issues and compatibilities are described next.

The Coexistence Migration Strategy is the safest and most secure method of upgrading. It also has the
lowest downtime of the three upgrade strategies. In the coexistence model, existing services remain
online while you construct a new target host (or entire Messaging Server environment) on new hardware
or in a Oracle Solaris whole root zone on the existing hardware. After the new host and environment are
established, you can migrate a small number of friendly users to the new system to verify operations and
administrative procedures. For a certain period both systems are accessible to user traffic. This is called
a coexistence phase. Messaging access is not disrupted and proceeds invisibly to users. When all users
are migrated to the new environment, you can decommission your legacy deployment. This phased
approach ensures that the new system is fully prepared to handle production users before making the full
migration.

Advantages and Disadvantages of Coexistence Migration:

Service downtimes are usually rare and short. There is less danger that they will be longer than
the off-line windows imposed by service level agreements.
Allows a gradual adoption of the new software so that you can gain confidence by trying it out with
a small group of sympathetic users before migrating production users.
The risk of upgrade failure is mitigated by the fact that your legacy system remains fully
functioning throughout the upgrade process.
Because the new system is built alongside a functional old one, you do not need to install or
modify anything on the working legacy machines. This is an advantage as there is always a
natural reluctance to modify or reconfigure a working legacy system in significant ways.
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Coexistence is the safest upgrade model and has the least amount of user downtime.
Simpler back off procedure. Anytime you upgrade software, you need to make provisions for
backing off from the new system to the old system in case of failure. Other upgrade models might
require that you back up and turn off the old system, install, configure, and migrate to the new
system. Only when you switch on the new system do you know if the upgrade succeeded. If it
turns out, that it did not, then you might have to use your back off plan to put everything back into
place. A coexistence migration is much simpler as a working legacy system is already in place.
You must move user data, such as mailboxes, from one host to another, typically by using the 

 and  commands.imsbackup imsrestore
Might require extra hardware to set up a parallel system. (This can be mitigated by upgrading
legacy machines after they are no longer used.)

Backing Out of a Side-by-side Messaging Server Upgrade
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Ideally you could just stop the new version and start the old version up and your back out recovery would
be complete. However, because there is a mailbox database format change between pre-version 7 and
version 7 Messaging Server, this does not work. To back out, you need to restore the message store
either by reinstalling the volume snapshot of the file system, or by performing an  on theimsrestore
backed-up message store.

In either case, there is a potential of losing data as mail comes in during the recovery period. For the
most part, back out is considered a disaster recovery operation. Backouts are done immediately after
major unacceptable problems are found in the upgrade. Thus volume snapshots are quite acceptable as
a back out plan.

The basic procedure is as follows:

Stop new version.
Restore mailbox data.
Start old version.

Using the In-Place Upgrade on Messaging Server

In this method you simply replace the old server binaries with the new server binaries on the same
machine by using the  command. This command removes the old packages andcommpkg upgrade
installs the new ones.

Advantages and Disadvantages of In-place Messaging Server Upgrade

Simplest. One command installs the old packages and removes the new packages. This
command migrates and upgrades configuration.

Upgrading Messaging Server with Webmail Over IMAP Protocol

You must upgrade the back-end server before upgrading the front-end server. Both the
Webmail-over-IMAP protocol and the back-end message stores must be the same product version.

Starting with Messaging Server 6.3, the webmail server (mshttpd) communicates with the message store
by using IMAP. Thus, the HTTP service could be run on the front end and is no longer needed or
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enabled on the store. To support older MEM clients for coexistent migrations, enable  andmshttpd
configure it on the 7.x back-end message store systems.
For example:

configutil -o service.http.enable -v 1

The number of  processes ( ) should not change on the 6.2mshttpd service.http.numprocesses
front end.
