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1. Deploying Oracle FLEXCUBE on WebSphere

1.1 Introduction

This document explains the steps to deploy the Oracle FLEXCUBE UBS application on IBM
WebSphere application server.

1.2 Deploying Application

1.2.1 Shared Library Deployment

To deploy Integration Adapter (OBCLExtAdapter.jar or ExtAdapter.jar) JAR on WebSphere
application server, follow the steps given below:
