Overview
This document is an aid to navigate the respective manufacturer online
documentation.

The included hardware utilizes the HP ProLiant G6/G7/Gen8/Gen9 or Oracle X5-2/
X6-2 line of servers mounted in a cabinet. Dependent upon customer order and system
configuration delivered, the cabinet may be powered by either an AC or DC input
from the customer site. There are separate cabinet assemblies for AC or DC
installations.

The individual customer ordered system configuration dictates the components
installed in the cabinet.
