To configure the Mapview, follow these steps:

Log in to the Analytic screen and select Administration.
Click Manage map Data.

Click Import Layer and then select World_Countries.
Choose Preview MAP as ORACLE_MAPS.

Click Import Layer and then select World_States_Provinces.
Choose Preview MAP as ORACLE_MAPS.

Click Import Layer and then select World_Cities.

Choose Preview MAP as ORACLE_MAPS.

Select Background Maps.

. Use import Background maps and choose ORACLE_MAPS.

. Edit the same, add the layer World_Countries, World_States_Provinces, and then World_Cities

While choosing, select the location ORACLE_MAPS for a higher Zoom value.
Select the zoom level for country O and country 2...15.
Navigate back to the Layers tab.

Edit World_Countries (select Name as the Layer Key) and World_States_Provinces (select State
Province Name as the Layer Key) by adding Bl Key Columns:

For Country:

= Choose OFSAA BI Analytics > Locations (Customer) > Country Name.
» Choose OFSAA BI Analytics > Locations (Account) > Country Name.
For State:

» Choose OFSAA BI Analytics > Locations (Customer) > State Name.

» Choose OFSAA BI Analytics > Locations (Account) > State Name.

For Cities:

» Choose OFSAA BI Analytics > Locations (Customer) > City Name.

» Choose OFSAA BI Analytics > Locations (Account) > City Name.

Populating FSI_ LOCATION_MAP_COORD Data

For Oracle Maps to work, it requires the location data in the FSI_LOCATION_MAP_COORD table based
on DIM_LOCATION data itself, but description should come from world_countries.json,

world_states_provinces.json and world_cities.json files respectively for Country, State and City, and

n_location_skey and v_location_code should be the corresponding n_location_skey and v_location_code

from DIM_LOCATION.
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For Instance, let us consider the following data from DIM_LOCATION.
