System allows to link FX even if it is not immediate liquidation. System allows to link FX in booking/
update and liquidate bill later manually.

Following are the features of FX Linkage in BC.

FX linkage cannot be linked at Bills at initial stage.

When a bill is drawn under LC, the details of forward contract linked as a part of the LC, will be
defaulted at bill.

Linked amount will be defaulted against the corresponding FX sequentially.
User can delink or modify the defaulted FX details at in the Bill.

Bill maturity date should be greater than or equal to FX Value date.

Sum of Linked amount will not be greater than Bill contract amount.

Linked amount will not be greater than the available amount for linkage.

Current Utilized amount will display the liquidated/purchased/discounted/negotiated amount of Bill
contract. It cannot go beyond the linked FX amount.

When a bill is drawn under LC, delink of FX at BC is allowed only if the linked FX is not utilized by the
bill.
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e Multiple forward FX contract could be linked and exchange rate of FX contract vary from each. Hence,
effective exchange rate for bill would be arrived using weighted average method and it is utilized
during purchase/negotiation/discount or liquidation of the bill. The same will be populated in the
Average FX Rate.Provide the FX linkage detail based on the description in the following table.

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Exception is created when sufficient balance is not available for blocking the settlement account and the
same can be addressed by the approver in the following ways:

Approve:

e Settlement amount will be funded (outside of this process)
e Allow account to be overdrawn during hand-off

Refer:

e Refer back to DE providing alternate settlement account to be used for block.
o Different collateral to be mapped or utilize lines in place of collateral.

Reject:

Reject the transaction due to non-availability of sufficient balance in settlement account

Amount Bock Exception

This section will display the amount block exception details.

The user can simulate/recalculate charge details and during calling the handoff, if handoff is failed with
error the OBTFM displays the Handoff failure error during the Approval of the task.

Authorization Re-Key (Non-Online Channel)

For non online channel, application will request approver for few critical field values as an authorization
step. If the values captured match with the values available in the screen, system will allow user to open
the transaction screens for further verification. If the re-key values are different from the values captured,
then application will display an error message.

Open the task and re-key some of the critical field values from the request in the Re-key screen. Some of
the fields below will dynamically be available for re-key.:

e Bill Currency Code
e Applicant Party

e Bill Amount

e Beneficiary Party
e Drawing Currency
e Drawing Amount
e Expiry Date

Re-key is applicable to the first approver in case of multiple approvers. All approvers will however be able
see the summary tiles and the details in the screen by drill down from tiles.
