Overview of Oracle Partner Finder

Oracle Partner Finder is an offering within Oracle CX Sales that lets anonymous users explore your partner network.
Once a user finds a partner who looks promising, they can fill out an inquiry form asking for a response from that
partner.

Here's an example of the Partner Finder search results page.

Your Partner Finder application is configurable to meet your business needs. For example, configure the Partner Finder
application user interface to reflect a company brand or add custom search filters. Using Oracle Visual Builder, you
define root pages and styles, and include various Ul components, depending on what you need. Once configured and
deployed, users can access the Partner Finder application Ul without signing in to explore and contact partners within
your network.

Here's an overview of some Oracle Partner Finder terminology.

- Oracle Visual Builder: A cloud-based software development Platform as a Service (PaaS) and a hosted
environment for your application development infrastructure. It provides an open-source, standards-based

solution to develop, collaborate on, and deploy applications within Oracle Cloud.

Partner Finder Application: The application that you build using Oracle Visual Builder that acts as the web
interface for your users. The Partner Finder application is built using the Partner Finder template.

- Partner Finder Users: Visitors who use the Partner Finder application. These visitors are anonymous and don't

have any associated user accounts.

Partner Finder Template: A template with several pages, including the partner search and filter, a partner
details view, and a partner inquiry page. You use this template to implement a Partner Finder application.

- Adaptive Search: Adaptive Search is an improved search capability that CX Sales offers for all key objects.

Use this topic to set up the APPID user for your Partner Finder application. The APPID user is required in situations
where anonymous users need to access services from Oracle CX Sales, such as REST APIs that are restricted.

The APPID user is required for searching and viewing partner details and creating partner inquiries.
To set up the APPID user, you must:
1. Create the Partner Finder APPID role.
Note: You can use any custom role name and role code.
2. Create the APPID user, and assign the newly created role to that user.

Note: For testing purposes, you can optionally use any existing CX Sales user who has access to search for partners
in the Workspace Ul, view partner details, and create leads. But, before going live with your Partner Finder application,
complete the steps in this topic to ensure that the APPID user has the minimum privileges required.

Alternatively, if you first create the user (and associate it with a business unit) using the Create User page, then you
can skip the steps listed above in the Create the APPID User procedure. Just be sure to navigate to the Security
Console and associate the user with the Partner Finder APPID role that you created in the Create the Role for the
APPID User procedure.

You can create APPID users to have a different password expiry policy. Doing so ensures that the regular password
expiry rules don't apply to APPID users. To do this, you can create a different user category for the APPID users.
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To create a category for the APPID user a with a different password expiry policy:

2. Navigate to the Security Console work area and click the User Categories tab.
3. Click Create.

Set Up Adaptive Search

The Partner Finder application uses the Adaptive Search functionality through REST API to provide an efficient search
and filter capability.

Enable Adaptive Search

First, you must enable Adaptive Search. Next, you must enable the Partner object for Adaptive Search. If you have
already done this, then you can skip straight to configuring your display, search, and filter attributes.

For more information, see the Enable Workspace and Other Features That Use Adaptive Search topic in the
Implementing Sales documentation.

Configure Display, Search and Filter Attributes

To run the default Partner Finder, configure the display, search, and filter attributes in Adaptive Search.

1. Display attributes are shown in the Partner Card in the Partner Finder Search Results page.
2. Search attributes can be used to search for a partner in the Partner Finder page.
3. Filter attributes can be used to filter the partners in the Partner Finder Search Results page.

|dentify Partner Finder Leads

When reviewing sales leads, Oracle CX Sales users might want to know where those leads came from. Did a salesperson
generate the lead from a call? Or maybe the lead came from a specific event, like a conference.

When an anonymous user of your Partner Finder application submits a partner inquiry, this creates a lead. If CX Sales
users want to identify these leads as coming from Partner Finder, then you must do some additional setup in CX Sales.

Overview of Setup

To let CX Sales users know if a lead came from your Partner Finder application, complete these steps:

1. In CX Sales, add a new value, Partner Finder, to the Lead Channel lookup type.

2. In Oracle Visual Builder, modify the partner inquiry page's REST call so that, when a user submits a partner
inquiry, the Partner Finder value is passed to CX Sales as part of the lead creation.

Add a New Value for Lead Channel

In Setup and Maintenance, add a new Partner Finder lookup code to the lookup type Lead Channel
(MKL_LEAD_CHANNEL_SETID).

1. Open the task Manage Set Enabled Lookups from the Setup and Maintenance work area:

o Offering: Sales
o Functional Area: Leads
o Show: All Tasks
o Task: Manage Set Enabled Lookups
2. Onthe Manage Set Enabled Lookups page, search for Lead channel in the Meaning field.
The lookup type and the available values, called lookup codes, appear below.
3. Add the new Partner Finder value by clicking New (the plus sign icon).
o Lookup Code: PARTNER_FINDER
o Meaning: Partner Finder
4. Click Save and Close.

To confirm that you added the new lookup code correctly, edit an existing lead and view the list of values in the Source
field. You should see a choice for Partner Finder.
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Update the Partner Inquiry Page's REST Call to CX Sales

When a user submits an inquiry from the partner inquiry page, this submission creates a lead using the Leads REST API.
In Visual Builder, modify the REST call so that, when a lead is created, the Partner Finder value is automatically passed

as part of the lead.

To modify the REST call from the partner inquiry page:

1. Navigate to Web Applications > partnerfinder > Flows > partner-finder > partner-finder-profile.

How You Create Localized Partner Finder Applications

You can create localized versions of your application by translating the Ul text and messages in your application into
other languages. The localized strings are displayed in the application during runtime. When you run the staged or
published application, a localized version is displayed based on the language settings of your browser.

A Partner Finder application created using the Partner Finder template includes translations to the 24 languages listed
below. While the template is delivered with these translated strings and files, any modifications that you apply to the
strings in your Partner Finder application will require additional translation.

The SUppOFtEd Ianguage locales are as follows: cs, da, de, es, fi, fr-Ca, fr, hu, it, iw, ja, ko, nl, no, nl, pt-BR, ro, ru, sk, sv,
th, tr, zh-CN, zh-TW.

The resource bundles provide an initial set of translated strings for the majority of the application that you can use for
your own translation files. To populate the rest of the translation files for the languages you want to support, follow the
instructions for generating files for new languages, and then use the existing translated files to obtain translations for
use in your new file.

The Partner Finder template comes with a single, application-specific bundle. If you create strings, then you must add
the translations to the bundle, or create bundles.

(You get the partnerfinder_shell
directory when you download the latest language bundle.) Follow this best practice to more easily distinguish between
translated and non-translated strings.

1. Create the Region field on the Partner object.
2. Configure the field for adaptive search.

1. Create the Custom Attribute

Create the Region field on the Partner object in Application Composer.

1. When defining the custom field, select these check boxes:
o Enable the Include in Service Payload check box.

Selecting this check box means that the field will be enabled for REST services. The custom field must be
available in Oracle's REST APIs before you can add this custom field to your Partner Finder application in
VBCS.

o Enable the Searchable check box.

This will let users search and filter on partners using a region value in their Partner Finder.

2. After you create the custom field, record the internal field name that displays in Application Composer. You will
use the internal field name in VBCS when adding the custom field to your Partner Finder application.

In this example, the internal field name is Region_c. This means that these names are used by the following
REST services:

a. Partners REST Service: PartnerProfilePEO_Region_c
b. Adaptive Search REST Service: Region_c

2. Configure Adaptive Search

This step is required if you want users to search and filter on partners using a region value in their Partner Finder.
Enable the Region field for adaptive search.
