Overview

Companies in Mexico must submit accounting information to the tax authorities. According to the new government
regulations, companies must upload accounting information to the Tax Administration Services (SAT) internet portal
through a registered email account.

Note: You can use your taxpayer identification registry (RFC) to register your email on the SAT portal.

Fiscal authorities in Mexico publish the official chart of accounts that all companies must use to report accounting
information. This referential chart of accounts assigns a code to each account, and a level to identify parent/child
relationships for reporting purposes. You must set up these codes in Oracle Fusion Cloud Applications .

This image shows an example of the report:
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Key Insights

You must map accounts from your company's chart of accounts to the SAT grouping codes in the Chart of Accounts
Mapping page. Only the accounts that are mapped to the SAT grouping codes are included in the report.

You can define the company's natural account segment as a single level or a hierarchy. If you implement an account
hierarchy, a child account can have a single parent account (recommended) or multiple parent accounts. When a child
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account has multiple parent accounts, only the immediate parent appears on the report. You can map more than one
account to a given SAT grouping code.

Before you run the report, ensure the natural accounts appear at the correct level in the account hierarchy. Perform the
following steps to update the level of natural account according to the account hierarchy:

Define Contra Account for Mexico

The contra account segment label indicates the contra accounts that are reported in the Chart of Accounts for Mexico
report. A contra account is an account used in an account ledger to reduce the value of a related account. The natural
balance of a contra account is opposite of the associated account.

Define contra accounts (rectifier accounts) for offset account types such as assets, liabilities, and owner equity. You
must correctly identify and mark your contra accounts.

In the Chart of Accounts for Mexico report, the contra accounts are displayed in the Natur field of the Ctas element with
reversed values.

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FAQs for General Ledger Reporting

How do parent accounts and subaccounts appear in the Mexico
reports?

If you have a combination of account and subaccount, the SubCtaDe field displays the immediate natural account
preceding a subaccount.

This happens because account hierarchy considers only the immediate natural account preceding the subaccount as
the parent. The original parent account may not always be the immediate parent for a subaccount.

Consider these parent and child natural accounts, and the associated subaccounts, for an example:

Natural Account - Parent Natural Account - Child Subaccount SubCtaDe displays
100 100
100 10001 100 10001
100 10002 100 10002
10002 001 10002 001
10002 002 10002 002

Here, the parent account for the natural child accounts 10001 and 10002 is 100. However, the immediate parent account
for subaccount 001is 10002 and not 100. Since it takes precedence before the natural parent account, the report
displays 10002 001, instead of 100 001.

Why doesn't my report display details of foreign fiscal documents?

You can see details of foreign fiscal documents (CompExt) only on foreign invoices. These details aren't going to show
on your report.
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Why doesn't my RFC appear on the Mexican reports?

If your Taxpayer Identification Registry (RFC) doesn't appear on the Mexican report, try one of these methods:

- To make it appear at the header level:
o Specify it at your legal entity level while you create the legal entity.
- To make it appear at the national fiscal documents of type CFDI (CompNal) level and payment levels:

o Specify it at the supplier level.

How can | retrieve supplier RFC for Mexican reports?

The supplier site tax registration must match with the tax regime of the transaction to retrieve the supplier RFC for
Mexican reports.

If the supplier site tax registration doesn't match, the default supplier site tax registration is used as RFC. If there's no
supplier site tax registration, the supplier profile tax registration that matches the tax regime of the transaction is used
as RFC. If there's no match, the default supplier profile tax registration will be used as RFC.

Fiscal Document Generation

Fiscal Document Generation

A fiscal document is generated to represent sale of goods or services and movement of goods or assets from one
location to another. A fiscal document provides all relevant details of a transaction, including applicable taxes and
associated fiscal attributes.

A fiscal document is created in an XML format and is validated by the tax authorities before it's sent to the customers. It
can also be sent in a paper format, called DANFE, along with the goods.

You can void or cancel a fiscal document within a specified time period. You can also generate an alternate document in
contingency mode, in case there is no response from the tax authority.

You can generate a fiscal document either from the Receivables workflow or Shipment workflow. A receivables invoice
is used to support the generation of a fiscal document for sale of goods, services, or both. From Shipment, you can
generate fiscal documents for internal material transfers and return to supplier transactions.

You can generate a fiscal document only for transactions that are associated with a business unit operating in Brazil.

To correctly generate the fiscal document, ensure the Enable Fiscal Document Processing check box is enabled on the
Localization System Options page. This lets you capture the appropriate fiscal attributes.

After the fiscal document is generated, it can be extracted in an extract file. You can use third party software to interface
the document to the tax authority portal and capture back the approval or rejection status. Alternatively, you can
manually upload the fiscal document to the tax authority portal and update the return status in the Oracle Fusion Cloud
Applications.

A service fiscal document follows a similar flow but it should be approved by a city tax authority, since the service taxes
are collected by cities. For service invoices, separate fiscal documents are generated for each invoice line and handled
individually. Similarly, mixed invoices with goods and service lines will generate one mixed fiscal document that's
submitted to the state or federal tax authority and one service fiscal document for each service line that's submitted to
the city tax authority.

Note: This feature is not applicable to consumption advices.

You can process the corporate card issuer payments using the Brazilian collection documents.

The collection documents, processing payments for the regular suppliers, can also process payments for the credit card
issuers registered as parties.

When the fiscal attribute validation is successful and fiscal document number is allocated.

When the fiscal document is generated in contingency mode.

When a fiscal document is made available to the third-party application.

When a fiscal document is approved by the tax authority.

When a fiscal document is rejected by the tax authority because of errors.

When a fiscal document is marked for cancellation.

When a fiscal document is marked for void.

Wen the tax authority approves canceling of a fiscal document.

When the tax authority approves voiding of a fiscal document.

When the third party application reports upload failure to the tax authority site.

When the tax authority approved a fiscal document with certain corrections to the tax amounts.

Status returned by third party application when there is no update from the tax authority.

When the tax authority rejects the fiscal document.

The tax authority can return the fiscal document approval, or can mark the validation errors or can reject the fiscal
document.

If the partner informs there are communication issues with tax authority, the fiscal document can be generated
in contingency mode so goods can be shipped. Besides that, if necessary a fiscal document can be canceled after
receiving an approval from the tax authority or it can be voided before it is sent to the tax authority.

All these statuses are effectively managed and tracked through the Manage Fiscal Document Generation page.
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When a fiscal document represents sale of goods and services through a single transaction, involving reporting and
approval from different tax authorities, a dynamic approval process is built into the application where the approval from
different tax authorities is managed in a queue model, in a synchronous mode.

Legislative Updates for Fiscal Document Generation Layout

Comply with the latest legislative changes impacting fiscal document layouts for Brazil VAT reform. Legislative updates
are provided to address requirements introduced during government testing and the initial application phase of the new
VAT rules.

Administrators can ensure fiscal documents meet evolving standards and regulatory guidelines as mandated by
Brazilian authorities.

Follow these steps:

1. When the company needs to issue an inbound fiscal document, use the Operation Type field in the Fiscal
Attributes page to indicate that you are creating an inbound fiscal document.

2. Replace a previously approved national service fiscal document using the Substitution as the Issuing Type. It
will display the reference fiscal document fields in the Fiscal Attributes page.

How You Cancel or Void a Fiscal Document

You can void a fiscal document if you want to report to the tax authority that the fiscal document number will not be
used.

However, this can be done only after the fiscal document is generated and before it is approved by the tax authority. Use
the Void Fiscal Document button on the Manage Fiscal Document Generation page to void a fiscal document.

When a fiscal document is validated and approved by the tax authority, but the goods or services are no longer intended
to be provided or shipped, you can cancel the fiscal document. Use the Cancel Fiscal Document button on the Manage
Fiscal Document Generation page to cancel a fiscal document.

Provide a valid reason to void or cancel a fiscal document. The reason must be notified to the tax authority. A fiscal
document can be considered as canceled or voided only after confirmation from the tax authority. When the tax
authority does not approve the cancellation or voiding of a fiscal document, the status of the fiscal document is
changed back to Approved or Generated.
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Note: You can void or cancel a fiscal document within a defined time limit. The time limit within which you can cancel
or void a fiscal document is specified by each tax authority. Use the Party Tax Profile page to set the time limit.

Fiscal Documents for Fixed Assets and Material Transfer

You need to generate a fiscal document when any material or assets move across different locations within an
organization, even though it doesn't involve any sale.

When a fixed asset is transferred from one location to another, a receivables invoice is automatically created for
supporting the creation of a fiscal document. The invoice captures all the transfer details of the asset and has a
transaction type that doesn't post to General Ledger or create open balances in Receivables.

To be able to create a fiscal document for asset transfer across different locations, ensure the:

- Global descriptive flexfields associated with the Asset Book for creating fiscal documents for asset transfers is
enabled.

- Transaction Details section on the Create Fixed Assets Transfer Control page is updated. You can access the
Create Fixed Assets Transfer Control page through the Manage Fiscal Document Generation Controls page.
These transaction details are used for creating the Receivables invoice.

- Source and destination locations have legal reporting units assigned to them. The source and destination legal
reporting units drive the need for creating a fiscal document. Use the Manage Asset Locations task to specify
the legal reporting units.

When these conditions are met, a Receivables invoice is created with details of the fixed asset transfer. The invoice is
then used to generate a fiscal document.

You can track the Receivables invoices that are created for each fixed asset transfer through the Manage Asset Transfers
Requiring Fiscal Document task.

Similarly, when goods are moved from one warehouse to another, the fiscal document representing the internal material
transfer is generated through the reference of the corresponding shipment.

How You Configure Setup Manager for Fiscal Document
Generation

Use Oracle Financials to generate fiscal documents. You can create a fiscal document, get it validated by the tax
authority, and send it to the customers.

The fiscal document is generated as an XML file and provides all relevant details of a transaction, including applicable
taxes and associated fiscal attributes.

In the Functional Setup Manager, perform these tasks to generate fiscal documents:

- Regional Localization: Regional Localization for Brazil must be enabled within the feature offerings for
Financials. Select Brazil as the Regional Localization in Financials features.
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Localization System Options: For every business unit operating in Brazil, the country field must be updated and
the option for fiscal document processing must be enabled.
Select Brazil as the Country and check the Enable Fiscal Document Processing check box on the Manage
Localization System Options page. This lets you to:
o Capture fiscal attributes for invoice and debit memo in Receivables and for internal material transfer
shipments and return to supplier shipment in Shipments
o Generate and manage fiscal documents.

Manage Asset Book: Use the Manage Asset Book task to identify the assets within an asset book that require
fiscal document processing.

This set up also enables processing of fiscal document when a fixed asset belonging to an asset book is
transferred.

Manage Fiscal Document Generation Controls: This setup is used to specify various fiscal document generation
controls, including default fiscal attributes. For fixed assets, this setup specifies the source and destination
legal reporting units between which any transfer of fixed assets will require a fiscal document. It also provides
the details of key attributes required to generate a receivables invoice that supports generation of a fiscal
document.

Manage Asset Locations: Use the Manage Asset Locations task to specify the legal reporting units that must be
assigned to each location.

Legal reporting units must be assigned to each location, so that transfer of assets across locations can identify
the source and destination legal reporting units.

Manage Tax Authority Tax Profiles: Use this task to classify a tax authority and to specify the time controls for
performing various actions on a fiscal document like cancel, void, or generate in contingency.

Configure Taxes: Specify or configure taxes for applying relevant taxes on transactions which support fiscal
document generation. This setup includes usage of key tax determinants like transaction business category,
product category, and product fiscal classification.

Use National Service Fiscal Documents for Brazil

Work with the recently introduced national system for service fiscal documents in Brazil. This feature provides an option
to users who would like to use the new national system.

The national tax authority processes the national service fiscal document centrally compared to the current service
fiscal document where each city has its own processing and document layout.

To use this option, you must create a new city inscription tax registration using a new Tax Registration Reason
(ZX_REGISTRATIONS_REASON).

Follow these steps:

Navigate to Manage Standard Lookups and search for ZX_REGISTRATIONS_REASON lookup type.

Add a new NATIONAL_SERVICE lookup code.

Save and Close.

. Navigate to Manage Tax Registrations.

Add a new tax registration for a legal reporting unit.

Enter the required data and select the Tax Registration Reason (ZX_REGISTRATIONS_REASON) that you created.
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7. Save and Close.

Note: The regular service fiscal document and the national service fiscal document system will not coexist. You
must set the end date for the existing tax registration before you add a new tax registration If you are already using
the regular service fiscal document for the same city, check the migration date with the city tax authority.

8. Create a document sequence and fiscal document generation control for the national service fiscal document.
Results:

The steps to create a national service fiscal document are the same as that of a regular service fiscal document. Here are
some processing differences:

- The national service fiscal document has only a single line hence all receivables transaction lines will be
consolidated in a single line in the fiscal document extract along with respective taxes. By default, the fiscal
document line description will inherit the first transaction line description, but you can provide a more
meaningful description at the Update Fiscal Attributes Ul or in the Import Outbound Fiscal Attributes FBDI.

- The system generates a fiscal document key (DPS Key) after it generates the fiscal document.

- The tax authority returns a service fiscal document key with the fiscal document number upon approval of the
fiscal document.

The national service fiscal document cancellation process follows the same steps as that of a regular service fiscal
document cancellation process.

Use the new Model 62 for Generating Fiscal Documents for Brazil

You can create and process a national service fiscal document using the new Model 62 provided by the national tax
authority.

Companies in certain industries, including media and telecommunications, must use this new format in their electronic
fiscal documents. This Model 62 also referred as electronic communication service fiscal document is a replacement for
the models 21 and 22 which will be decommissioned in April 2025.

Note: Model 22 contains detailed information related to landed or mobile phone services and third-party phone
network usage, none of which is supported by Cloud ERP.

1. Prepare Cloud ERP to generate communication service fiscal documents:
a. Create a new document sequence category and document sequence.
b. Create a fiscal document sequence with the new model 62.

In the Create Series dialog box, enter the Series and Series Description, and select the Model as Model
62.

c. Create a document fiscal classification to identify the transactions eligible for communication service fiscal
documents.

d. Create a fiscal document generation control for the communication service fiscal document using the
created document fiscal classification and the Fiscal Document Model type field to identify it
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Note: The tax authority allows the creation of a contingency fiscal document for communication service fiscal
document, however, Cloud ERP currently doesnt provide support for this flow. Customers must retry the fiscal
document processing until it's approved by the tax authority.

Fiscal Document Capture

Overview of Tax Processing for Fiscal Document Capture

In Brazil, a fiscal document is generated for every sale or shipment involving goods or services. The supplier creates this
document, gets it validated by the tax authority and sends it to the customer.

It is generated as an XML file or as a physical document and provides complete details of the transaction along with
applicable taxes.

You can use the fiscal document capture feature to support processing of fiscal documents received from suppliers. The
documents can be received either manually or in an XML format.

You can use fiscal document capture to support the processing of fiscal documents received from suppliers or

third parties. You can enter the documents either manually or import them. Several validations are performed like
comparison with source documents, verification of taxes against the tax setup, confirmation of goods received, and so
on. After the validations, the corresponding receipts and Payables invoice are automatically created on the basis of the
information from the fiscal document.

Complementary fiscal documents, which are used to record corrections in quantity, price, or taxes are also handled by
fiscal document capture. Similarly, freight fiscal documents covering freight charges against multiple deliveries are also
supported.

How Taxes on Fiscal Documents Are Calculated

Fiscal documents issued by suppliers are validated by the tax authority. So, taxes applied on it are treated as source of
truth for accounting and reporting purposes.

During fiscal document capture and processing, taxes are additionally calculated based on tax setup, compared with
the supplier notified taxes and a hold is placed if their difference is beyond tolerance limits. This hold prompts for either
rectification of tax setup (if calculated taxes are incorrect) or for pursuing with the supplier to issue a complementary
fiscal document (if supplier notified taxes are incorrect).

Use the Manage Configuration Owner Tax Options page to specify the tolerance limits for the difference between fiscal
document taxes and calculated taxes. You can use fiscal document capture as the application name.

On the Manage Fiscal Document page, the tax amount notified on the fiscal document is captured in the Fiscal
Document Tax Amount field and the tax amount calculated according to tax setup is displayed in the Tax Amount
field.

These table provides the tax handling approach on an XML imported fiscal document for various scenarios involving
these two attributes:

If a fiscal document is received in a physical format, then it is manually entered through the Manage Fiscal Documents
page.

When you click the Calculate Tax or Validate Fiscal Document buttons, taxes are calculated according to the tax setup.
Both the Fiscal Document Tax Amount and Tax Amount attributes display the calculated value, you can review and
correct fiscal document tax amount, if required.

You cannot update the tax information on the fiscal document when the status is Completed Prevalidation.

Regardless of the mode of fiscal document creation, only the taxes captured into Fiscal Document Tax Amount are
processed to downstream transactions.

How Taxes on Complementary Fiscal Documents Are Calculated

You'll learn how taxes are calculated on complementary fiscal documents in this section.

If there is any discrepancy (in price, quantity, or tax) in the fiscal document, the supplier issues a complementary fiscal
document for rectifying it. The Manage Fiscal Document page captures this action as in any regular fiscal document.

The Fiscal Document Tax Amount attribute captures the tax amount notified on the fiscal document and the Tax
Amount attribute captures the amount calculated based on the tax setup.
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This table provides how taxes for different types of imported complementary fiscal documents occur within these
attributes.

When complementary fiscal documents involve price or tax corrections, the tax amount notified in the fiscal document
is also taken as the calculated tax amount, as the transaction information is not sufficient for calculating tax. When such
fiscal documents are received in physical format, you need to enter the tax details manually.

Import Inbound Fiscal Documents

Use the Import Inbound Fiscal Document Attributes Template to populate your Inbound Fiscal Document Attributes and
upload them into Oracle Fusion Cloud Applications. Prepare the required Inbound Fiscal Document Attributes offline in
the applicable spreadsheet templates.

You do not need to access any Fusion Applications while creating the spreadsheet. The template contains an instruction
sheet to help guide you through the process of entering the required information.

You can import Inbound Fiscal Documents from other systems using the Import Inbound Fiscal Document Attributes
process. Use the Import Inbound Fiscal Document Attributes process to import fiscal document attributes that are
related to Payables Transactions, therefore inbound fiscal documents.

To access the template, complete these steps:

1. Navigate to the File-Based Data Import for Oracle Financials Cloud guide.

Bulk Processing of Fiscal Documents Based on Shipping
Transactions

You can generate shipping transaction-based fiscal documents for Brazil in bulk. This removes an existing restriction to
process shipping transactions individually for fiscal document generation.

When the Shipment transaction is eligible for fiscal document processing, the import process can perform these tasks in
a single process request:

- Initiate the fiscal document request.

- Upload the related fiscal attributes.

- (Optional) Generate the fiscal document.
- Create the fiscal document XML extract.

You can use the existing FBDI for fiscal documents based on Receivables transactions on Shipping transactions with the
same required fiscal attributes, with these minor differences:

- Transaction Batch Source Name is used only for fiscal documents based on Receivables transactions.
- Transaction Number represents the Receivables Transaction Number or the Shipment Transaction Delivery ID.

- Legal Reporting Unit Name doesn't need to be populated for a Shipping transaction as the import process
derives it from the legal reporting unit associated with the source inventory organization.
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- A new column for Source Document Number is provided in the FBDI and used only for Shipping transactions
where it represents:

o the Sales Order Number for a Shipping transaction originating from a sales order.
o the Transfer Order Number for a Shipping transaction originating from a transfer order.

o the Purchase Order Number for a Shipping transaction originating from a return to vendor.
- Line Number represents the Receivables Transaction Line Number or the Shipment Source Line Number.
The Source Document Number and corresponding lines can be verified on Manage Shipments page.

Bulk Processing of Void and Cancel Actions for Fiscal Documents

You can void and cancel fiscal documents for Brazil in bulk. This action makes corrections easier in integration scenarios
where fiscal documents originate from external systems.

You can use the Import Document actions File-Based Data Import (FBDI) to process multiple voiding or cancellation
requests.

To request a cancellation of a fiscal document associated with a Receivables transaction, provide either the Fiscal
Document Key or the Receivables Transaction Batch Source Name and the Transaction Number combination.

To request a cancellation or voiding of a fiscal document associated with a Shipping transaction, provide either the
Fiscal Document Key or the Shipment Number.

Shipping Transactions with External Fiscal Document Generation
for Brazil

Create Shipping transactions in Brazil without a fiscal document. Enable the configuration option to allow creation of a
Shipping transaction without generating a fiscal document.
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Some Brazilian companies work with third-party solutions to address specific business processes such as exports or
e-commerce. Such third-party solutions may create the required fiscal documents but do not require generating fiscal
documents using Shipping.

Use a document fiscal classification configured in the Manage Fiscal Document Generation Control page to define if a
shipping transaction requires a fiscal document.

Note: All shipment lines in a shipment must be marked as either requiring a fiscal document or not requiring a fiscal
document. If the shipment lines in a shipment contain a mix of fiscal documents required and not required, you can
neither confirm the shipment nor request a fiscal document

The Document Fiscal Classification field is also available at sales order line as a tax determinant. This information will be
copied to the corresponding shipment line if provided.

Create a Document Fiscal Classification
Follow these steps:

Navigate to the Manage Transaction-Based Fiscal Classifications page.
Search for document fiscal classification codes.

Click Create Level 1 Node.

Enter the code, name, and start date for the fiscal classification code.
Click Save and Close.

Select the level 1 node that you just created and click Create Child Node.
Enter the code, name, and start date for child fiscal classification code.
Click Save and Close.

Note: If you create a fiscal document generation control to disable the fiscal document requirement for
sales order shipment, you must also create a fiscal document generation control to disable it for Receivables
invoice using the same document fiscal classification in both records.

In other words, your current setup definition in Manage Fiscal
Document Generation Controls continues with the Require fiscal document option enabled, unless you create a new
configuration.

Time-Zone Based Data

Entry and display of dates by the legal entity or user preferred time zone is essential to ensure transaction and reporting
accuracy. Based on how you set up time zone settings, date fields across Financials will either default to the legal entity
or user preferred time zone.
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Legal entity time zone is used when transaction dates have legal entity context such as the invoice date in Payables and
transaction date in Receivables. User preferred time zone is used when transaction dates are to be entered in the user’s
local time zone such as accounting date and conversion date in General Ledger.

Transaction Taxes

Value Addition During Tax Calculation

Certain taxes in Brazil like ICMS-ST require you to estimate the final price of the product for evaluating the tax amount
on a transaction.

You can estimate the final price by applying a value addition percentage, as notified by the tax authority, on the
transaction amount. Oracle Tax lets you configure calculation of value addition percentage and tax through the taxable
basis formula.

In the taxable basis formula, if the country associated with the tax regime is Brazil, then an option is enabled for
specifying value addition information. Different value addition percentages can be configured based on these
transaction parameters:

« Ship-from geography

- Ship-to geography

« Product fiscal classification

- Transaction business category
+ Intended use

You can specify the order of evaluation for these transaction parameters.

You can also use base rate modifier as a generic value addition option. However, the taxable basis formula provides
better control and flexibility as you can specify the required values through a single taxable basis formula based on
various transaction parameters.
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Price Thresholds During Tax Calculation

Certain taxes in Brazil require applying of notified thresholds on prices of items quoted on a transaction. You can
configure taxable basis formula in Oracle Tax to configure handling of price thresholds for tax calculation.

In the taxable basis formula, if the country associated with the tax regime is Brazil, then an option is enabled for
specifying the price threshold information. Use these transaction parameters to configure the taxes:

- Ship-from geography

- Ship-to geography
Product fiscal classification

- Transaction business category
Intended use

You can specify the order of evaluation for these transaction parameters.
You can also define price threshold values through:

Fixed price: If the fixed price option is set, then the specified price is used as item price for deriving the taxable
basis amount for the transaction line.

Minimum or maximum threshold options: If minimum or maximum thresholds option is used, then the item
price is compared against the given range of values and appropriate value is considered if it goes beyond the
given range.

For example, if the item price on a transaction is quoted as 28 USD and the minimum threshold value is set as 32 USD,
then the minimum threshold value gets applied (that is, 32 USD, instead of 28 USD) for calculating the taxable basis
amount. However, if the item price is quoted as 48 USD and the maximum threshold value is set as 45 USD, then the
item price is set at the maximum specified value (that is, 45 USD, instead of 48 USD).

You can define price thresholds with minimum and maximum values at the tax or jurisdiction level using the threshold
basis as Line and type as Unit price. However, during the evaluation process, values notified in the taxable basis formula
will always take first precedence. Also, handling of minimum threshold value derived from the threshold controls of tax
or jurisdiction is different from the approach used when it is derived from taxable basis formula. In this case, if the item
price is less than the specified minimum threshold value, then it is considered as 0.00 USD while calculating the taxable
basis amount.

Charges During Tax Calculation

Certain taxes in Brazil require inclusion of charges while calculating taxable basis value of a transaction line. Oracle Tax
lets you handle charges for tax calculation through taxable basis formula.

If the taxable basis type within a taxable basis formula is specified as Line amount, then you can add freight, insurance,
packing charges, miscellaneous, and subtract commercial discount on the transaction line value.

If a transaction line is categorized into any of these charge types: freight, insurance, miscellaneous, packing charges,
or commercial discount, and if the taxable basis formula of a tax is configured to consider these values during tax
calculation, then the corresponding allocated values from these lines (to the item lines) are added or subtracted while
calculating the taxable basis value of that tax.
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This table lists the line amount for two products along with some charges.

If IPI tax is applicable on item A and taxable basis formula associated with it has the options to add allocated freight and
subtract commercial discount, then the taxable basis amount for transaction line 1is 2,840 USD.

Differential Taxes for Brazil

In Brazil, differential tax is applicable when goods are procured from a different state at a lower tax rate when they can

be sourced from within the state.

Along with the regular tax, difference between intra-state and inter-state tax rate is additionally levied as differential tax
on the customer procuring the goods. This tax becomes payable in the state where the goods are received.

For example, consider an organization located in location A that procures an item from a supplier located in location B.
ICMS tax is applicable on the transaction. The tax rate is 18% if it is sourced from within the state (intra-state rate) and is

12% if sourced from outside the state (inter-state rate).

This table provides details of the ICMS tax that is applicable for this transaction.

ORACLE
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Tax Details Example
Transaction amount 1000 USD
Tax Rate (inter-state) 12%
Tax amount 1000 * 12% =120 USD

This table provides details of the differential tax that is applicable to the transaction:

Tax Details Example
Transaction amount 1000 USD
Differential Rate 18% (-) 12% = 6%
Tax amount 1000 * 6% = 60 USD

The total tax payable is 180 (120+60) USD.

Consider these points when configuring ICMS differential tax in Oracle Tax:

Generally ICMS (differential) tax is not notified in the fiscal document sent by supplier. It must be assessed and
paid by the organization procuring the goods or services from a different state. Therefore, configure it as self-
assessed tax.

To apply this tax as self-assessed, tax registration party must be configured to derive Ship-to Party or Bill-to
Party. Further, tax registration record associated with the legal reporting unit must be marked as self-assessed.

Tax rate percentage of this tax is a derived value and is the difference between intra-state and inter-state ICMS
tax rates. This result is achieved through configuration of tax calculation formula:

o ICMS tax would use inter-state tax rate percentage for calculating the tax amount.ICMS (differential) tax
must be configured to derive the corresponding intra-state tax rate.

o Tax calculation formula associated with ICMS (differential) must have compounding rule for subtracting
the ICMS tax from its tax amount.

o On processing the tax calculation formula, ICMS (differential) will result in a tax amount equal to the
difference between intra-state and inter-state tax rates.

ICMS (differential) is to be calculated along with ICMS tax. So, the tax applicability conditions for both these
taxes must match.In addition to it, ICMS (differential) must have rule conditions to allow its applicability only on
purchase transactions and on specific states, if applicable.

ICMS (differential) involves compounding on ICMS tax. So the compounding precedence specified on the
respective tax regimes or taxes must support this, therefore, the precedence number for ICMS must be less
than ICMS (differential).

ICMS (differential) tax is not applicable if the intra-state tax rate is less than the inter-state tax rate. This
condition is inherently managed by the tax calculation logic, tax is not applied on the transaction if the
differential amount between the compounded taxes results in a negative value.
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Tax Substitutions

Tax substitution concept is widely followed in countries such as Brazil. It refers to transferring the responsibility for
paying taxes that become applicable at various stages within the supply chain, to one of the parties involved therein.

In summary, one party within the supply chain (generally the producer) pays the entire tax that becomes applicable till
the material reaches the user.

An organization located in location A sells an item to a customer located in the same state. Based on the requirement,
ICMS tax is applicable at 18% and the onus of tax substitution is on the original supplier, with a specified value addition
of 40% (based on item, nature of transaction and other criteria).

This table provides the required tax treatment in the context of this example.

ICMS-ST Example

Transaction Line amount 10,000 USD

Value Addition Percentage 40%

Net transaction line amount 10,000 *1.40 = 14,000 USD
Base ICMS-ST Tax amount (@ 18%) 14,000 * 18% = 2,520 USD
Less: ICMS Tax (@ 18%) 10,000 * 18% = 1,800 USD
ICMS-ST amount 2,520 - 1,800 =720 USD

This table provides the Tax configuration for ICMS-ST.

Tax Configuration Description

Tax ICMS-ST is applied in addition to the regular tax. So, it must be configured as a separate tax. This is to
be calculated on the net value addition that accrues within the supply chain, over the base transaction.
So, it is to be configured similar to a differential tax.

Taxable Basis Formula Taxable basis formula should include value addition configuration. Value addition conditions should
match with the applicability criteria of the tax.

Tax Calculation Formula Tax calculation formula must be defined for compounding on ICMS tax, with the compounding rule set
to Subtract.

This table provides the tax calculation processing for ICMS-ST based on this setup:

Tax Details Example

Taxable Basis Amount (after applying 10,000 * 1.40 = 14,000 USD
value addition)

Calculated Tax Amount (before 14,000 * 18% = 2,520 USD
compounding)
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Tax Details Example

Less: ICMS Tax (based on compounding 1,800 USD
rule)

Calculated Tax Amount (after 2,520 (-) 1,800 = 720 USD
compounding)

Consider these points while configuring ICMS-ST taxes:

- |CMS-ST has three different variants such as:

o ICMS-ST Forward: This amount is notified on the fiscal document, along with ICMS tax.

o ICMS-ST Anticipated: This amount is not notified on the fiscal document. Receiver of the goods or
services is responsible for assessing the tax and paying it to the tax authority.

o ICMS-ST Backward: This tax is applicable for road transportation services availed through a third
party transportation company. Party contracting for the transportation services (buyer or supplier) is
responsible for assessing the tax and paying it to the tax authority.

- Insituations involving the Forward approach, tax should be configured for application on both purchase and
sales events. In case of situations involving the Anticipated or Backward approach, tax conditions should cover
only purchase events and it should get applied as Self-assessed tax.

- To apply this tax as self-assessed, the tax registration party must be configured to derive Ship-to Party or Bill-
to Party. Further, tax registration record associated with the Legal Reporting Unit should be marked as Self-
assessed.

- Taxable basis amount for ICMS-ST is based on either estimated sale price (if notified by the tax authority) or
a value addition percentage. If transactions exist with a combination of these criteria, then different taxable
basis formulas should be defined with Price Thresholds and Value addition details. Rule conditions could be
configured to pick the appropriate taxable basis formula.

- If taxable basis formula is based on price thresholds, then it should be configured with Fixed Price option.
Also, the precedence levels should be appropriately marked for processing price thresholds or value addition,
especially when the evaluating criterion is similar. As done in case of rule order evaluation, most commonly
used transaction criteria should be set with least precedence numbers.

- ICMS-ST is calculated along with ICMS Tax. So, the tax applicability conditions for both these taxes must match.
In addition, ICMS-ST should include criteria relating to Forward or Anticipated or Backward approach for
processing specific treatment on this tax based on transaction details.

- ICMS-ST represents differential tax amount between what is legitimately payable by the party in the regular
course of business and what could be the total tax that becomes payable by all the transacting parties within
the supply chain. This value can be achieved through the configuration of tax calculation formula, with
compounding rule for subtracting ICMS tax.

« As ICMS-ST involves compounding on ICMS tax, the compounding precedence specified on the respective tax
regimes or taxes must support it, the precedence number for ICMS must be less than ICMS-ST.
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Rapid Implementation to Configure Brazilian Taxes

You can use the rapid implementation spreadsheets to configure the basic tax setup, that is, regime to rate and tax rules
for Brazil. However, in certain areas, some additional configuration is required.

On certain transactions, IPl is compounded

on ICMS. ICMS is also compounded on ICMS-
ST or ICMS (Differential). So, appropriate
compounding precedence must be set for each
tax regime.

Taxes are created with the default applicability.
They must be set as not applicable, if rules are
configured for applicability. Similarly, standard
taxable basis formula and tax calculation
formula are used as default values for few taxes
(like IPI, ICMS-ST) must be changed.

If IPI tax is to be applied based on quantity
instead of percentage, then the rate

type attribute configured through rapid
implementation requires manual correction.

Taxable basis formula for ICMS tax requires
compounding of IPl tax. Some taxes like
ICMS-ST also require configuration of price
thresholds or value additions.

Tax calculation formula for taxes like
ICMS (differential) and ICMS-ST require
compounding on ICMS tax.

ICMS (Differential) and ICMS-ST may be
required to be calculated as self-assessed. Tax
registration records will need correction.

Few tax rules are based on list of values. All
such values must be manually configured.
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Receivables

Sales Invoice and Customer Receipt Enhancements for Brazil

To support the common business practices in Brazil, the payment collection process is enhanced to support
transactions between suppliers, customers, and their banks. You can now automatically generate and electronically
transmit collection documents to banks for collecting payments due from customers.

The processes are automated using electronic file transfers that transfer information from companies to banks and the
return from banks to companies.

You can:

- Process receipt files from banks for the associated collection documents. Include taxes and short payments on
collection documents submitted for Receivables invoices.

- Use city-specific calendars to identify local holidays and ensure due dates are accurately assigned, and late
payment interest is correctly calculated and included in the collection documents for bank transfers.

- Send remittance collection documents to customer banks based on invoice payment terms.

- Send remittance update collection documents for any updates, discounts, or protests to process corrections to
files that are already sent.

- Receive bank files with information on payments collected from customers, and create and apply receipts.

- Use the Receivables REST API to update installment due dates and generate automatic bank occurrences of the
transactions associated with the collection documents sent to the bank.

Note: You can't update installments of the transactions associated with a consolidated collection document
with multiple installments.

Create Receivables Invoices and Generate Remittance Batch
These enhancements are available for generating a remittance batch:

- Create Receivables transactions and complete them by receiving final approval on the associated fiscal
documents. Receivable invoices associated with approved fiscal documents are then available to be included in
a remittance batch for collection.

- Use a remittance batch to send information to the customer's bank for payment collection. The information
sent to a bank includes instructions such as interest charges to be collected and any protest after due date.
When generating a remittance batch, selection criteria can be specified to automatically or manually select the
installments to include in the batch. Collection documents are created in Receivables for the installments. After
creating collection documents to be sent to the bank, review the collection documents selected in the batch and
remove any, if needed.

- Enter parameters during batch creation to limit selection of records or default information, such as the
maximum quantity of documents per remittance batch, minimum or maximum amount for a document, or a
minimum or maximum total amount for the remittance batch.

- Assign specific bank remittance formats to each bank. Once the remittance batch details have been reviewed,
the remittance batch is generated base upon the assigned format and validated. The batch can be edited
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to correct errors and re-generated. A remittance batch can also be canceled before a bank return is done if
needed.

Updates to Collection Documents

Use bank collection updates to provide additional directions to a bank for collection documents that are already sent
in a remittance batch. Once the updates are entered, create a collection update remittance batch to send to a bank.
Collection document updates can be created automatically based on certain actions or can be created manually as
needed to process collection document updates.

Bank Returns and Receipts

Receive information from banks as a file that can be imported. Use the Import Bank Returns for Brazil program to
import and validate the bank return details in the file and to upload and validate records that have been manually
entered in a spreadsheet. A validation is performed against the associated collection documents and bank return
records rejected by this process are shown in the Bank Return Import Report.

Rejected bank return records can be corrected and a Correct Bank Returns spreadsheet used to upload corrected
information. The uploaded details are also validated by the same import process. After completion of import process,
AR receipts are created automatically and can be applied using the standard Receivables processes.

Document Numbering for Sales Transactions

You can now automate document numbers generation for invoices and related transactions for the sales made by
your organization. These document numbers are based on the document class, third party of the transaction, and
transaction type.

The resultant values are the branch number and the sequence, the combination of these values makes up the
document number to be stamped on the transaction.

To automate document numbering for your organizations, complete the setup:

- Set Localization settings: Use the Manage Localization System Options task to update the country in which
your business unit operates. Select the Country field. Check the Enable Document Numbering check box.

- Define document numbering: Use the Manage Localization Document Numbering task and set the country.
Select the business unit for which you want to define document numbering.

- Specify the party fiscal classifications: Select the Configure Context Values option on the Manage Localization
Document Numbering page, an ADFDi spreadsheet appears. Specify the party fiscal classifications that will
specify the document letter in document numbering sequence.

- Select the document class, document letter, and the transaction type for which you want to specify a document
number. Select the document sequence and authorization codes that need to be applied during a given period.

Document numbers are stamped on the transaction to indicate completion of an action.

Import Outbound Fiscal Documents

Use the Import Fiscal Document Attributes Template to populate your Fiscal Document Attributes and upload them into
Oracle Fusion Cloud Applications. Prepare the required Fiscal Document Attributes offline in the applicable spreadsheet
templates.
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The template contains an instruction sheet to help guide you through the process of entering the required information.

You can use the Brazilian Pix instant payment system to set up Receivables collection documents for Brazil.

When enabled, Receivables collection documents for Brazil make use of the Brazilian banking model that supports the
instant payment system enhancement in conjunction with standard collection document processing.

The bank processes the remittance file that is enabled for Pix using both the current collection document system
and the instant payment system. The bank then returns an occurrence file with the standard collection document
confirmation and the instant payment system QR code.

1. Add the instant payment system identification to your company bank account.
2. Enable instant payment system processing in the global receipt method used to process collections.
3. In the Manage Bank Accounts page select one of the available Pix Key Types:

o Taxpayer ID

o Mobile Phone Number

How You Pay Enhancements for Brazil

Use Oracle Fusion Cloud Financials to manage your Payables transactions and comply with the local Brazilian business
practices and government regulations.

You can manage the collection documents received from the supplier and associate it with an invoice or payment
schedule in order to pay invoices or installments. If any invoices are paid late, interest is calculated and added to the
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invoice amount according to the agreed terms between the seller and buyer and in compliance with the locally legislated
business calendar.

You can:

- Enter a collection document manually or import an electronic collection document and associate it with one or
more invoices or installments.

- Place holds on invoices or installments that are not associated with any collection document and automatically
release holds after assignment.

- Calculate and pay interest for late payments based on predefined rules from suppliers. The interest is calculated
based on rules that govern penalties, grace periods, and interest calculation methods. Use local business
calendars to determine the number of days for interest calculation.

- Process payments by banks using electronic files. Use the Manual Bank Return and Import Bank Return
processes to identify and process rejected payments, corrections, and maintain invoice associations.

Use these features to record a manual collection document or import an electronic collection document, and associate it
with one or more installments:

- Create a Payables invoice.
- Associate collection documents with invoices.
- Calculate interest and pay through Payment Process Request.

- Manual Bank Return and Import Bank Return

Create Payables Invoice

Create a Payables invoice based on the information received from supplier. When creating an invoice, update the
global descriptive flexfields. To update the global descriptive flexfields, click the Additional Information tab. You will
have to select the Invoices for Brazil option for the Regional Information field. Select Yes for the Enable Collection
Document Processing field.

After an invoice is created, an installment is generated for the invoice with due dates and payment amounts. It also
includes the information updated in the global descriptive flexfields for the collection document.

When an invoice is validated, the installment is placed on hold until it is associated with a collection document.

For interest calculation, update the relevant information for payment schedules. To update the relevant information,
click the Manage Installments from Invoice Actions list and then click the Details button. Select Payment
Installment Information for Brazil from the Regional Information list. Provide the interest calculation details and save
it.

Associate Collection Documents with Invoices or Installments

Once the collection document is entered into the application either manually or imported, the next step is to associate it
with the installments. The collection document includes information such as barcode number, supplier name, supplier
site, gross amount, due date, the details of bank where payment is to be made, document details, discount details, and
so on. This association can be automatic or manual.

There are predefined setups and tolerance limits for automatic association, based on these setups and tolerances
automatic association is done by the application. If the application cannot perform automatic association, then manual
association is to be done by the user at a later stage. You can dissociate an installment from a collection document, if
you think the current installment can't go with the current collection document.

Once the association of the installment is complete, the hold applied on the invoice is removed automatically.
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Calculate Interest and Make Payments

When invoices are paid after the due date, interest and penalties are charged on the invoices according to the agreed
terms between the buyer and the seller. The interest can be simple interest or compound interest and penalty can be
amount or percentage. You can define some grace days based on the type of interest that is charged.

Define a business day calendar and local holidays for the city based on which the due date is determined. Interest is
calculated on the overdue invoices based on the due date.

Based on settings, interest can be calculated for late payments on invoices taking into consideration the number of
grace days that are defined and whether the payment due date falls on a non-business day.

For the interest calculated, a new interest invoice is automatically created and the same is included in the next batch for
payment.

To ensure the correct interest is collected, a local business day calendar with the correct local holidays for the city of
the supplier must be defined. Interest is calculated on the overdue invoices based on the due date and taking into
consideration the number of grace days that are defined and whether the payment due date falls on a non-business
day.

Process Bank Returns

The bank sends an electronic fund transfer file that gives the status of the payments made against invoices for the
submitted collection documents. The electronic fund transfer file provides information on whether the payment was
successful or rejected.

When a payment is rejected, the reasons for rejection are recorded against each invoice. Codes and reasons for rejection
are maintained in the application.

Once the EFT file is imported into the application, the application associates the rejected invoice with the relevant
reason for return. This enables further action like making a payment for the same in future.

Upload Payables Bank Returns Data

Bank return import file contains details sent by the bank on the status of payment requests that have been sent to the
bank for payment.

Bank return import file contains the details of each payment using the reference of the Return Identifier, which uniquely
identifies a specific payment request made to the bank. Different banks use different bank return codes. On importing
the details, the status of the collection documents that are matched with the invoice installments get updated based on
the corresponding return codes.

Capture Fiscal Documents of Purchase Orders

Overview of Capturing Fiscal Documents of Purchase Orders

You can now manage taxes and additional fiscal attributes during the capture of fiscal documents associated with
purchase orders in Oracle Fusion Cloud ERP.

You can use the fiscal document capture feature to enter the fiscal document manually or capture the fiscal document
XML file received directly from the supplier.

As the tax authority has approved the fiscal document issued by the supplier, the applied taxes are treated as the source
of truth for accounting and reporting purposes. However, taxes are also calculated per the tax configuration during the
fiscal document capture and processing. These taxes are compared with the supplier notified taxes. If the difference is
beyond tolerance limits, a hold is placed. You must take appropriate action to release the hold for these scenarios:

If the calculated taxes are incorrect, rectify the tax setup.
If the supplier notified taxes are incorrect, request that your supplier issue a complimentary fiscal document.

You can configure the tolerance limits for the difference between fiscal document taxes and calculated taxes as part of
the configuration owner tax options.

After the fiscal document validation is completed, the corresponding goods receipts and Payables invoices are created
automatically based on the fiscal document information. The taxes captured in the fiscal document are carried forward
to the receipt and to the Payables invoice.

Import Fiscal Document

You can import a fiscal document related to a purchase order. You can also understand how taxes are handled on an
XML imported fiscal document.

In the Manage Inbound Fiscal Documents page, the tax amount indicated in the XML imported fiscal document is
captured in the Fiscal Document Tax Amount field, and the amount calculated based on tax configuration is captured in
the Tax Amount field. If the difference between the fiscal document tax amount and tax amount exceeds the tolerance
limit, fiscal document is put on hold.

Update Fiscal Document Manually

You can manually enter a fiscal document in the Manage Fiscal Inbound Documents page.

When you click Calculate Tax or Validate Fiscal Document, the taxes are calculated per the tax configuration. In this case,
both the Fiscal Document Tax Amount and the Tax Amount attributes capture the calculated value. You can update the
Fiscal Document Tax Amount if necessary.

Irrespective of the mode of fiscal document creation, only the taxes captured in the Fiscal Document Tax Amount field
are processed for downstream transactions. You cannot update the tax information in the fiscal document once the
fiscal document status changes to Completed Prevalidation.

To enter a manual fiscal document related to a purchase order, follow these steps:
1. From the Fiscal Document Capture work area, navigate to the Manage Inbound Fiscal Documents task.
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Click Add to create a new fiscal document.

In the Fiscal Document page, enter the header information of the fiscal document.

In the Lines region, enter line information for each fiscal document line.

In the Charges region, click Add Row to add charges.

Select the charge name as Freight, Insurance, Miscellaneous, or Discount.

Allocate the charge amount to the corresponding fiscal document line.

From the Actions menu, click Capture Fiscal Attributes.

Note: This field is only relevant for goods and mixed fiscal documents. Possible values are Fuel, Medicine,
Sugarcane, Vehicle and Weapon. For each selected industry, only the corresponding fields are displayed. For
example, for Fuel, the specific fields related to this industry, such as Fuel Product Code, Clearance or Authorization
Code, Fuel Quantity at Ambient Temperature, and Destination State are captured.

12. Enter the withheld amount for Social Integration Program (PIS) as the total withheld amount of contribution for
Social Integration Program.

13. Enter the withheld amount for Social Security Financing (COFINS) as the total withheld amount of contribution for
Social Security Financing.

Note: The associated charges on a transaction can be classified as Freight, Insurance, Miscellaneous or Discount.

When these charges are allocated to the fiscal document lines based on the taxable basis formula associated with

a tax, the amounts are included in the taxable basis amount. Once the Payables invoice is created, you can identify
the charge classification by the Fiscal Charge Type column in the Invoice Lines region.

Goods Receipt and Payables Invoice for Fiscal Documents

Taxes on receipt are handled during the Receipt Accounting Distribution process.

This treatment is driven based on the previous setup created in the Configuration Owner Tax Options page for the
business unit or legal entity.

If a Payables invoice is available through the Fiscal Document Validation process, the taxes captured and verified in the
fiscal document are carried forward to the invoice. This doesn't depend on the tax point basis of a tax or any other setup
criteria involving configuration owner tax options.

Note: The Fiscal Document Tax Amount value in the fiscal document is copied to the invoice as the Tax Amount.
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The accounting of an invoice associated with a fiscal document is a standard process. The invoice amounts are
compared with the corresponding receipt values or purchase order values (based on whether an invoice is receipt
matched or PO matched) and any difference is captured in the corresponding variance account.

Configure and Use Localization Document Numbering
for Receivables Transactions

Overview

The invoice number format varies per country. It can be composed of numbers only or a combination of letters and
numbers.

For some countries, the invoice number format must include a prefix along with the actual invoice sequence number
whereas for other countries, it must even include a suffix. You can configure the Receivables transaction number format
using the localization document numbering feature.

You can add these attributes to the Receivables transaction number using the localization document numbering feature:

- Prefix

Characters added before the sequence number. You can use alphanumeric characters when defining the prefix.

- Sequence End Value

The maximum value of the document sequence. The application validates transactions with a transaction type
associated with a document sequence having a defined sequence end value. This validation ensures that the
sequence number doesn’t go beyond the defined sequence end value. The application blocks completion of
transactions created after the sequence end value is used.

Note: This Sequence End Value attribute is available only for Colombia.

- Suffix

Characters added after the sequence number. You can use alphanumeric characters when defining the suffix.
+ Minimum Digits

Minimum digits for the sequence number. The sequence number is added with leading zeros to comply with

the minimum digits entered in the setup.

- Separator

Character used to separate each attribute.

The formatted transaction number is displayed in the transaction number field after the Receivables transaction status
is set to completed. This is applied only for business units for which Localization Document Numbering has been setup
and when the conditions specified in the setup are applicable to the transaction.
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Complete Prerequisite Setup

To use the localization document numbering feature, you must first enable the regional localization and then the
localization system options for the country for which you must set up the Receivables transaction number format.
After you enable these options, set up the localization document numbering using the Create Document Numbering
spreadsheet.

1. To enable regional localization for the country for which you must set up the Receivables transaction number format,
perform these steps:

a. Click Navigator, Others, Setup and Maintenance work area.

On the Setup page, select Financials offering, then click Change Feature Opt In.

Updating an existing localization document numbering setup after a Receivables transaction has been entered may
cause inconsistencies in your Receivables transaction numbers.

The application validates transactions with a transaction type associated with a document sequence having a
defined sequence end value. This validation ensures that the sequence number doesn’t go beyond the defined
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sequence end value. The application blocks the completion of transactions created after the sequence end value is
used. You must create a new localization document numbering setup for the relevant transaction type.

Note: This validation functionality is available only for use in Colombia.

Overview of Configuring Fiscal Document for Brazil

You can now create and manage fiscal documents for Brazil by using the fiscal document generation feature in Oracle
Fusion Cloud ERP. In Brazil, fiscal documents are required to comply with the regulations of the tax authorities.

Tax authorities also register a transfer of ownership of goods or commercial activity by a company to an individual or to
another company.

You can use the fiscal document generation feature to create and manage fiscal documents for:

- Sales invoices
Internal transfer shipments

- Shipments of returns to suppliers
Internal transfer of fixed assets

As the fiscal document generation process is integrated with Receivables, you can perform these tasks before invoices
are completed:

Enter the appropriate fiscal attributes
- Calculate taxes
- Generate a fiscal document for sales invoices

Since this feature is also integrated with Shipping, you can perform these actions:

- Capture the fiscal attributes
- Generate and manage the fiscal documents before the internal transfers and RTV shipments are released.

For fixed asset transfers, the required transaction information is moved to Receivables, so that a fiscal document can be
generated based on a non-receivable invoice.

Before you configure a fiscal document, you must enable the fiscal document generation feature.

Follow these steps:

1. Assign the Financials Administration for Brazil Assign the Financials Administration for Brazil duty role to the
user for access to configure the fiscal document generation feature.

2. Assign the Fiscal Document Generation duty role to the user to enable the creation and handling of fiscal
documents.

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Configure Transaction Taxes

You can view the calculated transaction tax lines on the Fiscal Document page before you extract the tax information in
the fiscal document extract file.

In Brazil, taxes such as IPI, ICMS, PIS, COFINS, and ISS are configured as transaction taxes in Oracle ERP Cloud. Since
transaction taxes must be reported on the fiscal document that is sent to the tax authority for approval, they are
calculated on Receivables invoices and Shipment transactions prior to the generation of the fiscal document.

You can configure these fiscal classifications as tax reporting types:

IPI Legal framework codes
PIS CST codes
« COFINS CST codes
ICMS CST codes
IPI CST codes
ICMS taxable basis determination codes
ICMS-ST taxable basis determination codes
ICMS exemption condition codes
ISS applicability codes

Configure the tax reporting types and tax reporting codes and associate them with the tax configuration to represent
different tax situations. Tax reporting types and tax reporting codes are extracted into the fiscal document extract file
along with the other fiscal document information.

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Understand the Fiscal Document Cancellation Flow

You can cancel a fiscal document for various reasons, such as errors in the fiscal document data, cancellations by a
customer, or issues in the shipment process.

Make sure that the fiscal document fulfills these requirements to cancel a goods or services fiscal document:
- Fiscal document is approved by the tax authority.

- Corresponding taxable event has not taken place yet. For example, goods were not issued or services were not
provided.

- Cancellation is requested within the prescribed time limit specified by the tax authority.

- Any other tax authority requirement.

These steps outline the flow of a service fiscal document with tax differences:

1. Create a service invoice in Receivables with the tax determinants and transaction information required for the fiscal
document. Transaction taxes and withholding taxes are calculated according to the tax configuration.

2. Inthe Actions menu, select Request for Fiscal Document. The transaction becomes read-only and the fiscal
document status changes to Transaction Entered.

3. Inthe Actions menu, select Update Fiscal Attributes.

4. After you enter the additional transaction information required for the fiscal document, click Submit. The fiscal
document status changes to Scheduled.

5. Run the Generate Fiscal Document process to verify if the information required for the fiscal document generation is
available. If the validation passes, a fiscal document key and a fiscal document sequential number are provided. The
fiscal document status changes to Generated.

6. The fiscal document is now available for extraction and consumption by a third party, who submits the request for
the tax authority approval. The Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority process creates an extract file containing the
fiscal document information and changes the fiscal document status to Sent.

7. Partners generate the fiscal document XML file based on the extract file and communicate with the city tax authority.

8. The city tax authority can approve or raise validation errors for the fiscal documents. Partners communicate the tax
authority response through the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process.

9. If the tax authority raised errors in the fiscal document, the status changes to Errors. You must correct the setup or
transaction information and request for the fiscal document again.

10.If the fiscal document is approved, the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process verifies if the taxes
indicated by the city tax authority are different from the taxes calculated previously in the service invoice. If the taxes
are the same, the fiscal document status changes to Approved and the invoice is automatically completed.

11. If the city taxes are different from the calculated taxes, the fiscal document status changes to Approved with tax
error and the invoice is automatically completed. Click Fiscal Document Status and review the Tax Name, Taxable
Amount, Tax Rate, and Tax Amount as indicated by the tax authority. Based on this information, create a tax invoice
adjustment to record the tax differences.

- Origin of goods: Item origin classification for ICMS tax
- CEST: Tributary substitution specifier code

- CNAE:National Classification Of Economic Activities
Note: Allitem catalogs and item categories associated with items of the fiscal document are extracted into
the fiscal document extract file to be sent to the tax authority. From the Fiscal Document extract file, the
partner gets the fiscal classification code and item catalog name.

You can define NCM and EX-TIPI as product fiscal classifications. During transaction entry, after an inventory item is
indicated in the transaction line, the product fiscal classification defaults from the item category associated to the item.

You can use Oracle Fusion Cloud ERP to capture, maintain, and validate company registration numbers such as National
Register of Legal Entities (CNPJ), Individual Taxpayer Registry (CPF), State Inscription Number (IE), Municipal Inscription
Number (IM), and Superintendence of the Manaus Free Zone (SUFRAMA) in Brazil, for enterprise, suppliers, customers,
and other parties.

These registration numbers are required by the tax authorities, and defined as tax registrations and taxpavyer IDs. As
part of the fiscal document information, they are displayed in the Manage Fiscal Document Generation page, and
extracted for submission to the tax authorities.

Control and Validate Tax Registration and Taxpayer ID Validations

You can change the controls and defaults for tax registration and taxpayer ID validations. You can control and validate
CNPJ, CPF, IE, IM, and SUFRAMA.

Brazil SUFRAMA for SUFRAMA registration

The CNPJ of the fiscal
document issuer must be disclosed to the tax authorities, and is also required for bank collection and payment
processing.

You can manually enter or import invoices and their fiscal attributes from other systems. Fiscal document capture is the
preferred method for entering a fiscal document. You can only enter fiscal documents in Payables if they meet these
criteria:

- Service fiscal document
Fiscal document without recoverable taxes, such as ICMS, PIS, COFINS, and so on

Fiscal document without services or charges associated with a manufacturing process, as the production cost is
not updated

Fiscal document for which all lines are payable
To enter fiscal documents in payables, follow these steps:
1. Configure a Fiscal Document.

The configuration tasks for the tax handling of fiscal documents in Payables are similar to the tasks for setting
up the fiscal document capture feature, excluding the receipt tax options and tax tolerance limits.

You can import the fiscal attributes to capture the fiscal documents based on the imported Payables invoices.
After the invoice data is inserted into the Payables interface tables, submit the Import Payables Invoices process
to create invoices from the invoice records that successfully passed import validations.

The Inbound Fiscal Document Import file-based data import spreadsheet and the Load Interface File for Import
scheduled process are both part of the External Integration Services for Oracle Cloud.

Import Inbound Fiscal Document Attributes
You can run the Import Inbound Fiscal Document Attributes process to validate and associate the fiscal attributes with
the corresponding invoices.

During the import process,
fiscal attributes with invalid information are rejected to ensure the integrity of the data.

Manage General Fiscal Documents

Overview of Managing General Fiscal Documents

Fiscal documents must comply with the regulations of the Brazilian tax authorities. They also help to register a transfer
of ownership of a good or a commercial activity provided by a company to an individual or to another company.

ORACLE
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You can create and manage fiscal documents for sales invoices, internal transfer shipments, returns to vendor
shipments, and internal transfer of fixed assets. You can manage the entire fiscal document lifecycle that includes these
capabilities:

- Generate a sequential fiscal document number with the corresponding series and a unique fiscal document key.
- Extract and send the fiscal document information to partners, who communicate with the tax authorities.
- Process the tax authority return information, such as fiscal document approval, validation errors, or rejection.

- Complete the Receivables invoice automatically or allow the shipment to be confirmed, after the fiscal
document is approved by the tax authority.

- Print the DANFE (Auxiliary Document for Electronic Fiscal Document) for it to be shipped with the goods.

This image depicts the general fiscal document flow, and summarizes the main tasks necessary to generate and
approve a regular fiscal document:
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Enable Fiscal Document After a Transaction in Receivables

Fiscal documents are always based on a transaction. After you create the transaction, follow these steps:

1. Select the Request for Fiscal Document action from the main transaction page (such as the Edit Shipment
page in Inventory Management, or the Edit Transaction page in Receivables). If taxes are not previously
calculated, they are calculated on this page.

Note: Once you select the Request for Fiscal Document action, the transaction cannot be updated.

Click Update Fiscal Attributes, where you can enter additional transaction information required for the fiscal
document.

Click Submit. The status of the fiscal document changes to Scheduled.

4. C(lick Generate Fiscal Document to verify if the information required for fiscal document generation is
available. If there are no validation errors, a fiscal document key and a fiscal document sequential number are
provided, and the fiscal document status changes to Generated.

If there are validation errors, the fiscal document status changes to Validation error. After correcting the errors,
click Request for Fiscal Document again, and repeat the same steps until there are no validation errors, and
the status of the fiscal document is Generated.

5. The fiscal document is now available to be extracted and used by a third party who submits the request for tax
authority approval. The Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority process creates an extract file containing the
fiscal document information, and change the status of the fiscal document to Sent.

Partners generate the fiscal document XML file based on the extract file and send it to the tax authority.
The tax authority can approve, reject, or raise validation errors for the fiscal documents. Partners communicate
the tax authority response through the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process.

o If the fiscal document is approved, the status changes to Approved. If the fiscal document was generated
in Receivables, the transaction is automatically completed. If the fiscal document was generated based
on a shipment, the Ship Confirm action is enabled. Click Print Fiscal Document to print the DANFE, and
send it with the shipment.

o If the fiscal document has errors raised by the tax authority, the status changes to Errors. You must
correct the setup or transaction information and click Request for Fiscal Document again.

o If the fiscal document is rejected by the tax authority, the status changes to Rejected. Then the
corresponding Receivables transaction cannot be completed or the corresponding shipment cannot be
confirmed until your company resolves the unexpected legal or tax issues with the tax authority.

You can perform these tasks before invoices are completed:
- Enter the appropriate fiscal attributes.
- Calculate taxes.
- Generate a fiscal document for sales invoices.
You can perform these tasks after this feature is integrated with Shipping:
- Capture and validate the fiscal attributes.

- Generate and manage the fiscal documents before the internal transfers and RTV shipments are released.
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Enter Fiscal Attributes

You can enter fiscal document transaction information in both main transaction page (such as the Edit Shipment page
in Inventory Management, or the Edit Transaction page in Receivables) and Fiscal Attributes page.

Tax determinants, parties, line quantities, and amounts are parts of the main transaction. Fiscal attributes are additional
transaction attributes required by the tax authorities, and are not available in the main transaction, such as fiscal
document nature, series, legal messages, freight information, and reference fiscal documents. They are extracted into
the Fiscal Document extract file to be provided to the tax authority as part of the fiscal document information.

After you click Request for Fiscal Document in the main transaction page, the transaction cannot be updated, and the
status of the fiscal document changes to Transaction Entered. You can now enter the fiscal attributes in the Manage
Fiscal Document Generation page. If you are generating a fiscal document based on a Receivables transaction, you

can also use the Update Fiscal Attributes page from the Actions menu of the Create Transaction page and Manage
Transactions page.

Select the fiscal document determinant type that indicates the type of fiscal transaction supporting the fiscal
document.

The predefined value of the Document Nature field is Return of Goods if the fiscal document determinant type
is Return to Supplier or Return material authorization. For debit memos, you must select one of the values
for the complementary fiscal document. For other scenarios, the default value of the Document Nature field is
Standard.

Enter the statement of commitment as the statement of commitment identification for public sector
purchasing. This field is only entered for goods and mixed fiscal documents.

Enter the purchase contract as the purchase contract information for reporting to the tax authority. This field is
only entered for goods and mixed fiscal documents.

Select the payment option of the transaction as cash, installment or others.

Enter Goods Series for goods fiscal documents or Service Series for service fiscal documents. Enter both fields
for mixed fiscal documents. The predefined value is retrieved from the Manage Fiscal Document Generation
Controls configuration.

Select an industry type when specific industry attributes are required. This field is only entered for goods

and mixed fiscal documents. Possible values are Fuel, Medicine, Sugarcane, Vehicle and Weapon. For each
selected industry, only the corresponding fields are displayed. For example, for Fuel Industry Type, the specific
fields related to this industry are entered: Fuel Product Code, Clearance or Authorization Code, Fuel Quantity at
Ambient Temperature and Destination State.

Select the Final Consumer check box if the transaction is for the final consumer. This field is only entered for
goods and mixed fiscal documents.

Select the customer presence type according to the customer presence at the establishment in the moment of
transaction. This field is only entered for goods and mixed fiscal documents.

Select the service type as the temporary service document type. This field is only entered for services

and mixed fiscal documents. For service invoices, the default value for this field is Regular service fiscal
document, and for mixed invoices, the default value for this field is Mixed service fiscal document.

Select the service situation as the operation situation code under the simplified taxation system. This field is
only entered for services and mixed fiscal documents.

In the Line Information tab, enter these values. This table lists the fields and their descriptions:

Proceeding Origin Select the origin of the legal proceeding or concession act.
Proceeding Identifier Enter the identifier of the legal proceeding or concession act.
Legal Message Text Enter the additional information for tax authority.

If you need
them at the header level, use the Additional Legal Information tab and Referenced Legal Processes tab.

In the Reference Information tab, select the reference fiscal document number, if applicable. You can select
inbound or outbound fiscal documents, previously entered through the Fiscal Document Capture feature, or
generated by the Fiscal Document Generation process. The corresponding fiscal document information is
displayed as reference.

In the Additional Legal Information tab, enter multiple legal messages associated with the fiscal document at
the header level. Click Create to add a new legal message text. For Legal Message Code field, enter the internal
code of the legal message. For Legal Message Text field, enter the text of the legal message.

In the Additional Taxpayer Information tab, click Create to add a new taxpayer information text. For Sequence
field, enter the logical sequence of the text related to additional taxpayer information. For Information of
Taxpayer Interest field, enter the text related to additional taxpayer information.

In the Freight Information tab, select the freight type as No freight, Freight on third party, Freight on receiver
account, or Freight on sender account.

Note: The Freight Information tab is only enabled for goods fiscal documents.

If there is freight, enter additional transportation information, such as Type, Brand, Net Weight, and Gross
Weight of goods carried by freight transportation. In the Additional Freight Information region, enter the vehicle
license plate number, license state code and national registration number of freight carriers for both freight and
towing transportation.

In the Referenced Legal Processes tab, enter multiple proceedings or concession acts associated with the fiscal
document at header level.

Click Submit when you are ready to generate the fiscal document. You can also click Save and Close if you
want to submit the fiscal attributes later.

After entering and submitting the fiscal attributes, the status of the fiscal document changes to Scheduled ready to be
processed by the Fiscal Document Generation process. The Fiscal Attributes page is unavailable from the Manage Fiscal
Document Generation page.

Review Fiscal Attributes

If the fiscal document is based on a Receivables transaction, you can review fiscal attributes.
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From the Billing work area, navigate to the Manage Transactions page, and search for your transaction.
Click the transaction number.
In the Review Transaction page, select Update Fiscal Attributes from the Actions menu. The Fiscal Attributes
page is displayed in view mode.
The Fiscal Document Information region displays the fiscal document status, temporary service document

number, and fiscal document number after they are generated.

The Errors region displays the validation error messages if the fiscal document validation fails.

The Generate Fiscal Document Number process verifies that the required information is available before the fiscal
document is sent to the tax authority.

If the information is available, the process generates a fiscal document key and a fiscal document sequential number.
The validation process prevents sending invalid data that is later rejected by the tax authority, reducing additional and
unnecessary work. The Generate Fiscal Document Number process verifies mandatory information, such as first party

and third party tax registrations, addresses, and carrier information.

This image highlights the fiscal document generation process in the general fiscal document flow:
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After the fiscal document is validated, the status of the document changes from Scheduled to Generated. Choose one of
these actions:

- If the transaction relates to goods, then the fiscal document number is available in the Manage Fiscal Document
Generation page. Click the fiscal document number link to review the goods fiscal document details, such as
fiscal document key, customer information, and taxes.

- If the transaction relates to services, then the temporary service document number is available in the Manage
Fiscal Document Generation page. Click the Temporary Service Document Number link to open the temporary
service document (RPS) details.

If any information is missing or invalid, the status of the fiscal document changes to Validation Error. Click the fiscal
document status link and review all validation errors. Based on the error messages, you must correct the information
in transaction, fiscal attributes, or fiscal document configuration. You can update the transaction page again so you
can correct the transaction, and click Request Fiscal Document. You can also update the Fiscal Attributes page. Run the
Generate Fiscal Document Number process until there are no validation errors, and the status changes to Generated.

Note: Mixed invoices generate both service fiscal documents to the city tax authority, and mixed fiscal documents
to SEFAZ (Treasury Office). The Generate Fiscal Document Number process first handles all service fiscal documents
associated with the mixed invoice. The mixed fiscal document is generated only after all service fiscal documents are
approved by the city tax authority.

Follow these steps to run the Generate Fiscal Document Number process for a single transaction:

1. From the Shipments or Billing work area, navigate to the Manage Fiscal Document Generation task.
2. Inthe Search region, enter the selection criteria, and click Search.
3. Select the transaction, and click Generate Fiscal Document.

The process is submitted for the selected transaction.

You can also submit the Generate Fiscal Document Number process from the Scheduled Processes work area to
generate fiscal documents in bulk. To submit the process, follow these steps:

Navigate to the Scheduled Processes work area.

Click Schedule New Process.

Search for the Generate Fiscal Document Data for Fiscal Authority process.

Select the process, and click OK.

Click OK. The Process Details page opens.

Fiscal Document Extract

When the status of the fiscal document is Generated, the fiscal document information is available for extract by the
Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority process.

The process creates an extract file containing all the relevant fiscal document data that is consumed by the third party
to communicate with the tax authority.

After the extract file is generated, the Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority process updates the status of the
corresponding fiscal documents from Generated to Sent, indicating that the fiscal document information was extracted
in a data file.
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Fiscal Document Extract

The fiscal document extract file contains information from different sources: transaction, fiscal attributes, taxes, tax
reporting types, product, product catalogs, first-party, ship-to party, bill-to party, freight carrier, tax registrations,
and locations. The third party reads this information, and formats the fiscal document XML file that is sent to the tax
authority.

The Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority process provides XML and CSV (comma separated values) as outputs. The
CSV file has the same content as the XML file, only de-normalized. Both the output files are uploaded to the Universal
Content Management server (UCM) at the end of processing.

This section discusses the steps included in fiscal document return processing.
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Here's the fiscal document return process flow.

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Tax Authority Return Interface

After submitting the fiscal document information to the tax authority, the third party receives the tax authority return,
and populates the Tax Authority Return interface tables using the Load Interface File for Import Process or the Financial
Utilities Service web service. To prepare the data for loading into the interface tables, the third party uses the Fiscal
Document Tax Authority Return Interface XLSM template.

For goods and services fiscal documents, the Tax Authority Return interface tables contain:

- Fiscal Document Key: Forty-four digit fiscal document key used as the unique identifier of the fiscal document.
Use the same fiscal document key indicated in the extract file by the Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority

process.

- Fiscal Document Event Code: Fiscal document event code representing the type of request made to the tax
authority. Possible values are:

o Cancellation request: Request to cancel the fiscal document.

o Contingency request: Request to approve a fiscal document generated in contingency.

o Status request: Request to approve a fiscal document.

o Voiding request: Request to void a fiscal document number.

- Tax Authority Return Code: Internal code representing the return code from the tax authority. Standard tax
authority return codes will be transformed into this internal code. The return code is dependent on the request
made to the tax authority. Possible values are:

o Approved: Represents either a Status request or a Contingency request that is approved.

o Canceled: Indicates that a cancellation request is approved.

o Errors: Indicates that a request is returned with errors.

o Pending return: Indicates an issue in communicating with the tax authority where there is no response for
the request or the response has timed out. In this case, you cannot assume that the fiscal document was
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received by the tax authority. Either the fiscal document was sent but no response was received from the
tax authority, or the fiscal document was not received by the tax authority for some reason.

- Event Processing Date and Time:

- Protocol Number or Temporary Service Document Number:
Use this field for these purposes:

o If the fiscal document is a goods fiscal document, indicate the protocol number. The protocol number is
generated by the tax authority to uniquely identify the transactions of authorization, cancellation, and
void related to a goods fiscal document.

o If the fiscal document is a service fiscal document, indicate the temporary service document number
provided by the partner during the tax authority return process. Use this field to indicate the
temporary service document number (RPS number) if a new number is generated by the partner, and
communicated to the city tax authority. The partner should inform this new temporary service document
number, so the original temporary service document number is replaced by the new number.

- Service Fiscal Document Date:

The date when the service fiscal document is issued by the city tax authority.

- Service Fiscal Document Number: The service fiscal document unique number provided by the city tax
authority.

- Verification Code of Service Fiscal Document:

The verification code of the service fiscal document provided by the city tax authority when the fiscal document
is generated. This code is used to verify the authenticity of the service fiscal document.

- Tax Settlement Certificate Number of Service Fiscal Document:
The certificate number provided by the municipality on the payment of taxes.

- Tax Settlement Date of Service Fiscal Document : The date of the certificate provided by the municipality when
taxes are paid.

- Tax Code: The tax code for the classification of a charge imposed by a government through a fiscal or tax
authority.

- Tax Regime Code: The tax regime code for the set of tax rules that determine the treatment of one or more
taxes administered by a tax authority.

- Tax Jurisdiction Code: The tax jurisdiction code for a geographic area where a tax is levied by a specific tax
authority.

- Tax Status Code: The tax status code for the taxable nature of a product in the context of a transaction for a tax.

- Tax Rate Code: The tax rate code specified for a tax status for an effective time period, expressed as a
percentage or a value per unit quantity.

- City Code: The city code according to IBGE (Brazilian Institute of Geography and Statistics) as informed by the
city tax authority.

For both goods and services fiscal documents, the tax authority can return error, rejection, or warning messages, which
are populated in the Tax Authority Return interface tables:

- Tax Authority Return Message Code: The message code returned by the tax authority, and associated to the
text message to justify an error, rejection, or warning condition.

- Returned Message Text: The message text sent by the tax authority to justify an error, rejection, or warning
condition.

Tax Authority Return Interface

After submitting the fiscal document information to the tax authority, the third party receives the tax authority return,
and populates the Tax Authority Return interface tables using the Load Interface File for Import Process or the Financial
Utilities Service web service.

To prepare the data for loading into the interface tables, the third party uses the Fiscal Document Tax Authority Return
Interface XLSM template.

The Tax Authority Return interface tables contain the following information for goods and services fiscal documents:
Fiscal Document Key

Forty-four digit fiscal document key used as the unique identifier of the fiscal document. Use the same fiscal document
key indicated in the extract file by the Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority process.

Fiscal Document Event Code

Fiscal document event code representing the type of request made to the tax authority. Possible values are:
- Cancellation request: Request to cancel the fiscal document.
- Contingency request: Request to approve a fiscal document generated in contingency.
- Status request: Request to approve a fiscal document.

- Voiding request: Request to void a fiscal document number.

Tax Authority Return Code
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Internal code representing the return code from the tax authority. Standard tax authority return codes will be
transformed into this internal code. The return code is dependent on the request made to the tax authority. Possible
values are:

- Approved: Represents either a Status request or a Contingency request that is approved.
- Canceled: Indicates that a cancellation request is approved.
- Errors: Indicates that a request is returned with errors.

- Pending return: Indicates an issue in communicating with the tax authority where there is no response for the
request or the response has timed out. In this case, you cannot assume that the tax authority had received the
fiscal document. Either the fiscal document was sent but no response was received from the tax authority, or
the tax authority did not receive the fiscal document for some reason.

- Rejected: Indicates that either a Status request or a Contingency request is returned as denied.
- Upload failed: Indicates that the partner failed to send the request due to errors.

- Void: Indicates that a voiding request is approved.

Approved: Represents either a Status request or a Contingency request that is approved. Canceled: Indicates that a
cancellation request is approved. Errors: Indicates that a request is returned with errors. Pending return: Indicates an
issue in communicating with the tax authority where there is no response for the request or the response has timed out.
In this case, you cannot assume that the fiscal document was received by the tax authority. Either the fiscal document
was sent but no response was received from the tax authority, or the fiscal document was not received by the tax
authority for some reason. Rejected: Indicates that either a Status request or a Contingency request is returned as
denied. Upload failed: Indicates that the partner failed to send the request due to errors. Void: Indicates that a voiding
request is approved.

Event Processing Date and Time
The date and time when the tax authority processed a request related to a fiscal document.
Protocol Number or Temporary Service Document Number

Use this field for the these purposes:

- If the fiscal document is a goods fiscal document, indicate the protocol number. The protocol number is
generated by the tax authority to uniquely identify the transactions of authorization, cancellation, and void
related to a goods fiscal document.

- If the fiscal document is a service fiscal document, indicate the temporary service document number provided
by the partner during the tax authority return process. Use this field to indicate the temporary service
document number (RPS number) if the partner generates a new number and communicates it to the city
tax authority. The partner must inform this new temporary service document number, so that the original
temporary service document number is replaced by the new number.

Service Fiscal Document Date

The date when the service fiscal document is issued by the city tax authority.
Service Fiscal Document Number

The service fiscal document unique number provided by the city tax authority.

Verification Code of Service Fiscal Document

The verification code of the service fiscal document provided by the city tax authority when the fiscal document is
generated. This code is used to verify the authenticity of the service fiscal document.

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Manage Complementary Fiscal Documents for Brazil

Overview of Managing Complementary Fiscal Documents for
Brazil

You can create complementary fiscal documents for Brazil. Oracle Fusion Cloud ERP now enables you to handle tax
during the capture of complementary fiscal documents.

You can create a complementary fiscal document as permitted by the tax authorities. For standard business flows,
suppliers may want to rectify mistakes made in earlier fiscal documents. They must issue a complementary fiscal
document when there is a change in quantity, price, or taxes.

Once a fiscal document is approved by the tax authority, you cannot modify it to correct errors. If you detect errors
before the movement of goods, you can cancel the fiscal document and generate a new fiscal document with the
necessary corrections.

Alternatively you can generate a complimentary fiscal document. As permitted by the tax authorities, you can issue a
complimentary document for these cases:

Price or quantity difference
Price readjustment
- Tax calculation error
Fiscal classification inconsistency
For each case, you must check the applicable legislation.
The three types of complementary fiscal documents are:
- Tax Correction
Price Correction
- Quantity Correction

You must define the complementary fiscal document in the document nature. The fiscal partner should read the
document nature from the fiscal document extract and generate the XML file for the complimentary fiscal document.

The fiscal flow and line type attributes define the type of complementary fiscal document. This image shows the
complimentary fiscal document flow.
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Complementary Fiscal Document Flow
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Complementary fiscal documents are captured from the XML file or manually entered on the Fiscal Document Capture
page.

Generate a Fiscal Documents for Sales Order Shipments

Process to Generate Fiscal Document for Sales Order Shipments

The process for generating the fiscal document and getting approval from the tax authority is similar to other fiscal
document flows. After requesting the fiscal document from the shipment transaction, you can view the fiscal document
status from the Manage Shipments or Manage Fiscal Document Status pages.

Overview

For Sales Order shipment transactions, fiscal document generation requires the legal reporting unit associated with

the ship-from inventory organization, a shipping method, and carrier tax registrations. You can define the ship-from
legal reporting unit in the Manage Associated Business Entities task. You can use the Manage Carriers task to create the
carriers and associate them with the shipping methods. The tax registrations for carriers are defined as third-party site
tax registrations. The fiscal document generation process also requires the sales order to be created in Brazilian Reais.

Note: Taxes are calculated when you request a fiscal document based on the tax determinants of the shipment
transaction, which are defaulted from the sales order.

For more information on sales orders and shipments, see the Oracle SCM Cloud Using Shipping guide.

Process Flow

When generating a fiscal document, information such as ship-to party, ship-to location, carrier, products, quantities,
and amounts are captured during shipment creation. Here's the process flow for a Sales Order shipment transaction:

Update a Sales Order Shipment Transaction

You can request for, update, and validate a fiscal document for a sales order shipment transaction.
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Follow these steps:

1. From the Inventory Management work area, navigate to the Manage Shipments page.
2. Search for the Sales Order shipment.

3. On the Edit Shipment page, review the shipment information.

4

. Select a shipping method associated with the carrier as the Shipping Method. This information is mandatory for
fiscal documents.

5. In the Shipment Lines region, enter the appropriate tax determinants for each shipment line. The taxation country
defaults to Brazil.

6. Select the CFOP (Operations Fiscal Code) as the Transaction Business Category. This information is required for
fiscal documents.

7. Select vehicle use as the Intended Use value. This attribute is specific to the vehicle industry and is only required in
this case.

8. The product fiscal classification defaults from the item configuration. Select NCM and EX-TIPI numeric code or use
the default value from the item configuration.

This information is required for goods fiscal documents. Since the taxation country is Brazil, the Product Fiscal
Classification list displays only the product fiscal classification values associated with the primary inventory category
set defined in Manage Country Default Controls for Brazil.

9. Select Goods as the Product Type. This attribute is required for fiscal document generation.
10.Click Save.
11. When the transaction is ready, click Request Fiscal Document on the Actions menu.

This action triggers these validations:

o Shipment confirmation validations.
o The primary validation to check the fiscal document for the required information such as Product Type,
Transaction Business Category (CFOP), Product Fiscal Classification, and so on.

If the transaction passes both validations, taxes are calculated based on the tax determinants and configuration. The
fiscal document status changes to Transaction Entered, and you can no longer update the transaction.

You can update the transaction later if a validation error is detected internally by the Generate Fiscal Document
Number process or externally by the tax authority. In such cases, the fiscal document’s status changes to Validation
Error or Errors, respectively.

12. From the Inventory Management work area, navigate to the Manage Fiscal Document Status task.
13. Select the transaction.
14.Click Update Fiscal Attributes.

These changes occur when you update the fiscal attributes.

o Thelegal reporting unit associated with the ship-from inventory organization is automatically assigned.

o The fiscal document determinant type defaults to Goods shipment

15. On the Freight Information tab in the Freight Type field, select one option compatible with the Shipping Method. If
no Shipping Method is provided in the Shipment you need to select No freight, otherwise you must select any other
option.

16.Enter additional fiscal attributes if necessary.

17. Click Submit.
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18. Continue with the next steps of fiscal document flow to:
a. Generate the fiscal document number and fiscal document key.
b. Extract and send the sale shipment fiscal document to the partner.
c. Process the tax authority return information.
d. Finally, confirm the Sales Order shipment upon tax authority approval.

Confirm a Sales Order Shipment

You must confirm the Sales Order shipment upon tax authority approval of the fiscal document.

b. Search for the Sales Order shipment.
c. Inthe Search region, the fiscal document status is displayed along with the other shipment information.
d. If the fiscal document’s status is Approved, click Ship Confirm to confirm the shipment.
2. Optionally, you can configure Shipping to automatically ship confirm upon fiscal document approval. To enable
automatic ship confirm, follow these steps:
a. Navigate to the Manage Shipping Parameters task.
b. Select the Organization and click OK.
c. Select the option Automatically ship confirm at fiscal document approval.
d. Click Save and Close.

Create Catalog and Categories (Freight, Insurance, and
Miscellaneous)

You must define freight, insurance, and other charges as non-shippable items in Inventory. You must create a catalog
and different categories such as freight, insurance, and miscellaneous for that catalog.

The category is assigned to each charge item to identify if the item corresponds to freight, insurance, or miscellaneous
charge. The Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority process extracts all charge lines as regular item lines. The catalog
and categories assigned to the charge item are extracted for each item line.

These charge lines are moved from Shipping to Receivables as item lines, with product type as ‘Goods’.

From Manage Fiscal Document Generation page, the Fiscal Document page shows the Freight, Insurance, and Other
Accessory Expenses as zero. The charge lines are shown as regular item lines.
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Discounts

For shipment transactions, the Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority process extracts the discount as an attribute
(TRADING_DISCOUNT) of the corresponding item.

From Manage Fiscal Document Generation page, the Fiscal Document page shows the Discount in the header as the
total discount of the transaction.

Autolnvoice

For sales order shipments interfaced to Receivables, the Import Autolnvoice process knows if a fiscal document was
already generated and approved from Shipping. Autoinvoice creates the corresponding invoice as completed, and you
can't generate a fiscal document in Receivables for this invoice.

The only exception is a triangular operation (Transaction Business Categories 5118, 5119, 6118, and 6119) where two fiscal
documents are created in the same flow initiated with a Sales Order, one in the shipment for the goods remittance and
another in the receivables for the symbolic remittance.

Grouping Rule

One shipment can generate only one fiscal document. Also, each fiscal document generated in Shipping should be
associated with only one transaction in Receivables.

Shipping passes the Fiscal Document Number (TAX_INVOICE_NUMBER) and the Fiscal Document Date
(TAX_INVOICE_DATE) to the Distributed Order Orchestration (DOO) for all transactions, which in turn passes them
downstream to Receivables. For Autolnvoice, the TAX_INVOICE_NUMBER must be used in the grouping rule to ensure
correct integration, where each shipment fiscal document has a corresponding receivables transaction with the same
data, and service transactions follow the service fiscal document generation flow.

Define a grouping rule that applies to all transactions coming from DOO and includes the TAX_INVOICE_NUMBER
attribute to ensure that there is at least one invoice per shipment fiscal document.

Brazilian Triangular Operations (Dropship)

A Triangular Operation (Drop-Shipping) is an operation where three parties are involved: the Seller, the Supplier, and the
Customer. This operation requires several Fiscal Documents.

There is no shipment transaction in this flow. A fiscal document is required when you create the receivables invoice for
it.

Dropship as Supplier

A sales order is created with a specific Transaction Business Category (5118,5119, 6118 and 6119) to indicate it is a Brazilian
Dropship flow as Supplier. A fiscal document is required for the shipment and the corresponding Transaction Business
Category (5923 or 6923) is automatically derived according to the Ship-To address.

Once the shipment is confirmed, the sales order information is interfaced to Receivables where an invoice is created for
the sales transaction and a second fiscal document is required.

Tax Setup Considerations

While configuring the Dropship as Supplier tax setup, you must consider the two fiscal document perspectives when
creating tax rules. The same rule may not apply to both shipment and receivables transactions.

The shipment based fiscal documents are related to the goods remittance to the customer, so the Ship-To information
should be considered in the tax rules to drive the tax calculation.

The sales order and the receivables based fiscal document are related to the symbolic remittance to the seller, so the
Bill-to information must be considered in the tax rules to drive the tax calculation.

Note: The Tax Point Basis must be set to Invoice in this flow as you may have different rules applied in the two fiscal
documents. In case you use the Tax Point Basis as Delivery the taxes calculated in the shipment transaction will be
copied instead of being recalculated in the receivables transaction.
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Generate Fiscal Documents in Foreign Currency to Local
Currency

Overview

Generate and report fiscal documents in Brazilian Real for shipments associated with sales orders entered in foreign
currency. The process automatically converts foreign currency amounts to the local currency and displays the converted
values on the Fiscal Document page and in the XML sent to the tax authority.

If a fiscal document requires reprocessing due to validation errors, tax information can be recalculated after updating
tax determinants or conversion rates. The application validates the required currency conversion data and raises
validation errors when conversion information is missing or incomplete.

For export transactions, specify the currency conversion rate negotiated with the exported broker and bank in the Fiscal
Attributes page or in the Import Outbound Fiscal Document FBDI.

These are applied only for the Business
Units for which Argentina Document Numbering has been configured and when the drivers specified in the setup are
applicable to the transaction.

You can now use the Fiscal Document Generation feature in Oracle Fusion Cloud ERP to obtain fiscal document approval

from a tax authority through a third party.

The third party can be any fiscal partner responsible for formatting the fiscal document XML file, communicating with
the tax authority, and sending the response back to Fiscal Document Generation. This diagram summarizes the main

processes:

Fiscal Document Extract

Use the Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority process to extract all the relevant fiscal document information.

A fiscal partner reads the extract file and formats the fiscal document XML file to send to the tax authority. This process
provides two types of outputs: XML and CSV (comma separated values). The contents of the CSV file are the same as
the XML file, only denormalized. Both output files are uploaded to the Universal Content Management (UCM) at the end
of processing.

The fiscal document extract file contains information from different sources:

Transaction: Every fiscal document has a base transaction which supports the fiscal document generation. It
can be an invoice, a debit memo, an internal material transfer shipment, or a return to supplier shipment. Most
of the transaction information is required for generating a fiscal document.

Fiscal Attributes: Additional transaction attributes are required for generating a fiscal document.

Taxes: Transaction taxes and withholding taxes are calculated for the base transaction. The tax rate, tax
amount, taxable basis, and other tax-related information is extracted to the fiscal document extract file.

Tax Reporting Types: Tax reporting types and tax reporting codes can be configured and associated with the
tax configuration to represent the different tax situations for the tax authority.

Product: Product catalogs and product categories can be configured to represent different product fiscal
classifications. They are extracted along with other product information required for a fiscal document.

Parties: Transaction parties such as ship-to party, bill-to party, freight carrier, and so on. Tax registrations,
locations, and other information are extracted for those parties and for the fiscal document issuer.
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The Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority process extracts all fiscal document records based on the selection criteria
you define for these fiscal document statuses:

- Generated: Indicates that fiscal document is generated.

- Generated as contingency: Indicates that fiscal document is generated in contingency mode.

After the extract files are generated, the process updates the status of the corresponding fiscal documents from
Generated to Sent and from Generated as contingency to Sent. This status change indicates that the fiscal document
information was already extracted in a data file.

Step by Step Procedure

You can perform the steps to obtain fiscal document approval from a tax authority through a third party

1. Run the Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority process.
a. Navigate to the Manage Fiscal Document Generation task from the Shipments or Billing work area.
b. Select Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority from the Actions menu. The Parameters page is displayed.
c. Enter the selection criteria to select the fiscal document records that you want to extract.
d. Click Submit Request.
2. Alternatively, you can also submit this process from Scheduled Processes:
a. Navigate to Scheduled Processes.
b. Click Schedule New Process.
c. Search for Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority process.
d. Select the process and click OK.
e. Click OK. The Process Details page is shown.
3. Two processes are submitted sequentially:
o Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority

o Fiscal Documents Report

The Fiscal Documents Report process generates the extract files.

4. Select XML Data to extract the file in XML format on the Scheduled Processes page, and select Default document to
extract the file in CSV format.

All fiscal document records with a fiscal document number
lower than or equal to this parameter are extracted. This is a conditionally required parameter.

Enter the earliest fiscal document date. All fiscal document records with a fiscal document date greater
than or equal to this parameter are extracted. This is a conditionally required parameter.

Enter the latest fiscal document date. All fiscal document records with a fiscal document date lower or
equal this parameter is extracted. This is an optional parameter.

How can | identify the request type to be sent to the tax authority?
The REQUEST_TYPE field indicates the type of request sent to the tax authority. The possible values are:

- FISCAL_DOC_STATUS (Request the approval of a fiscal document from the tax authority)
- CANCELLATION (Request the tax authority to cancel the fiscal document).

- VOID (Request the tax authority to void a fiscal document number)

- CONTINGENCY (Request the tax authority to approve a fiscal document generated in contingency)

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How can | recognize the different types of fiscal documents?
This information can be used to identify the type of fiscal document:
DOC_NATURE: Indicates the nature of the fiscal document, such as:
o 1for regular fiscal document
o 2 for complementary fiscal document
o 4 for return fiscal document
DOC_ISSUE_TYPE: Represents the fiscal document issue type, such as:
o 1for regular fiscal document
o 2 for contingency fiscal document
- TRX_FD_TYPE_DETERMINANT: Represents the fiscal document determinant type and indicates the type of

fiscal transaction supporting the fiscal document, such as:
o GOODS_SHIPMENT for goods fiscal document

o INTERNAL_TRANSFERS for internal material transfers fiscal document
o RETURN_TO_VENDOR for return to supplier fiscal document

o SERVICE_INVOICE for service fiscal document

o MIXED_INVOICE for mixed fiscal document (goods and services)

o RMA for return to customer fiscal document

o EXPORT for exportation fiscal document

You can use the fiscal document determinant type to differentiate inbound fiscal documents from outbound fiscal
documents. Return Material Authorization (RMA) indicates an inbound fiscal document. The other fiscal document
determinant types are related to outbound fiscal documents.

How can | distinguish fiscal documents between goods and services?

The product type (PRODUCT_TYPE field) at the line level indicates if a goods or a service fiscal document is to be
generated. The product type can be defaulted from the item configuration if an item was entered in the transaction line.
If an item is configured as an inventory item in the Item Specifications, the product type default is Goods.

When is the Fiscal Document Number (DOC_NUM) populated?

A fiscal document number is created when the goods fiscal document is generated. For service fiscal documents, the
Fiscal Document Number is blank until the fiscal document is approved by the city tax authority. Once approved, the
service fiscal document receives a fiscal document number from the city tax authority and this number is captured by
the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process.

How do | know the purpose of a fiscal document issuance?
This information is provided as the fiscal document nature (DOCUMENT NATURE field). The possible values are:
- 1for Standard: used for regular fiscal documents

- 2_PRICE for Complementary price: used by complementary fiscal documents for a price correction
2_QUANTITY for Complementary quantity: used by complementary fiscal documents for a quantity correction

- 2_TAX for Complementary tax: used by complementary fiscal documents for a tax correction 4 for Return of
goods: used by fiscal documents related to a return of customer or a return of supplier
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How can | get the Transaction Nature Description?

Transaction nature description can be sale, purchase, transference, return, importation, and so on. This information
can be derived from the transaction business categories (TRX_BUSINESS_CATEGORY) containing the Fiscal Code of
Operations and Services (CFOP) codes.

How do | know the date when the service was provided?
The fiscal document extract file provides the transaction date (TRX_DATE field). This date is the basis for tax calculation.

How can | uniquely identify a specific transaction?

EVENT_CLASS_CODE and TRX_ID can be used to uniquely identify a transaction. For example, if the service invoice
lines need to be grouped by service fiscal classification or any other criteria, only the lines of the same invoice should be
grouped. In this case, you must identify the invoice by those attributes.

How do | indicate the Tax Authority Environment identification?

The Tax Authority Environment identification can be a production environment or a certification environment. The
partner must indicate which one is being used.

How do | notify the tax authority that | am using a taxpayer application?

The fiscal partner responsible to format the fiscal document XML file must indicate that a taxpayer application is being
used for example Oracle ERP Cloud.

Fiscal Classifications FAQs
This section displays the FAQs for fiscal document classification.

How do | get the Fiscal Code of Operations and Services (CFOP) of a fiscal document line?

The CFOP codes are entered in the Transaction Business Category (TRX_BUSINESS_CATEGORY) field of each fiscal
document line. The fiscal document extract file provides the complete fiscal classification path of the transaction
business category. To get only the CFOP code, the partner must extract the last four digits of the transaction business
category value.

How can | identify the different fiscal classifications associated with the item?

The group ADDITIONAL_PRODUCT_CLASSIFICATIONS contains all the item catalogs and item categories
associated with the item in fiscal document line. CATEGORY_SET_NAME field contains the item catalog name and
CATEGORY_CODE field contains the item category for that item catalog.

How can | define the company fiscal classification codes according to the National Classification of
Economic Activities (CNAE)?

Create an item catalog for the National Classification of Economic Activities and enter the necessary CNAE fiscal
classification codes for your business as item categories under this catalog. Associate each inventory item with a
corresponding CNAE fiscal classification code as an item category. From the Fiscal Document extract file, get the CNAE
code from the CATEGORY_CODE field for which the CATEGORY_SET_NAME is equal to the item catalog name.

How can | define the service fiscal classifications of a transaction?

When services are configured as inventory items, the service fiscal classifications can be identified as product fiscal
classifications. In this case, an item catalog should be created and the item categories should be associated with each
service item, indicating the corresponding service fiscal classification. During transaction entry, if the transaction line
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has an inventory item, the service fiscal classification is captured as a product fiscal classification and the value is
defaulted from the item catalog.

If services are not configured as inventory items, the service fiscal classification can be captured as a product category.
In this case, each service fiscal classification code should be defined as a product category fiscal classification code.
During transaction entry, the service fiscal classification code can be selected as a product category in the transaction
line.

When there is a local service fiscal classification for the city, both national and local service fiscal classification codes can
be defined as product fiscal classifications or product category fiscal classifications. They can be configured as different
levels of the product fiscal classifications or product category structure.

How can | identify the different fiscal classifications?

IPI legal framework codes PIS CST codes
- COFINS CST codes ICMS CST codes IPI CST codes

ICMS taxable basis determination codes

ICMS-ST taxable basis determination codes ICMS exemption condition codes
ISS applicability codes

These different fiscal classifications can be defined as tax reporting types. Tax reporting types and tax reporting codes
can be configured and associated with the tax configuration to represent the different tax situations.

From the Fiscal Document extract file, obtain the tax reporting code for which the REPORTING_TYPE_CODE is equal to
the tax reporting type code defined for each fiscal classification.

How can | associate the NCM and EX-TIPI fiscal classification codes with each item?
NCM and EX-TIPI can be configured as product fiscal classifications:

- Create an item catalog for the NCM and EX-TIPI.
- Create a Product Fiscal Classification Type Group and associate the item catalog.
In the Country Default Controls, choose the same item catalog as the primary inventory category set.

Enter the NCM codes as item categories under the same item catalog. Enter the necessary product fiscal
classification for your business, including the EX-TIPI codes as part of the NCM codes.

- Associate each inventory item with a corresponding NCM and EX-TIPI fiscal classification code as an item
category.

- From the Fiscal Document extract file, get the NCM and EX-TIPI code from the product fiscal classification of
each fiscal document line (PRODUCT_FISC_CLASSIFICATION).

How can | associate the Tributary Substitution Specifier Code (CEST) with each product?

Create an item catalog for the Tributary Substitution Specifier Code and enter the necessary CEST fiscal classification
codes for your business as item categories under this catalog. Associate each inventory item with corresponding
CEST fiscal classification code as an item category. From the Fiscal Document extract file, get the CEST code from the
CATEGORY_CODE field for which the CATEGORY_SET_NAME is equal to the item catalog name.
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How can | define the vehicle classification as passenger, cargo, mixed, racing, traction, or special
vehicle for the vehicle industry?

Use the Intended Use attribute in the transaction line to capture the vehicle classification for the vehicle industry. The
intended use identifies the purpose for which the product is used.

Tax Registrations FAQs

This section displays the FAQs for tax registrations.

How can | identify the state inscription number of Tributary Substitute?
To configure and extract the State Inscription number of Tributary Substitute:

For the ICMS-ST Tax configuration, create one tax jurisdiction for each state in Brazil. For example, one tax
jurisdiction for Minas Gerais, another for Rio de Janeiro, and so on.

For the ship-to jurisdiction (state), configure the state inscription number (IE) as a legal reporting unit tax
registration. Use the same tax regime of ICMS-ST and the ship-to tax jurisdiction.

From the Fiscal Document extract file, obtain the state inscription number of Tributary Substitute from
FIRST_PARTY_IE_SHIP_TO. This is the legal reporting unit tax registration where the tax jurisdiction state is
equal to the ship-to state of the transaction.

How do | get the Recipient State Inscription Indicator?

The recipient state inscription indicator (like ICMS Contributor, Contributor exempt of State inscription and Non
Contributor) can be defined as a party fiscal classification. Create a party fiscal classification with the different values
and associate the appropriate value with the ship-to party site.

For more information on party fiscal classifications, see the Tax Configuration chapter in the Oracle Financials Cloud

How can | recognize the different components of an address, like number, complement, or neighborhood?

This information must be defined during the Oracle ERP Cloud implementation. Depending on how you have
configured the address format in the Manage Address Format task, the addresses can have from one to four lines.
For first party, ship-to party site, bill-to party site, and so on, all four address lines are extracted in the corresponding
elements: ADDRESS1, ADDRESS2, ADDRESS3, and ADDRESSA4.

During the implementation phase, address components like street name, number, complement, and neighborhood
should be mapped to the individual address lines. This mapping decision should be communicated to the fiscal partner
responsible for formatting the fiscal document XML file.

How can | associate IBGE city codes and IBGE state codes with the different locations?

The IBGE codes for states and cities in Brazil can be configured as alternative codes in the geography hierarchical
structure. For each state and city, enter the IBGE code using the appropriate alternative code type for IBGE codes. The
fiscal document extract file contains both the geography name and corresponding IBGE code.

Similarly, for country identification, you can use the same alternative code type to define the Brazilian Central Bank
(BACEN) numeric codes.
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How can | report the ship-to address fields for exportation fiscal documents?

In the exportation fiscal documents, the tax authority requires that the foreign ship-to city and state must be

updated with specific values, like EXTERIOR and EX. The Fiscal Document extract file contains the foreign city
(SHIP_TO_PARTY_SITE_CITY) and foreign state (SHIP_TO_PARTY_SITE_STATE) names. The partner can provide those
fixed values based on the fiscal document determinant type (TRX_FD_TYPE_DETERMINANT) for exportation fiscal
documents.

How can | identify the city and country where the service was provided?

The place where service was provided is the ship-to party site. The Fiscal Document extract file indicates both the city
and the country of the ship-to party site.

How can | report the BACEN country code of the fiscal document issuer?

For Brazil, the BACEN country code is 1058. Since the fiscal document issuer is always in Brazil, this fixed code can be
provided by the partner.

Taxes FAQs
This section displays the FAQs for taxes.

How can | distinguish between the different taxes in Brazil?
During the implementation phase, define the taxes and tax regimes as part of the tax configuration. These taxes and
tax regimes should be informed to the partner to get the proper information from the Fiscal Document extract file.

How can | identify withholding tax information?

In Oracle Fusion Tax, taxes are classified as transaction taxes or withholding taxes. The fiscal document extract file
contains both transaction and withholding tax information. Use the REGIME_TYPE_FLAG field to identify if the tax line
is related to a transaction tax or a withholding tax.

How can | recognize taxes per unit?

Taxes per unit can be identified by the TAX_RATE_TYPE field related to the tax. This field indicates the type of tax rate,
and for taxes per unit, the TAX_RATE_TYPE is equal to QUANTITY.

How can | know if a tax exemption was applied?

For tax exemptions, TAX_RATE_BEFORE_EXEMPTION is the tax rate that is determined before applying the tax
exemption. If the TAX_RATE value is the same as tax rate before exemption, this means no exemption was applied. On
the other hand, if the TAX_RATE value is different from the tax rate before exemption, this means a tax exemption was
applied and the tax rate after the exemption is the TAX_RATE.

How can | obtain the returned IPl amount and the percentage of returned goods?

Both values can be calculated based on these fields in the Fiscal Document extract file: ORIGINAL_IPI_AMOUNT: IPI
amount from the original fiscal document in a return to supplier transaction:

- ORIGINAL_GOODS_QTY: Quantity of goods from the original fiscal document in a return to supplier transaction
« TAX_AMT: IPI tax amount in BRL currency
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- TRX_LINE_QUANTITY: Quantity of the associated transaction line

How can | identify the ISS Collecting City?

The ISS collecting city is the city of ISS tax jurisdiction. Depending on the ISS tax determinants, the ISS collecting city
could be either the city of the service supplier or the city where the service was provided. During the implementation
phase, configure the tax rules for ISS tax calculation in each one of those scenarios to provide the correct tax
jurisdiction.

Use the TAX_JURISDICTION_GEOGRAPHY field for ISS tax to get the city name of the tax jurisdiction.

How can | report the person responsible for withholding ISS tax?

Currently only the service customer is responsible for withholding the ISS tax. The partner needs to inform the
responsible party for withholding the ISS tax as 1- Service Customer.

How can | identify the Tributary Regimen of the first party (CRT)?

Currently only standard taxation is supported. The partner needs to inform the Tributary Regimen of the first party
(CRT) as 3 - Normal Regime or standard taxation.

How can | calculate the total amount of fiscal document?

Consider if taxes are inclusive or exclusive when calculating the total amount. If the tax is inclusive, the tax amount is
already included in the line amount. On the other hand, if the tax is exclusive then the tax amount is not included in the
line amount, so it must be added to the line amount to determine the total amount of fiscal document.

The TAX_AMT_INCLUDED_FLAG field indicates if tax line is inclusive or exclusive.

When can | include the line amount in the fiscal document total amount?

The BILLABLE_FLAG field indicates whether transaction lines are billable. Currently this flag is always “Y” so all lines are
billable.

Additional Fiscal Document Handling
This section lists additional FAQs.

Which information can be used to assign multiple service invoice lines to one fiscal document line?

The fiscal document is based on a transaction such as shipment, invoice, debit memo, and so on. Each fiscal document
line represents a transaction line. In a service fiscal document based on a Receivables invoice, each invoice line is
represented by only one fiscal document line.

You can also have multiple invoice lines assigned to one fiscal document line. In this case, the partner needs to combine
the fiscal document lines based on certain criteria. If a new RPS number is provided and communicated to the city

tax authority by the partner, specify this RPS number back to Fiscal Document Generation using the Import Fiscal
Document Approval Information process.

Use this information to group the service invoice lines:

- Service Fiscal Classification: Define as a product fiscal classification (PRODUCT_FISC_CLASSIFICATION) or
product category (PRODUCT_CATEGORY).
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+ Ship to Customer Site: SHIP_TO_PARTY_SITE_CITY.

Invoice: Invoice lines of the same invoice can be grouped. In this case, EVENT_CLASS_CODE and TRX_ID can be
used to uniquely identify the invoice.

How can | handle a configured-to-order sale fiscal document?

In a configured-to-order (CTO) sale, the Receivables invoice is generated with the price of each individual component
and the price of the top configured item. The Fiscal Document extract for this invoice contains all individual lines of the
invoice.

One fiscal document line could represent the combination of all lines related to the same configured item. In this case,
the partner has to combine all the lines related to the top model line.

Use the TRX_LINE_ID field to identify the invoice line.

Use the ROOT_PARENT_LINE_ID field to identify the invoice line of the top configured item. All invoice lines
related to the same configured item have the same ROOT_PARENT_LINE_ID.

How do | record the text related to Additional Taxpayer Information?

You can enter the Additional Taxpayer Information in the Update Fiscal Attributes page. If the text is too long, enter
multiple lines of text and provide a sequence for the lines.

The fiscal partner responsible for formatting the fiscal document XML file must concatenate the multiple lines
based on that sequence. The sequence is extracted in HEADER_DETAIL_ATTRIBUTEZ2 and the text is extracted in
HEADER_DETAIL_ATTRIBUTES3.

Fiscal Document Extract Layout

CPF is the registration number for individuals maintained as suppliers, customers, or other third parties involved in
transaction flows.

It is not maintained for the legal entity and legal reporting units. The Federal Revenue Bureau in Brazil assigns CPF to
individual taxpayers, and it is a mandatory requirement to perform any legal or commercial activity.

Use the Manage Tax Registrations for Third-Party Tax Profiles and Third-Party Site Tax Profiles tasks to define the CPF
associated with the third parties. This information is validated for uniqueness, format, and check digit requirements.

Fiscal Document Return Processing

The third party receives the tax authority return and populates the Tax Authority Return interface tables after
submitting the fiscal document information to the tax authority.

The tax authority return information can then be processed using the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information.
This process reads the Tax Authority Return interface tables and handles all the different return statuses. When the
fiscal document is approved, the Receivables transaction is automatically completed or the shipment is allowed to be
confirmed.
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Tax Authority Return Interface
Import the tax authority return information into the Tax Authority Return interface tables using the Load Interface File
for Import Process or the Financial Utilities Service web service.

To prepare data to be loaded into the interface tables, use the File-Based Data Import XLSM template for Import Fiscal
Document Approval Information. To download the XLSM template, see the File-Based Data Import for Oracle Financials
Cloud guide at http://docs.oracle.com.

There are three interface tables (one parent table and two child tables). These tables contain data provided by the tax
authority, related to fiscal documents, taxes and messages:

« The parent table JG_FSCL_TAX_AUTH_RET_INT contains returned information related to the fiscal documents.
This is the primary data from which the information retrieved from the tax authority is processed after a
successful import. It contains both SEFAZ and city tax authorities return information, like SEFAZ protocol
number, service fiscal document number, and return codes (Approved, Rejected, Errors, and so on).

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Here's the description of the fiscal document flow for imported Receivables invoices:

1. Use Autolnvoice to import the transaction data from Oracle or non-Oracle feeder systems and create
Receivables invoices.

Invoices are created as incomplete and are completed only after the fiscal document approval process.
Autolnvoice checks if the fiscal document feature is enabled for the business unit in the Manage Localization
System Options configuration. The fiscal document status is Transaction Entered.

2. Similar to the Autolnvoice process, use the File-Based Data Import spreadsheet and the Load Interface File for
Import process to import fiscal attributes to the respective interface tables.

3. Run the Import Autolnvoice with Fiscal Attributes process to validate the imported data. You can correct the
invalid records in the interface using the Spreadsheet for Fiscal Attribute Corrections.

4. Valid records are imported as fiscal attributes and associated with corresponding invoices. The fiscal document
status changes to Scheduled.
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5. Run the Generate Fiscal Document process to validate the fiscal document information, and generate the fiscal
document key and the fiscal document number. The fiscal document status changes to Generated.

6. The fiscal document can now be extracted and consumed by a third party who submits the request for approval
by the tax authority. The Send Fiscal Document to Tax Authority process creates an extract file containing the
fiscal document information and changes the fiscal document status to Sent.

7. Partners generate the fiscal document XML file based on the extract file and send this information to the tax
authority.

8. The tax authority can approve, reject, or raise validation errors for the fiscal documents. Partners communicate
the tax authority response through the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process.

9. If the fiscal document is approved, the status changes to Approved and the Receivables invoice is automatically
completed.

The imported data is validated using the Outbound Fiscal Document file-based data import spreadsheet to check for
compatibility with the Fiscal Attributes tables. The data entered in the spreadsheet is validated before loading to the
Fiscal Attributes interface tables:

- Setup Values Defined: Ensures that the values pertaining to your setup are already defined in Receivables or in
other related applications.

- Cross Validation: Ensures that certain column values agree with each other. These values can be within an
interface table or between multiple interface tables.

Import Autolnvoice with Fiscal Attributes

You'll understand how to use the Import Autolnvoice with Fiscal Attributes process in this section.

After you transfer the transaction data to the Fiscal Attributes interface tables using the Outbound Fiscal Document file-
based data import spreadsheet, the Import Autolnvoice with Fiscal Attributes process selects the data from the interface
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tables and creates fiscal attributes associated with the Receivables invoices. During the import process, fiscal attributes
with invalid information are rejected to ensure the integrity of the data.

Some examples of the verifications performed are as follows:

- A Receivables transaction with the same transaction number must exist.

- Fiscal Document Determinant Type, Document Nature, Payment Option are required.

- Goods Series and Freight Type are required for goods transactions.

- Services Series, Service Type, and Service Situation are required for services transactions.
- A Referenced Fiscal Document is required for complementary transactions.

- Some industry-specific attributes are required for that industry.

You can learn about fiscal document processing variations in the fiscal document lifecycle.

The Fiscal Document Generation feature performs the regular approval flow. It also enables you to:

- Cancel the fiscal document when it is approved by the tax authority; the goods or services are not shipped or

provided.

ORACLE
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- Void a fiscal document if you want to report to the Tax Authority that you cannot use the fiscal document
number.

- Generate the fiscal document in contingency mode so that the goods can be shipped regardless of any
communication issues with tax authority.

- Review taxes returned by city tax authority when they are different from the calculated taxes.

The Fiscal Document Generation tasks to handle these flows are the same, whether the fiscal document is generated in
Inventory Management or Receivables.

Fiscal Document Cancellation Flow

You can cancel a fiscal document for several reasons, such as errors in the fiscal document data, cancellations by a
customer, or issues in the shipment process.

To cancel a goods or services fiscal document, complete these prerequisites:

- Tax authority approves the fiscal document.

- Corresponding taxable event has not taken place yet. For example, goods were not issued or services were not
provided.

- Cancellation is requested within the prescribed time limit specified by the tax authority.

- Any other tax authority requirement.

The request for
cancellation is now available for extraction and consumption by a third party, who submits the request to the
tax authority.

Partners generate the cancellation request XML file based on the extract file and communicate it to the tax
authority.
The tax authority can approve or raise validation errors for the cancellation request. Partners communicate the
tax authority’s response through the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process.
If the cancellation request is approved, the fiscal document status changes to Canceled, otherwise it changes
back to Approved. In this case, take the appropriate action according to the type of error returned by the tax
authority.
After the fiscal document is canceled, depending on the fiscal document’s generation, take the appropriate
action.

a. If the fiscal document was generated in Receivables, manually void the Receivables transaction.

b. If the fiscal document was generated based on the shipment, the shipment lines should be unassigned so

the corresponding order lines become available for another shipment.

When you request the cancellation of one of the fiscal documents
associated with the invoice, the status of all other fiscal documents with the Approved status automatically
changes to Marked as Canceled. You can void the service invoice when cancellation requests are approved and
all fiscal documents are in the Canceled status.

- If the goods fiscal document is in the Generated status, the application automatically requests you
to void the goods fiscal document.

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Fiscal Document Void Flow

You must report about a fiscal document you created by mistake to the tax authority so that the fiscal document
number of that document is not used.

As the gapless document sequence controls the fiscal document number, all fiscal document numbers must be
sequential and gapless. However, a technical problem or an unintentional error may require you to void a fiscal
document. To void a fiscal document of goods, these conditions must be met:

1. Status of the fiscal document is not approved, canceled, or rejected.
2. Void request is within the prescribed time limit specified by the tax authority.
3. Any other requirement by the tax authority.

When the SEFAZ tax authority web services connection fails, you can generate the fiscal document in the contingency
mode so that the process of sending the goods to the destination is not interrupted.

Here are the contingency types available for use:

- Precedent event of issuance provided in contingency (EPEC) Auxiliary document security form (FS-DA)
- SEFAZ virtual contingency site (SVC)

You can only request a contingency fiscal document for these fiscal document statuses:

- Upload failed: The tax authority service is unavailable. The request for fiscal document approval was not
processed by the tax authority.

- Pending Return: The request for the fiscal document approval is pending the tax authority. The tax authority
may or may not have processed the request.

Note: You must identify the differences between these two fiscal document statuses, as they impact how the

contingency fiscal document is generated and how the return of original request for fiscal document approval
is handled.

(DANFE) for EPEC.

9. Click Generate Fiscal Document. This action submits the Generate Fiscal Document Number process that generates
a new fiscal document key.

Note: If the fiscal document status is Pending Return, a copy of the original fiscal document is generated with a
new fiscal document number. However, if the fiscal document status is Upload Failed, the same fiscal document
number is used for the contingency fiscal document. The fiscal document status changes to Generated as
contingency.
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10.In the Actions menu, select Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority. This process creates an extract file containing
the contingency fiscal document information and changes the fiscal document status to Sent.

11. In the Send Fiscal Documents to Tax Authority page, enter the selection criteria to select the fiscal document records
that you want to extract.

12. Click Submit Request.

Note: The partner generates the contingency request XML file based on the extract file and sends to alternative
tax authority.

The alternative tax authority can approve, reject, or raise validation errors for the contingency request. Partners
can communicate the tax authority response through the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process. If
contingency request is approved, the fiscal document status changes to Approved.

13. In the Actions menu, select Print Fiscal Document to print the regular DANFE.

o If the fiscal document was generated in Receivables, the transaction is automatically completed. If the fiscal
document was generated based on the shipment, the Ship Confirm action is enabled.

o If the tax authority raised errors in the contingency fiscal document, the status changes to Errors. You
must take an appropriate action depending on the type of error returned by the tax authority. If necessary,
regenerate the contingency fiscal document.

o If the tax authority rejects the contingency fiscal document, the document status changes to Rejected. The
corresponding Receivables transaction cannot be completed, or the corresponding shipment cannot be
confirmed. You must regularize the scenario with the tax authorities.

Handling the Response to the Original Request for Fiscal Document Approval

This section discusses the steps that the tax authority takes to regularize the situation of pending return fiscal
documents as required by the government.

The regular tax authority is the tax authority of the ship-from state, to which the original request for fiscal document
approval was submitted. After the regular tax authority returns to normal operations, fiscal document generation
handles and regularizes those fiscal documents that are in the Pending return status as required by the government.

These actions are performed automatically:

- Cancellation of the fiscal documents in the Pending return status, which are approved by the regular tax
authority, and has the corresponding commercial transaction registered in a contingency fiscal document.

- Void the fiscal documents in the Pending return status, which are neither approved nor rejected by the regular
tax authority.

When the contingency fiscal document was initiated, only the fiscal documents in the Pending Return status were
subject to this processing. In this case, the regular tax authority may or may not have processed the original request and
therefore a copy of the original fiscal document is generated with a new fiscal document number as a contingency fiscal
document.

This image describes how tax authority regularizes the original fiscal documents after the communication to the regular
tax authority is restored:
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These steps outline the flow of regularization of a contingency fiscal document:

1.

Import the tax authority response from your partner through the Import Fiscal Document Approval Information
process.

If a copy of the original fiscal document was generated as a contingency fiscal document with a new fiscal document
number, the import process checks for the tax authority return code.

If the tax authority approves the original fiscal document, the fiscal document status automatically changes to
Marked as Canceled and the request for cancellation is sent to the tax authority. If the cancellation is approved, the
status changes to Canceled, otherwise it changes to Approved and you have to manually request the fiscal document
cancellation again.

. If the tax authority returns the original fiscal document with errors, the fiscal document status automatically changes

to Marked as Void and the request for void is sent to the tax authority. If the void is approved, the status changes to
Void, otherwise it changes to Errors, and you have to manually request the fiscal document void again.

If the tax authority rejects the original fiscal document, the status changes to Rejected. You must resolve the issue
that is causing the rejection with the tax authorities.

Handling Tax Authority Returns

The fiscal document event code is the request type sent to the tax authority. To submit a contingency fiscal document
approval request, the fiscal document event code must be Contingency Request.

The Import Fiscal Document Approval Information process verifies each tax authority return code and moves the fiscal
document to the corresponding fiscal document status. From the Manage Fiscal Document Generation task, you can
view the fiscal document status and take these appropriate actions.

Fiscal Document with Tax Differences

Service fiscal documents generated by fiscal document generation are actually temporary service documents (Recibo
Provisério de Servicos - RPS) until the city tax authority generates the real fiscal documents.

The actual service tax (ISS) is calculated and stated by the city tax authority along with the fiscal document return even
though companies calculate and report the service tax in the RPS.

If the tax authority raised errors in the fiscal document, the status changes to Errors. You must correct the setup or
transaction information and request for the fiscal document again.

Click Fiscal Document Status and review the Tax Name, Taxable
Amount, Tax Rate, and Tax Amount as indicated by the tax authority. Based on this information, create a tax invoice
adjustment to record the tax differences.

You can use the spreadsheets to manage the transaction tax setups in Oracle ERP Cloud.

Note: This is a sample setup. The actual configuration may vary based on your requirements. You can make the
necessary modifications to the Rl spreadsheets before uploading them.

Delivery and invoice based tax point transaction tax requirements are available in Brazil. Each tax in a tax regime has tax
statuses, tax rates, and tax rules for tax calculations. For example, ICMS regime has three types of taxes such as ICMS,
ICMS-DF, and ICMS-ST.

Tax configuration consists of tax rules to define exceptions.

Transaction Tax Processing for Brazil

You can use Oracle ERP Cloud to determine the tax applicability on each transaction line and create the applicable tax
lines.

Each tax line displays the tax regime, tax name, tax jurisdiction, tax status, tax rate, and tax amount. The required
distribution lines are created for each tax line.

Here is an example that illustrates a simple purchase transaction and how the tax determination process is configured
to create tax lines. An organization based in Sao Paulo (SP) sells and dispatches two different products to one of its
customers located in SP. This transaction is subject to ICMS tax, which is levied on the movement of goods. A buyer
enters the invoice in Payables with these transaction lines:

The Determine Place of Supply step identifies the applicable place of supply - the location where the supply of goods or
services is deemed to have taken place for a specific tax. Oracle ERP Cloud identifies the tax jurisdiction for the location
corresponding to the place of supply. Here the place of supply is the Ship From location. However, in some cases the
Ship To location is the place of supply. Oracle ERP Cloud supports both the ship from and ship to locations as the place
of supply.

Set up tax registrations for the legal reporting units of the company and the customers or suppliers. A tax registration
contains information related to a party's transaction tax obligation with a tax authority for a tax jurisdiction where it
conducts business.

Tax recovery is a full or partial recovery of tax paid on purchases by a registered legal reporting unit to offset the taxes
collected from sales transactions. Some of the transaction taxes for Brazil are recoverable when they comply with
applicable regulations. In Oracle ERP Cloud, tax recovery functionality can be configured and managed. In Brazil, the
recovery rate on a tax varies based on one or more transaction factors. Set up recovery rate rules to determine the
appropriate recovery rate on the transaction.

In Oracle ERP Cloud, the cross regime compounding option and taxable basis formulas manage tax compounding. ICMS
and IPI are created as separate regimes.

To enable cross regime compounding option, follow these steps:

Each tax determining factor class contains determining factor names that
constitute the contents of the class. This example uses product fiscal classification based tax determining factor for
taxable basis rule.

Manage Quantity Based Taxes in Brazil

In Brazil, IPl when levied on the basis of quantity then taxable basis is quantity of the product in specific unit of measure
example - m3, liters, ml, box, cm, m, kg, ton and unit.

The IPl amount is predefined for each product (in BRL) by the Brazil Government with the formula:

IPI tax amount = quantity x IPI per unit.

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Manage Differential Taxes Due to Differences in Tax Rates

In Brazil, differential taxes are levied for some taxable events. ICMS-DF is levied on goods that are procured from a
different state at a lower tax rate, instead of sourced from within the state.

The regular tax is levied on the customer and also the difference between the intrastate and interstate tax rates is
additionally levied as a differential tax on the customer procuring the goods. The differential tax is a tax liability once
the goods are received, and must be paid to the tax authorities. It is non recoverable.

ICMS tax is applicable on the
transaction. Per tax laws, ICMS tax rate is 18% if it is sourced from within the state (intrastate rate) and 12% if sourced
from outside the state (interstate rate).

The tax rate percentage of ICMS-DF is a derived value and the difference between intrastate and interstate ICMS tax
rates.

You can use the tax calculation formula to determine the tax amount on a transaction line.

ICMS-DF tax amount is modified by deducting ICMS, as both the taxes are applicable on the same transaction line.

You can define the tax calculation formula with compounding criteria to address this requirement. ICMS tax uses an
interstate tax rate percentage to calculate the tax amount. ICMS-DF tax must be configured to derive the corresponding
intrastate tax rate.

Manage Tax Substitution

In Brazil, Tax Substitution (ST) is defined as a tax collection system in which a taxpayer is responsible for paying the tax
due from all the other members of the production and retail chain.

ST is applicable on the transaction taxes ICMS, and PIS and COFINS. In addition to the regular ICMS and PIS and COFINS,
the taxpayer is liable to pay all applicable taxes until the material reaches the customer.

Here's an example.

A manufacturer sells goods to a wholesaler. The wholesaler sells the goods to the retailer and the retailer sells the goods
to a customer at an incremental pricing. The manufacturer selling products to a wholesaler is subject to ICMS and ICMS-
ST in the order to cash cycle.

The manufacturer becomes a substitute taxpayer responsible for the retention and payment of the tax on the product
price when it reaches customer. This amount is 180 BRL. The manufacturer must pay ICMS on the sale price to the
wholesaler (100 BRL) and ICMS ST on the sale price to the customer (180 BRL).

The ICMS-ST value-added-margin (MVA) taxable basis is calculated as follows:

ICMS-ST computation based on MVA for intrastate trade
 Selling Price =100 BRL
« Own ICMS 18% on sales price to Wholesaler (100*18%) = 18 BRL
MVA = 80%
ICMS ST Taxable Basis (100+80) = 180 BRL
ICMS ST 18% on sales price to Customer (180*18%) = 32.40 BRL
ICMS ST 18% after deducting regular ICMS on sales price to Wholesaler (32.40 -18) = 14.40
In Brazil, the value addition percentage can be MVA or adjusted MVA.

If the transaction takes place between states involving certain types of products, for which there is a tax agreement
between the states known as protocol, then the adjusted MVA is applicable.

Value Added Margin (MVA)

You can configure taxable basis formula with an option to specify the Value-Added-Margin (MVA).

A taxable basis formula determines the taxable basis of a transaction line. The tax rate is applied on the taxable basis
amount to derive the tax amount on a transaction line. In this scenario, the formula type is Line Amount, which uses the
amount on the transaction line to derive the taxable basis.

If the country associated with the tax regime is Brazil, then the taxable basis formula includes an option to specify MVA.
Different value addition percentages can be configured based on the transaction parameters such as:

Ship-from geography

Ship-to geography

Product fiscal classification
Transaction business category

You can set the priorities to evaluate the sequence of these transaction conditions. In this scenario, intrastate trade is
configured as the first priority and the interstate trade is the second priority.

VAP: Derived by a simple formula (1+MVA percentage/100).
For this example, if MVA is 80%, then VAP (1+80/100) is 1.8. If the adjusted MVA percentage is 50.2%, then VAP
(1+50.2/100) is 1.502.

Differential Taxes Due to Differences in Taxable Basis

ICMS-ST is levied on the value added taxable basis. After calculating ICMS-ST tax amount, ICMS is deducted.

A period based threshold has a minimum or maximum tax amount that are applied for a definite period as stipulated by
the tax authority. In Brazil, the threshold amounts are applicable during withholding tax calculation.

Thresholds can apply at different levels: Some withholding taxes such as PIS, COFINS, and CSLL have a minimum
taxable base amount. Other withholding taxes have minimum or maximum withholding amounts that you must
compare with the final calculated withholding amount. For example, INSS_PF withholding tax applies to services
provided by a person to a company. The maximum INSS_PF tax amount to withhold for a month is 406.09 BRL.

Oracle ERP Cloud provides support for thresholds and schedule-based tax calculation for withholding taxes. Tax
authorities define thresholds at individual tax levels that are supported in Oracle ERP Cloud. You can define thresholds
based on period or document level, taxable amount, and tax amount level.

You can create and update internal material transfer requests from various sources such as Back -to -Back Supply for
Sales Orders, Self Service Procurement, and Manage Item Quantities from Inventory Management.

You can now generate a fiscal document for an internal material transfer shipment independent of its source.

Most of the fiscal document information such as ship-to party, ship-to location, carrier, products, quantities, and
amounts, is captured during shipment creation. After requesting the fiscal document from the shipment transaction,
you can view the fiscal document status from the Manage Shipments or Manage Fiscal Document Status pages.

For IMT shipment transactions, Fiscal Document Generation requires the legal reporting unit associated with the ship-
from inventory organization, and the legal reporting unit associated with the ship-to location. Before generating a fiscal
document for an IMT shipment, you must configure this information in the Manage Associated Business Entities task.

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Manage Fiscal Documents for Returns to Supplier

Overview of Managing Fiscal Documents for Returns to Supplier

You can now generate fiscal documents for returns to supplier shipments in Oracle Fusion Cloud ERP.

To return items to the supplier, you must generate a return fiscal document for transporting the returned items back
to the supplier. Returns are needed when a customer rejects an item from their received shipment or a defect is found
internally.

The returns process starts in Oracle Cloud Receiving and continues through to Oracle Cloud Shipping. For both the
return to supplier transaction in Receiving and the return fiscal document, the reversed taxes are calculated by prorating
the taxes calculated for the purchase fiscal document during the fiscal document capture.

The purchase fiscal document is automatically passed as a reference to both transactions. Pro-rata allocation is based
on the returned quantity indicated in the return to supplier transaction. Additionally, the return fiscal document is

generated with a reference to the purchase fiscal document in the fiscal document extract.

The legal reporting unit associated with the ship-from inventory organization can be predefined during the generation
of the return fiscal document. You can configure that legal reporting unit using the Manage Associated Business Entities

task.

Create a Return to Supplier Transaction

You can create a shipment or assign the return shipment lines to another shipment after you create the return to

supplier transaction.

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Note: The fiscal document for a return to the supplier transaction must include the same taxes that are required in
the inbound fiscal document capture. You must ensure that the receiving and receipt accounting distribution creation
have been fully processed before requesting the fiscal document for a return to the supplier transaction. Otherwise,
the fiscal document will miss the taxes, and the Send Fiscal Document to the Tax Authority process will not create the
fiscal document generation XML file.

You can now generate fiscal documents for fixed asset transfers in Oracle Fusion Cloud ERP.

If you physically move an asset from one location to another, and if the new location belongs to a different reporting
unit within an organization, you must generate a fiscal document for the asset transfer.

To generate a fiscal document for the asset transfer, follow the process that begins in Fixed Assets and continues
through to Receivables. For individual transfers and mass transfers, the transaction information is carried over
to Receivables to create invoices. These invoices act as the basis for fiscal document generation. Receivables and
accounting entries are not created for them.

From the invoice, you can request the fiscal document and proceed as the other fiscal document flows. You can track
the fiscal document status from Manage Fiscal Document Generation page. Once the tax authority approves the fiscal
document, the invoice is automatically completed.

To configure and manage fiscal documents for fixed asset transfers, follow these steps:

As the transaction type was configured to not account for the invoice, taxes are also not accounted or posted to GL.
The purpose of calculating the taxes in the invoice is to report them in the fiscal document. Therefore, you need to
create the journal entries related to the taxes manually.

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Manage Fiscal Documents for Miscellaneous Purposes

Overview of Managing Fiscal Documents for Miscellaneous
Purposes

You can now use the fiscal document generation feature in Oracle Fusion Cloud ERP to create inbound and outbound
fiscal documents for multiple purposes.

You can use this approach to create fiscal documents for a return from customer, a goods shipment for exportation, a
demonstration, a repair or a loan.

The Exportation of goods and Return from customer fiscal documents are used as examples. You can generate them
through Receivables.

You can manually create a Receivables invoice that is neither receivable nor accounted for so that you can calculate the
taxes. These taxes are reported in the fiscal document but you don't need to account for them. You must create any
necessary journal entries including those entries that are related to taxes manually.

Create a Transaction Type

A transaction type specifies how Receivables manages the invoice. You can define the transaction type used to create
invoices,

Follow these steps:

1. From the Setup and Maintenance work area, navigate to the Manage Transaction Types task.

2. Onthe Manage Transaction Types page, click Create.

3. Onthe Create Transaction Type page, select the transaction type set as the reference data set of this transaction
type.

You must create a fiscal document for an inbound transaction to record a return receipt if the customer returns goods
without issuing a return fiscal document.

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Note: You must select a CFOP code for inbound transactions.

11. Select the product fiscal classification as NCM and EX-TIPI numeric code, or use the default from the item
configuration.

12. Select the product type as Goods.

14.Select the freight level as Individual Transaction Lines to specify freight or other charges.
15. Click Save.

Note: Taxes are calculated according to the tax configuration. Review the calculated taxes on the Detail Tax Lines
page and update if necessary.

o Additional validations to check the fiscal document required information such as Product Type, Transaction

Note: A partner can use the fiscal document determinant type to differentiate inbound fiscal documents
from outbound fiscal documents. A return material authorization indicates a fiscal document for the
inbound transaction. All the other fiscal document determinant types are related to the fiscal documents
for outbound transactions.

e. Under the SALES_TRANSACTION path, configure the CFOP codes for inbound transactions as transaction
business categories. The CFOP codes are displayed as transaction business categories in Receivables
Invoice lines.

Manage Payables Collection Documents for Brazil

Overview of Managing Payables Collection Documents for Brazil

The Payables process completes with the payment of invoice installments. In Brazil, a collection document is received
from a supplier or supplier bank, in either a manual or electronic format, and is associated with invoice installments,
either manually or automatically.

You can make payments through various methods such as check, Bordero (Payment authorization), and electronic
file transfer (EFT). EFT is used for the bank collection process. The interest and penalties are calculated for overdue
invoices according to the legislation and agreed terms between the seller and buyer. You can configure these terms in
the application, per business unit, supplier or even supplier sites.

You can use Oracle Financials Cloud to perform these tasks:

Enter or import collection documents manually.
- Associate the documents to installments manually or automatically.
- Generate payments considering working days calendar.
- Calculate interest on late payments automatically.

Make payments by exchanging payment electronic files with banks through your EFT formats, which can be
configured for various banks.

Bank Returns for Brazil

The supplier bank sends the collection document file to the company, who then associates the collection documents
against installments and ultimately generates the payments.

Once a payment is generated, a bank return number is also generated with the status Submitted. This number goes
with the payment file to the supplier bank and works as an identification number when the supplier bank sends the
bank return file back to the company.

Manage Bank Returns

Use the Manage Bank Returns feature to monitor payments that are generated and submitted to the banks. A bank
return number is generated for each payment. The application displays a list of bank returns with details such as bank
return number, payment request ID, supplier, and bank return status. For some regions, for each bank return, it also
displays the associated installments and the respective gross and paid amounts.

To manage bank returns, follow these steps:

Navigate from the Payables menu and select Payments.

Click Tasks.

In the Bank Returns for Brazil region, select Manage Bank Returns.
Search for bank returns or installments.

Click Submit.

After the bank return is found, if the status is Error, follow these steps:

1. Fix the data issue, such as a missing bank return code, and run the validation process again.

2. Ifitis not possible to fix the error or validate, you can reject and purge the bank return, fix the bank return file,
and upload again.

Collection Documents Matching Considerations

Here are the matching considerations that the application follows when the collection documents are manually entered
or imported.

Automatic Association of Collection Documents to Unpaid Installments
When the collection documents are manually entered or imported, the application attempts to automatically find and

associated invoice installments as per this criteria:
- The Enable Collection Documents Processing check box must be enabled at all levels.
- The payables invoice must be validated.
- The corresponding installments must be on-hold, unpaid, and unmatched to any other collection document.

- The automatic matching functionality is triggered based on the previous criteria when you import the
installments.

- The Match Installments Automatically option must be selected to manually enter the collections documents.

Manual Association of Collection Documents to Unpaid Installments

When collections documents are entered manually in the Associated Installments region, you can manually enter the
associated installments to collection documents and select the desired installments manually until the values achieve
the predefined matching tolerances.

Note: The same criteria outlined for the automatic association is applicable to the manual association.

Withholding Taxes Impact on Matching

When collection documents should be matched net of the withholding amount, select Net Payable Amount for the
Collection Document Match Amount Type field at the supplier level.

In Brazil, the collection documents are usually issued with the gross amount. Some suppliers might issue the collection
documents net of the withholding amount. In both cases, the application can be configured accordingly by setting the
Collection Document Match Amount Type field at the supplier level to either gross amount or net payable amount.

Withholding Taxes at Invoice Validation Time

Consider an invoice of R$1000,00 and a withholding tax such as the National Social Security Tax (INSS) at 10%
calculated at invoice validation time.
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Amount type Value
Invoice Amount 1.000,00
Withholding Amount -100,00
Payment amount to Supplier 900,00

Considering the collection document match amount type was set to net amount, the company receives a collection
document from the supplier bank of R$ 900,00 at a later date.

If the collection document payable amount received from the supplier bank and the installment payment amount
match, and are within the tolerance limit, the association occurs automatically.

Withholding Taxes at Payment Time

For example, consider an invoice of R$ 1.000,00 and a withholding tax such as the National Revenue Income Tax (IRRF)
at 10% calculated at payment time.

Amount Type Value
Invoice Amount 1.000,00
Withholding Amount Invoice Time INSS -100,00

Withholding Amount Payment Time IRRF = -90,00

Payment amount to Supplier 810,00

In the example, the invoice has two withholding taxes, INSS at invoice time and IRRF at payment time. The base amount
for the second one was configured to net of taxes. Therefore, it is the invoice gross amount minus any withholding taxes
previously calculated.

The payment time withholding tax is triggered before the Collection Document Association process. In such case, the
taxable base amount for IRRF is R$ 900,00 (1000,00 minus 100,00 INSS tax), and the payment amount is R$ 810,00.

If the collection document payable amount received from the supplier bank and the installment payment amount
match, and are within the tolerances, the association occurs automatically.

Discount and Abatement Impact on Matching

Similar to the matching treatment for withholding taxes, select Net Payable Amount for the Collection Document
Match Amount Type field at the supplier level to match collection documents net of discounts and abatements.

When you select Net Payable Amount, the amount considered for installment is the gross amount, minus the discount,
minus the withholding tax. The application attempts to match the amount against the collection document payable
amount automatically.

Using the previous example, the calculations are given in this table:
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Amount Type Value
Invoice Amount 1.000,00
Discount 5% for anticipated payment -50,00
Payment amount to Supplier 950,00

The company receives a collection document of R$ 1000,00 with discount instructions from the supplier bank. The
collection document is matched to the installment. During the payment, if the payment meets the discount conditions,
then the payment to the collection document is the gross amount minus the discount amount.

Interest and Penalties Impact on Matching
The interest and penalty charges on the collection document have no impact to the Installment Association process.

Instructions related to the interest and penalties are in separate fields and are not as a part of the overall collection
document amount. They are assessed at the time of payment by the application based on the predefined configuration.
They impact the overall payment amount of the matched installment to the collection document, but do not have an
impact on the matching process.

Electronic File Transfer for Payments

Banks in Brazil offer companies the ability to exchange electronic files with the banks to perform payments. An
electronic file consists of a set of records with information related to the payment types such as direct account credit,
available electronic transfer (TED), credit order document (DOC), collection document payment, and concessionaire
payment.

A standard flat file layout (CNAB standard) defined for the banks is used. However, the banks may create different
layouts to achieve their needs.

The Electronic File Transfer process includes:
- Configuring and generating electronic payment files.
Electronic payment file structure.
Integration - Creating electronic payment files to payer bank specified formats.

Bank return files import

Configuring and Generating Electronic Payment Files

The Create and Extract Brazil Electronic Payment Files process is composed of a onetime configuration that provides
all the required configuration data. You can run the Payment Process Request process to create payment files.
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This image outlines the overall steps to generate electronic payment files:

Setup Transactions

The main configuration steps to configure and generate electronic payment files for Brazil are as follows:

- Payment formats for Brazil
Payment methods for Brazil

Once the configuration is done, the Submit Payment Process Request job can be executed.

Brazil Electronic Payment File Structure
The flat file layout can be split into three parts:

- File Header Register: One line in the file identified by O. The header has the company information.

- Services Batches: Contains detailed information of payments made to each third-party supplier. Services
batches can be more than one line in the file and are represented by these three parts:

o Batch Service Header Register identified by 1.

o Batch Service Detail Register identified by 3.

o Batch Service Trailer Register identified by 5.
Note: One Batch Service Header Register can be only one payment method in the batch, so if the
first-party has two payments in the EFT, one DOC and another TED, the flat file has two Batch Service

Header Register for each payment type. However, if the first-party has two payments in the EFT, but
the payment method is the same, in this case DOC, the flat file has one Batch Service Header Register.

- File Trailer Register: One line in the file identified by 9.

Payment File Flow Automation using Web Service

You can automate data extract from the user-defined Bl Publisher reports using Oracle ERP Integration Web Services.
The approach is to automate end-to-end orchestration using Oracle ERP Integration Services and avoid high touch
integration scenarios for handling individual transactions.

Bank Return Files Import
The Brazil Bank Return Files Import and Validation process starts with users receiving the Payer Banks Processing
Return files with the respective formats. Users must implement a process to execute a conversion to the Oracle
Financials Cloud Import format and generate a .csv file following that format. The file should be transmitted to the
Oracle WebCenter Content. The Load and Import process and Validate process must be executed.

You can process the corporate card issuer payments using the Brazilian collection documents.

The collection documents, processing payments for the regular suppliers, can also process payments for the credit card
issuers registered as parties.
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The enhanced Create Collection Documents page allows you to select either a supplier or a party. Select the corporate
card issuer party and the corresponding invoices interfaced from Expenses enabled for collection document processing.

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Third-Party Supplier Payments for Brazilian Collection Documents

Make payments using Brazilian collection documents from a supplier on behalf of other suppliers. There are centralized
billing scenarios in Brazil where suppliers bill on their own behalf and on behalf of other suppliers in the same invoice
document, representing each amount as a different installment and optionally requesting a different payment method

on each installment.
To make payments using Brazilian collection documents from a supplier, follow these steps:

1. Create a Payables invoice and use the installment Third-Party Payment fields: Remit-to Supplier, Address Name
and Payment Method to process the payment to another party on behalf of the supplier invoice using the
Brazilian collection document payment method.

2. Use Remit-to Supplier in the collection document to associate the invoice installments eligible for third-party
payment. In the Create Collection Document page or through the Payables Collection Documents FBDI, the
automatic association searches and tries to match an installment to a collection document using the Remit-to
Supplier value if provided in the installment, or to the invoice supplier.

Multiple Brazilian Payment Methods When Using Collection
Documents

You can use multiple payment methods with collections documents on Brazilian Payables invoices. When the payee
bills on behalf of different suppliers, the payment process productivity increases by using installments associated to
Brazilian Payment Method Type for collection document and other types in the same Payables invoice.

The Brazilian Payment Method Type associated to the payment method indicates whether an installment requires a
collection document and if a hold should be placed on the installment. This eliminates the previous requirement for all
installments to have a Payment Method Type aligned with the Enable Collection Document Processing option.

Note: The Enable Collection Document Processing option on the Payables invoice header is still available for those
users who haven't enabled this feature. If the feature is enabled, this field is not used for validation or processing.
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Manage Bank Collections Remittance for Brazil

Overview

In Brazil, Banks play an important role in the company’s collections process. The payment collection process involves a
series of transactions between the supplier, customer, and the bank.

Such processes are automated using electronic file transfers that transfer information from companies to banks, and the
return from banks to companies. The data flows are as follows:

Electronic file transfer from Company to Bank

Companies send information about required collections that are based on invoice payment terms to their
collection bank (bank collections remittance).

Companies send information about updates, discounts, or protests and corrections in relation to files sent for
collection (bank collection updates remittance).

Electronic file transfer from Bank to Company

After the collection, the bank collects a payment from the customer and transfers information to the company,
so receipts can be created and applied against the customer’s balance. This process is called Bank Collection
Returns.

Note: The electronic files mentioned previously must follow the standardized text file format defined by the
Brazilian Bank Association (FEBRABAN). The format is called Bank Automation National Center (CNAB) but
the file layout might vary slightly from bank to bank.

Solution Overview

This section discusses the solution overview of the Bank Collections Remittance process.

You can perform these tasks:
- Generate the Bank Collections Remittance file based on the customer invoices payment terms.
Define and submit corrections, and updates for the remittance files already submitted.
Import the Bank Collection Return file from the bank.
- Generate receipts and update customer’s balances.
These features are associated with the Bank Collection Remittance process:
- Create Receivables Invoices and Remittance Batch
Update Collection Documents
- Automatically Create Receipts and Bank Return

Process Flow
This image shows the steps included in the process flow.
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Bank Collection Remittance Process

After you create a Receivables transaction and completes the final approval process of the fiscal document, the
Receivables invoice is available for selection in a remittance batch.

Remittance batches are used to send information to the company’s bank for payment collection. The information that is
sent to a bank can include instructions for the bank such as the collection of interest charges and protest after due date.
You can set the criteria to automatically or manually select the installments and include them in the remittance batch.

The collection documents are created in Receivables for the installments. After you create the collection documents to
send to a bank, you can review the collection documents that were selected in the batch and remove any as necessary.

You can define the limit parameters and default information for document selection such as the maximum number

of documents per remittance batch, the minimum and maximum amount for each document, and the minimum and
maximum total amount for the remittance batch. The specific bank remittance formats can be assigned to each bank.
Once the remittance batch details are reviewed, the remittance batch is formatted to send to a bank. If there is an error
in the format process, you can make corrections and reformat the batch. A remittance batch can also be canceled before
a bank return is done.

Update Collection Documents

The bank collection updates are used to provide further directions for the collection documents that have already been
sent to the bank.

Once the updates are created, a collection updates remittance batch is generated and formatted to send to the bank.
You can also set the automatic collection document updates based on certain actions, and also create the collection
document updates manually.

Automatically Create Receipts and Bank Return

It is important for the banks to return information about collections in the form of a file that can be imported in the
application.

The Import Bank Returns for Brazil program is available to import and validate the bank return details in the file. The
same program is used to upload and validate the records that are manually entered in the spreadsheet. Validation is
done against the related collection documents. The bank return records that are rejected by this process are shown on
the Bank Return Import Report.

Imported bank return records that were rejected during the validation process need to be corrected. A Correct Bank
Returns spreadsheet is available in Oracle Financials Cloud to upload the corrected details. The uploaded details
are validated the same as in the import process procedure. A Receivables receipt is created automatically after you
complete the import process.

Validation is
done against the related collection documents. The bank return records that are rejected by this process are shown on
the Bank Return Import Report.

Imported bank return records that were rejected during the validation process must be corrected. A Correct Bank
Returns spreadsheet is available in Oracle Financials Cloud to upload the corrected details. The uploaded details are
validated in the same way as the import process. A Receivables receipt is created automatically after the import process
is completed.

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Manage Bank Returns

After the bank return file is imported or created from a spreadsheet, you can review the bank returns as discussed
previously. You can also correct payment time withholding taxes that lead to the automatic generation of payment time
withholding adjustments. A receipt is automatically created for the credit amount received.

Debit memos are created for the difference between received interest versus calculated interest, which are above the
tolerance. Interest adjustments are automatically created for the received interest.

Interest write-off adjustments are automatically created for the difference between received interest versus calculated
interest which are within the tolerance limits.

Abatement adjustments are created only for the difference between abatement concessions versus received abatement
which are within the tolerance limits, otherwise the amounts are kept open in payment schedules for future collections
and negotiations.

Discounts are applied along with the receipt when they match with the configured discount. If there is no match, a
receipt is generated for the paid amount only, and the payment schedule remains open.

To fix bank returns data issues, follow these steps:

Note: Once the bank return is found, and if the status is displayed as an error, then you can:

Successful completion of the data import leads
to the automatic creation of adjustments and debit memos.

Bank Collections Remittance Process Considerations

Impact of Withholding Taxes on Collection Documents

Receivables can calculate withholding taxes at invoice entry time or at payment time, per the requirements and
configuration.

The Calculation Point configuration is set up at the Tax level and in the Configuration Owner Tax Options page. For the
business unit and legal entity, the calculation must be turned on at both invoice and payment time because there are
applicable withholding taxes at both taxation points.

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Withholding Taxes at Invoice Time

When withholding taxes are calculated at invoice time, you can manually adjust the invoice which in turn adjusts the
amount due remaining in the payment schedules.

Manual adjustments can be entered for invoice time withholding either before or after the collection document
generation.

Withholding Taxes at Payment Time

When withholding taxes are calculated at payment time, you do not need to manually adjust the invoice. In such cases,
the application creates automatic payment time withholding adjustments during the bank return which deduct the
amount due remaining from the payment schedules.

When you receive the bank return file with the payment amount, you can review and adjust the calculated payment time
withholding values. Payment time withholding taxes are created when the collection document is generated.

Here is an example:

Invoice amount $ 1,000.00

Withholding tax at 10% =$ -100.00

Invoice or payment time withholding taxes reduce the collection document payable amount: 1000 -100 = $ 900.

Note: The bank return process generates payment time withholding adjustments (example, -100) which deducts the
payment time withholding amount from the payment schedule (1000 - 100 = 900).

Discounts, Abatements, and Adjustments Impact Collection Documents
This section discusses how discounts, abatements and adjustments impact the collection documents.

The creation of an applied credit memo triggers an automatic update of the corresponding collection document for
abatements and write off.

The creation of an adjustment for an invoice triggers an automatic update to the collection documents for negative
adjustments and write offs.

Discount instructions for both the Bank Remittance Batch file and Bank Updates Remittance Batch file such as limit
payment date for granting discount and calculated discount value are generated based on the updates to payment
terms. This can be either before the generation of the collection document, which leads to discount instructions in
the Remittance batch file, or after the generation and submission of the remittance batch file, which leads to discount
instructions in the Bank Updates Remittance batch file.

When the bank return file is imported, the payment related fields such as paid amount, discount amount, calculated
interest, and other fields, are compared to the values in the collection document and tolerances defined. The differences
can be either written off or adjusted.

Abatement adjustments are created only for the difference between abatement concessions versus received abatement
which are within the tolerance limits, otherwise the amounts are kept open in payment schedules for future collections
and negotiations.
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Discounts are applied along with the receipt when they match with the configured discount. If there is no match, a
receipt is generated for the paid amount only, and the payment schedule remains open.

How Interest and Penalties Impact Collection Documents?

In Brazil, you can calculate the interest for late payments on invoices. Interest is calculated based on the amount or rate
within an interest period. In addition, penalties can be applied in the form of an amount or based on a rate whenever a
late payment is made.

- All nonbusiness days (national and city holidays, plus weekends) are considered for determining the due
date for payments. User-defined controls are required to anticipate, postpone, or keep a due date based on
nonbusiness days for interest calculation.

- Grace days are allowed whereby interest is not charged for a number of days after the due date.
- Both simple and compound interest calculations are supported for rate-based interest.

Interest control parameters, such as interest rate, grace days and interest period, are configured at the customer profile
class level and these details default in the installments for transactions. Nonbusiness days that are defined in calendars
are used to help determine the payment due dates. Interest can be based on either the total amount of the invoice or a

partial payment.

For receipts, Receivables determines the difference between the calculated interest and the received interest. If the
calculated interest is greater than the received interest, then the difference can either be written off or a debit memo can
be generated.

Debit memos are created for the difference between received interest versus calculated interest, which are beyond the
tolerance.

Interest adjustments are automatically created for the received interest.

Interest write-off adjustments are automatically created for the difference between received interest versus calculated
interest, that are within the tolerance.

Use the Derived Factor Formula for Complex Inclusive
Taxes

Use the new Derived Factor Formula to automatically derive the factor needed to adjust the intrinsic price for certain
inclusive taxes.

Some countries require complex formulas to calculate taxes, such as the new taxes introduced by the Brazil VAT Tax
Reform that will take effect on January 1, 2027.

During the transition period to the Brazil 2026 Tax Reform--when current taxes coexist with new taxes introduced--the
current inclusive taxable basis needs to be adjusted by a factor to include both current and new taxes.

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Use the New Operator for Tax Derived Factor Condition Set

Use the Not equal to operator to create simplified tax rules based on tax-derived factors, where only exceptions need to
be considered.

For example, in a scenario where withholding tax is not applicable for 5 different transaction taxes except 1, you can
create a single rule using the Not equal to operator instead of creating a rule with 5 separate conditions.
