1.1 About Data Reporter

Learn how about Data Reporter.

Data Reporter is a fully self-service module which enables business users to quickly and easily
build applications and reports with little to no developer expertise. Data Reporter is designed
with the business user in mind.

With Data Reporter, an administrator creates and manages datasets built on tables available in
the APEX workspace. Business users can then use these datasets to quickly build reporting
applications containing powerful reports without any knowledge of the APEX development
environment.

Available Report Types

Data Reporter reporting applications support three report types:
e Interactive Report

* Faceted Search with Table

* Faceted Search with List

Each report type functions similarly to reports built in App Builder but features a streamlined
user interface that enables users to update reports and edit columns without needing to access
Page Designer, authoring SQL or building full APEX applications.

About Data Reporter Users

APEX users with developer privileges have full access to Data Reporter. Administrator can
also create and manage users exclusively within Data Reporter on the Manage User page.
Users created and managed within Data Reporter, have three distinct user roles:

Administrators can create and modify Data Reporter applications, manage dataset
objects, monitor activity, and manage Data Reporter user accounts.

Editors can create and modify reports in applications they have access to. Monitor activity
related to the applications they have access to.

Viewers have no development privileges and can only view application reports to which
they are given view access.

Existing APEX Users

In order to access Data Reporter, an existing APEX user must have the one of following
Account Privileges enabled:

¢ Administrator

* Useris a Developer and Data Reporter Access

@ Tip

By default, users with Administrator privileges also have the Data Reporter Access
privilege enabled.

Existing APEX users with these privileges access Data Reporter using the typical Oracle APEX
Sign In page.

1. Navigate to Oracle APEX Sign In page.

2. Provide the workspace name, username, and password and select Sign In.

3. On the Workspace home page, select Data Reporter.

Data Reporter Administrators

Data Reporter administrators also access Data Reporter using the typical Oracle APEX Sign In
page. However, after they provide the workspace name, username, and password, the Data
Reporter home page appears.

Data Reporter administrators have full access to Data Reporter but cannot access the full
Oracle APEX development environment unless granted the privileges by a Workspace or
Instance administrator. Data Reporter administrators only have Developer and Data Reporter
Access privileges.

@ Tip

A Workspace administrator can grant more privileges and therefore provide more
access by editing the user in Workspace Administration. Managing Users in a
Workspace in Oracle APEX Administration Guide.

Data Reporter Editor and Viewer Navigation

Data Reporter Editors and Viewers only have access a specific reporting application. These
users sign access Data Reporter, using the Application Name Sign In page.

When and Instance or Workspace administrator creates a new user and enables Developer
privileges, the Data Reporter Access attribute is automatically enabled.

An administrator can enable or disable this attribute by editing the user at either the workspace
or instance-level.

3. Select a user.
4. Account Privileges, Data Reporter Access:

3.1 About Setting Up Datasets

Datasets are groupings of related tables or views created by Data Reporter administrators.

When creating a dataset, Data Reporter administrators group related tables and views
together. A dataset exists at the workspace level. Once created, datasets are available for use
in Data Reporter applications.

A dataset provides context for reports created in the associated reporting applications. Data
Reporter editors create reporters in the reporting application based on the data in the dataset.

All datasets assigned to a Data Reporter application are available for reports in that
application. However, editors can choose to select a specific dataset for an individual report.

Once a dataset is available, you can use that dataset to build a reporting application and define
the reports you need. If a dataset is in use by a report, it cannot be deleted. Additionally,
individual tables or views within a dataset cannot be removed if they are referenced in reports
within an assigned Data Reporter application.

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3.3.2 Editing a Dataset Object Column

Edit column information, set a format mask, hide a column, or enable a facet through Dataset
Object Actions.

To edit a dataset object column:

1. From the Data Reporter home page, select Datasets.

2. Select the Dataset Name.

3. Under Dataset Objects, select the table or view to delete.
4

Select the table or view that contains the column to be edited.

@ Tip
A column can be part of a table and also part of a view. The attributes are not
synchronized, so you can set column attributes (including Display, Value Identifies

Row, Label, Description, Format Mask, and Facet) one way on the table and
another way on the view.

5. Locate the column, and select Edit.
6. Update the column:
a. Display - To hide the column, toggle Display off.
b. Value Identifies Row - See item-level help.
c. Label - The display label for the column.
d. Description - Description of the column.
e. Format Mask - Select a format mask to apply to the column.

f. Facet - Whether the column is visible as a facet. If the column is visible as a facet,
select whether the column is visible as a facet inline, or in a filter dialog.

7. Select Apply Changes.

3.3.3 Synchronizing a Dataset Object

Synchronize a dataset object on the dataset object page.

When you update a table or view to change the columns in it, that dataset object must be
synchronized so that the updated information shows in the dataset.

To synchronize a dataset object column:

In order to publish or unpublish specific reports, you must be a Data Reporter Editor or a
Data Reporter Administrator. When reports are unpublished, they cannot be viewed by
Data Reporter Viewers.

Only one version of a published report may be published at any given time. When you edit an
existing report, the changes are not visible to viewers until you publish the changes, and the
viewers continue to see the last published version of the report. When you unpublish a report,
the report is no longer available to viewers at all.

You can see whether a report is published or unpublished by viewing the reporting application
home page. The status of each report is listed under the status column as either Published or
Unpublished.

By default, Data Reporter administrators only have access to the Data Reporter module not to
the entire Oracle APEX development environment. However, a Workspace and Instance
administrator can edit user account privileges to give access to other components.
