1.1 Background

JMS (Java Message Service) is an API that provides the facility to create, send and read
messages. It provides loosely coupled, reliable communication. Messaging enables distributed
communication that is loosely coupled. A component sends a message to a destination, and
the recipient can retrieve the message from the destination. However, the sender and the
receiver do not have to be available at the same time in order to communicate. In fact, the
sender does not need to know anything about the receiver; nor does the receiver need to know
anything about the sender. The sender and the receiver need to know only which message
format and which destination to use.JMS configuration is required to send message (request)
to external system and receive processed message (response) from external system.

A JMS queue in Weblogic Server is associated with a number of additional resources:
JMS Server

A JMS server acts as a management container for resources within JMS modules. Some of its
responsibilities include the maintenance of persistence and state of messages and
subscribers. A JMS server is required in order to create a JMS module.

JMS Module

A JMS module is a definition which contains JMS resources such as queues and topics. A JIMS
module is required in order to create a JMS queue.

Subdeployment

JMS modules are targeted to one or more WLS instances or a cluster. Resources within a IMS
module, such as queues and topics are also targeted to a JIMS server or WLS server
instances. A subdeployment is a grouping of targets. It is also known as advanced targeting.

Connection Factory

A connection factory is a resource that enables JMS clients to create connections to JMS
destinations.

JMS Queue

A JMS queue (as opposed to a JMS topic) is a point-to-point destination type. A message is
written to a specific queue or received from a specific queue.
