password printing

1.2 Configure Password Printing Adapter

1. After successfully storing password in System, same will be available for printing to
administrator.

2. Currently when admin performs password printing for user, password printing data stored
in system in blob using adapter.

3. To override existing password printing implementation, you need to perform following
steps:

e Add adapter that implements
com.ofss.digx.app.sms.user.printinformation.provider.lUserInformationPrintAdapter.
Here you can add implementation for printing document for a user.
PasswordPrintinformationDTO object will contain username, password and other
documents(Password Letter/Welcome Letter).
