Business Application Programming Interfaces (B#Pare defined as APl methods of SAP
business object types. A BAPI is implemented &mation module that is stored and described in
the Function Builder. BAPIs are remotely enabled functions which mean that these can be invokec
from remote programs like standaéodavgprograms or Web services. This attribute of the BAPIs
helptofacilitate the integration of thirgharty systems with the SAP proprietary R/3 products. BAPI

is usually a seftontained business function.

Intermediate Document (IDpés an SAP document format for business transaction data transfers.
As the name ggests, these documents act as intermediate storage of information, which can be
sent bidirectionally for exchange of data between SAP R/3 andRi8rsystems.

An IDoc is made up of the following parts:

3.1 Business Application Programming Interfaces (BAPI)

programming methods in SAP. They enable a programmer to integratpdiiydsoftware into

the proprietary R/3 product from SAP. These interfaces can be yseddinal applications

developed by customers and complementary software partners as well as by other SAP
applications. For specific business tasks such as uploading transactional data, BAPIs are
implemented and stored in the R/3 systerRamoteFunctionCall (RFC) modules.

BAPIs provide the client with an objectiented view of the application objects without needing
to know the implementation details. BAPIs are always developed by defining scenarios which are
used to map and implement systernte bushess processes.

3.1.1 Standard BAPI

RFC is the protocol used by SAP for remote communication, that ispfomunications between
remote (independent) systems.

A Remote Function Call (RFC) is the call or remexecuion of a Remote Function Module in
an external system.

RFC is used for communications between two independent SAP systems, or for communications
between an SAP system and a +8AP system, such as an external application. It can also be
used for communications between modules on the same system.

Using the RFC interfacegou can extend the functionality of R/3 applications from an external
program.

When an adapter raises an exception duringtirae, the SOAP agent produces a SOAP fault
element in the generated SOAP response. The SOAP fault element contains fault code and fault
string elements. The fault string contains the native error descriptionthe adapter target

system. Since adapters use the target system interfaces and APIs, whether an exception is raisec
depends on how the target systems interface or API treats the error condition. If a SOAP request
message is passed to an adapter bys®AP agent and that request is invalid based on the

WSDL for that service, then the adapter may raise an exception yielding a SOAP fault.
