Starting the Oracle Universal Installer
The Oracle Universal Installer can be started in various ways, depending
on how the product distribution is packaged.

Configuring Oracle Configuration Manager
During an Oracle Fusion Middleware installation, you will be asked
whether or not you want to configure your system to automatically
check for security updates on the Security Updates screen. If you choose
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System Requirements for Oracle Universal Installer

to do so, Oracle Configuration Manager is installed and configured
through the product installer.

1.1 System Requirements for Oracle Universal Installer

To prepare to run the Oracle Universal Installer on your system, make sure to verify
the system requirements.

See "Oracle Universal Installer Requirements” in Oracle Fusion Middleware System
Requirements and Specifications.

1.2 Understanding the Oracle Central Inventory

The Oracle central inventory stores information about all Oracle software products
installed in all Oracle homes on your system, provided the products were installed
using the Oracle Universal Installer.

Each time the Oracle Universal Installer is run, it checks your system for a central
inventory location. If no central inventory location is found (for example, this is the
first time you are installing an Oracle product on your system), you will be prompted
to create one (Specifying the Oracle Central Inventory Location on UNIX Operating
Systems).

Inventory information is stored in Extensible Markup Language (XML) format. The
XML format enables easier diagnosis of problems and faster loading of data. Any
secure information is not stored directly in the central inventory. As a result, during
removal of some products, you may be prompted to enter the required credentials for
validation.

Oracle recommends placing the central inventory on a local file system that is not
shared by other systems, since the central inventory is a system-specific inventory of
the installations on this system. It is strongly recommended that you place the central
inventory on a local disk so that installations from other systems do not corrupt the
inventory. You should not place the central inventory in any Oracle home, Domain
home or Application home location.

All products installed into the same Oracle home must be associated with the same
Oracle central inventory.

Specifying the Oracle Central Inventory Location on UNIX Operating Systems
On UNIX operating systems, you can use the graphical installer or silent
installation to set the Oracle central inventory location.

Oracle Central Inventory Location on UNIX Operating Systems
To find the Oracle central inventory on UNIX operating systems, look
for the or al nst . | oc file.

Oracle Central Inventory Location on Windows Operating Systems
On Windows operating systems, the default location for the central
inventory directory is C: \ Program Fi | es\ Oracl e\ I nventory.

1.2.1 Specifying the Oracle Central Inventory Location on UNIX Operating Systems

On UNIX operating systems, you can use the graphical installer or silent installation to
set the Oracle central inventory location.

Setting the Oracle Central Inventory Location Using the Graphical Installer on
UNIX Operating Systems
If no existing Oracle central inventory is detected on your UNIX
operating system when installing Oracle products using the Oracle
Universal Installer graphical interface, you will see the Installation
Inventory Setup screen.

Setting the Oracle Central Inventory Location Using Silent Installation on UNIX
Operating Systems
On UNIX operating systems, for silent installation, the Oracle central
inventory must be setup on your system before you run the installation.
To do this, you must run the / t np/ cr eat eCentral | nventory. sh
script as r oot to create the central inventory.

1.2.1.1 Setting the Oracle Central Inventory Location Using the Graphical Installer on
UNIX Operating Systems

If no existing Oracle central inventory is detected on your UNIX operating system
when installing Oracle products using the Oracle Universal Installer graphical
interface, you will see the Installation Inventory Setup screen.

Follow the instructions on the Installation Inventory Setup screen to setup your Oracle
central inventory. This must be done before you can continue with your product
installation.

This does the following:

¢ Creates the Oracle central inventory directory (default is USER_HOVE/
or al nvent ory). This directory is owned by the user performing the installation.

¢ Creates the creat eCentral I nvent ory. sh script inside the Oracle central
inventory location (for example, USER_HOVE/ or al nvent or y/
createCentral | nventory. sh).

This script must be run as r oot to register your Oracle central inventory location
to a standard file on your system (for example, / et ¢/ or al nst . | oc). See Oracle
Central Inventory Location on UNIX Operating Systems).

1.2.1.2 Setting the Oracle Central Inventory Location Using Silent Installation on UNIX
Operating Systems

On UNIX operating systems, for silent installation, the Oracle central inventory must
be setup on your system before you run the installation. To do this, you must run
the/tnp/ creat eCentral | nvent ory. sh script as r oot to create the central
inventory.

Note that after doing so, all of directories that are created on your system by running
the script are owned by r oot instead of the user performing the installation. For more
information on creating the Oracle central inventory using silent installation, see UNIX
Users: Creating the Central Inventory

1.2.2 Oracle Central Inventory Location on UNIX Operating Systems

To find the Oracle central inventory on UNIX operating systems, look for the
oral nst. | oc file.

The or al nst . | oc file is in the following directories (default locations):
e Linux:/etc/oralnst.|oc

e HP-UX, IBM AIX, Mac OS X, and Solaris: / var/ opt/ oracl e/ oral nst. | oc

1.2.3 Oracle Central Inventory Location on Windows Operating Systems

On Windows operating systems, the default location for the central inventory
directory is C: \ Program Fi | es\ Oracl e\ | nventory.

1.3 Viewing the Contents of an Oracle Home

After your Oracle Fusion Middleware product is installed, you can use the
vi em nvent ory. sh (on UNIX operating systems) or vi e nvent ory. cnd (on
Windows operating systems) script to view the contents of any Oracle home directory.

Note that there are two kinds of inventories - the Oracle central inventory and the
Oracle home inventory. You use the vi ewl nvent ory. sh or vi ew nvent ory. cnud
script to view the Oracle home inventory.

The following information is provided in the output:
¢ Name and version of installed distributions.

¢ Name and version of installed feature sets.

¢ Name and version of installed components.

¢ Patch ID and unique ID of installed patches.

Note:

For more information about distributions and feature sets, see Understanding
Product Distributions in Planning an Installation of Oracle Fusion Middleware.

The script output can be sent to the console window, an XML file, or a CSV file which
can be imported into spreadsheets.

The script is located in the ORACLE_HOME/ oui / bi n directory.
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Comparing the Contents of Two Oracle Homes

To run the script on UNIX operating systems, use the following syntax:

vi ew nventory. sh
[-jreLoc jre_location]
[-oracl e_hone oracl e_hone_| ocati on]
[-output_format [report|xm|csv]]
[-output _file output _file_location_and_nane]

To run the script on Windows operating systems, use the following syntax:

vi ew nventory. cnu
[-jreLoc jre_location]
[-oracl e_hone oracl e_hone_| ocati on]
[-output_format [report|xm|csv]]
[-output _file output _file_location_and_nane]

All of the options for this command are optional and are described in the following
table.

Options Description

-jreLoc The - j reLoc option specifies the Java home to be used. If - j r eLoc is
not specified, the default location is the Java home associated with the
Oracle home containing the vi ewl nvent ory script.

-oracl e_home The Oracle home for which you want to view inventory information. If
no Oracle home is specified, the default is the Oracle home from where
the script is run.

- The format for which you want the output to be recorded. Valid values
out put _f or nat are:
® report
Sends output to the console window. See Sample viewInventory
Output to Terminal Window.
e xml
Sends output to an XML file. See Sample viewInventory Output to
XML File.
* csv

Sends output to a CSV file. See Sample viewInventory Output to
CSV File.
If no output format is specified, the default will be detected based on
whatever is specified for - out put _fil e.

-output_file The name and format of the output file. This option is only required if
you want to save your output to XML or CSV format; if no output file is
specified, the script will default to the console window.

1.4 Comparing the Contents of Two Oracle Homes

After your Oracle Fusion Middleware product is installed, you can use the

conpar el nvent ory. sh (on UNIX operating systems) or conpar el nvent ory. cnd
(on Windows operating systems) script to compare the contents of any two Oracle
home locations.

If any differences are found, the following information is provided in the output:

e Location of the Oracle home
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Comparing the Contents of Two Oracle Homes

e Name and version of the distribution.
e Name and version of the feature set.
¢ Name and version of the component.

e Patch ID and unique ID of patch.

Note:

For more information about distributions and feature sets, see Understanding
Product Distributions in Planning an Installation of Oracle Fusion Middleware.

The script output can be sent to the console window, an XML file, or a CSV file which
can be imported into spreadsheets.

The script is located in the ORACLE_HOVE/ oui / bi n directory.

To run the script on UNIX operating systems, use the following syntax:

conpar el nventory. sh
-oracl e_honel oracl e_honel_| ocation
-oracl e_hone2 oracl e_hone2_l ocati on
[-jreLoc jre_location]
[-input_typel [dir|xm]]
[-input_type2 [dir|xm]]
[-output _file output_file_location_and_nane]

To run the script on Windows operating systems, use the following syntax:

conparel nventory. cnd
-oracl e_honel oracl e_honel_| ocation
-oracl e_hone2 oracl e_hone2_l ocati on
[-jreLoc jre_location]
[-input_typel [dir|xm]]
[-input_type2 [dir|xm]]
[-output _file output_file_location_and_nane]

Only the - or acl e_honel and - or acl e_hone2 options are required. All of the
options for this command are optional and are described in the following table.

Table 1-2 Options for the comparelnventory Script

Option Description

-oracl e_honel Full path to one of the two Oracle home locations you want to compare.

-oracl e_hone2  Full path to the second Oracle home location you want to compare.

-jrelLoc The - j r eLoc option specifies the Java home to be used. If -j r eLoc is
not specified, the default location is the Java home associated with the
Oracle home containing the conpar el nvent ory script.

-input _typel Specify whether or not the data from - or acl e_hone1l is provided as an
XML file, or as a directory location. Valid values are:
¢ dir (for directory location)
e xml (for XML file)

If no value is specified the script will automatically detect the source
format.

Table 1-2 (Cont.) Options for the comparelnventory Script

Option Description

-input _type2 Specify whether or not the data from - or acl e_hone2 is provided as an
XML file, or as a directory location. Valid values are:
¢ dir (for directory location)
e xml (for XML file)

If no value is specified the script will automatically detect the source
format.

-output_file The name and format of the output file. This option is only required if
you want to save your output to XML or CSV format; if no output file is
specified, the script will default to the console window.

¢ For sample output to the terminal window, see Sample
comparelnventory Output to Terminal Window.

¢ For sample output to a CSV file, see Sample comparelnventory
Output to CSV File.

¢ For sample output to a XML file, see Sample comparelnventory
Output to XML File.

1.5 Understanding Available Modes of Installation

You can run the Oracle Universal Installer in either graphical mode or silent mode.

¢ Graphical mode

Graphical-mode installation is an interactive, GUI-based method for installing your
software. It can be run on both Windows and UNIX systems.

In order to run the installation program in graphical mode on UNIX operating
systems, the console attached to the machine on which you are installing the
software must support a Java-based GUI. All consoles for Windows systems
support Java-based GUIs, but not all consoles for UNIX systems do.

Additionally on UNIX operating systems, the DI SPLAY environment variable must
be set to the monitor where you want the installer GUI to appear, and the user
performing the installation must have permissions to access the machine to which
DI SPLAY is set. Refer to your operating system documentation for specific
instructions on how to do this, as procedures vary depending on your exact
operating system.

e Silent mode

Silent-mode installation is a non-interactive method of installing your software.
You use a properties file (called a response file) to specify the installation options.
You can run silent-mode installation from either a script or from the command line.
Silent-mode installation allows you to define the installation configuration only
once, and then use that configuration to duplicate the installation on many
machines.

For more information about silent mode installation and how to create a response
file, see Using the Oracle Universal Installer in Silent Mode . For sample response
files, see Sample Response Files for Silent Installation and Deinstallation.

1.6 Starting the Oracle Universal Installer

The Oracle Universal Installer can be started in various ways, depending on how the
product distribution is packaged.

Starting the Oracle Universal Installer in a Generic (.jar) Distribution
Follow these steps to start the Oracle Universal Installerina . j ar
distribution.

Starting the Oracle Universal Installer in a Platform-Specific Distribution
Follow these steps to start the Oracle Universal Installer in a platform-
specific distribution.

1.6.1 Starting the Oracle Universal Installer in a Generic (.jar) Distribution

Follow these steps to start the Oracle Universal Installer in a . j ar distribution.

To start the Oracle Universal Installer that is packaged in a. j ar distribution, make
sure that you have a certified JDK already installed on your system. See the
appropriate certification document on the Oracle Fusion Middleware Supported System
Configurations page.

To start the installer without setting any environment variables:
1. Go to the directory where you downloaded the product distribution.

2. Invokethejava -j ar command located within your JDK home. For example:
On UNIX operating systems:
/home/ Oracl e/ jdk8_77/jdk1.8.0_77/bin/java -jar distribution_name.jar

On Windows operating systems:
C:\Program Fil es\Java\j dk8_77\bin\java -jar distribution_nane.jar

You can also set the JAVA_HOVE and PATH environment variables to run the installer:

1. Set the JAVA HOVE environment variable on your system to the JDK directory. For
example:

On UNIX operating systems

JAVA HOMVE=/ hone/ Oracl e/ j dk8_77/j dk1.8.0_77; export JAVA HOVE
On Windows operating systems

set JAVA HOVE=C:\ Program Fi | es\ Java\j dk1.8.0_77

2. Add the directory of the appropriate JDK to the PATH variable definition on the
target system. For example:

On UNIX operating systems:
PATH=$JAVA_HOME/ bi n: $PATH, export PATH

On Windows operating systems:

set PATH=%AVA_HOME% bi n: %PATH%

3. Go to the directory where you downloaded the installation program.
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4. Launch the installation program by entering the following command:

java -jar distribution_nane.jar

1.6.2 Starting the Oracle Universal Installer in a Platform-Specific Distribution

Follow these steps to start the Oracle Universal Installer in a platform-specific
distribution.

Some products (for example, Oracle HTTP Server) may be available in a product-
specific distribution; on UNIX operating systems, the distribution is available as
a. bi n file, and on Windows operating systems, as a. exe file.

To start the Oracle Universal Installer in a. bi n distribution:

1. Change the permissions of the. bi n file:
chmod a+x distribution_nane. bin
2. Execute the. bi n file:

./ distribution_nane. bin

To start the Oracle Universal Installer in a. exe distribution, use Windows Explorer to
navigate to the directory containing the distribution, and double-click on the
di stribution_nane. exe file.

1.7 Configuring Oracle Configuration Manager
During an Oracle Fusion Middleware installation, you will be asked whether or not
you want to configure your system to automatically check for security updates on the
Security Updates screen. If you choose to do so, Oracle Configuration Manager is
installed and configured through the product installer.

If Oracle Configuration Manager is not configured from the installer (Security Updates
screen), then you can manually configure Oracle Configuration Manager after an
Oracle Fusion Middleware installation. You can run the following command from the
ORACLE_HOME/ or acl e_common/ ccr/ bi n directory (on UNIX operating systems)
or from the ORACLE_HOME\ or acl e_conmon\ ccr\ bi n directory (on Windows
operating systems) to set up and configure Oracle Configuration Manager:

On UNIX operating systems:
configCCR -a

On Windows operating systems:

set upCCR exe -a

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Using the Oracle Universal Installer in
Silent Mode

To install or deinstall Oracle Fusion Middleware, you can use the Oracle Universal
Installer in silent mode from the command line.

2.1 Understanding Silent Installation

Silent installation eliminates the need to monitor your product installation because no
graphical output is displayed and no input by the user is required.

Silent installation of your Oracle Fusion Middleware product is accomplished by
using the - si | ent flag on the command line when you start the installer. In most
cases, you will need to supply the location and name of a file containing certain input
values (for example, installation location). These are the values that would be asked
for during a typical installation using the graphical user interface.

For Oracle Fusion Middleware products, this file is called a response file. For more
information, see Understanding Response Files.
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Note:

For UNIX users, if this is a first time installation of any Oracle product, you
must create the or al nst . | oc file before starting. Refer to UNIX Users:
Creating the Central Inventory, for more information.

Following installation of your product, you need to run the r oot . sh script as
ther oot user. The r oot . sh script detects settings of environment variables
and enables you to enter the full path of the local bi n directory.

2.2 Understanding Response Files

Before doing a silent installation, you must provide information specific to your
installation in a response file (for example, the installation directory).

The installer will fail if you attempt an installation using a response file that is not
configured correctly. Response files are text files that you can create or edit in a text
editor.

Creating a Response File
Oracle recommends following these steps to create a response file that
you can use to install or deinstall your product.

Sample Response Files
The provided sample response files show you the parameters that can be
included in a response file for a silent installation or deinstallation.

Oracle Universal Installer Response File Parameters
These parameters can be included in a valid response file for the Oracle
Universal Installer.

Understanding the Security of Response Files During Silent Installation
Your response files contain certain passwords required by the installer.
To minimize security issues regarding these passwords in the response
file, follow these guidelines.

2.2.1 Creating a Response File
Oracle recommends following these steps to create a response file that you can use to

install or deinstall your product.

1. Run your product's graphical installer or deinstaller, as described in your product
installation guide.

2. For product installation, on the Installation Summary screen, click Save Response
File to save your installation parameters to a response file.

For product deinstallation, on the Deinstallation Summary screen, click Save
Response File to save your deinstallation parameters to a response file.

You will be prompted for a name and location where you want to create this
response file. After it is created, you can use it exactly as-is to replicate the
installation or deinstallation on other systems, or modify it as needed.
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2.2.2 Sample Response Files

The provided sample response files show you the parameters that can be included in a
response file for a silent installation or deinstallation.

To see some sample response files that can be used for silent installation, see Sample
Response Files for Silent Installation and Deinstallation.

The parameters that can be included in the response files are described in Oracle
Universal Installer Response File Parameters.

2.2.3 Oracle Universal Installer Response File Parameters

These parameters can be included in a valid response file for the Oracle Universal
Installer.

See Sample Response Files for Silent Installation and Deinstallation for some sample
response files.

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2.2.4 Understanding the Security of Response Files During Silent Installation

Your response files contain certain passwords required by the installer. To minimize
security issues regarding these passwords in the response file, follow these guidelines.

® Set the permissions on the response files so that they are readable only by the
operating system user who will be performing the silent installation.

¢ If possible, remove the response files from the system after the silent installation is
completed.

2.3 Running the Oracle Universal Installer in Silent Mode

Follow these instructions to run the Oracle Universal Installer in silent mode and to set
up your Oracle central inventory for the first time.

Summary of the Silent Installation Syntax and Commands
To run the product installer from the command line, make sure you
understand the syntax and various command line options you can use
for your installation.

UNIX Users: Creating the Central Inventory
The first time you run the installer in silent mode on your UNIX
operating system, you will need to create a central inventory directory.

Sample Output from a Silent Installation
This example shows sample output from a silent Oracle WebLogic
Server and Coherence installation.

Installation Log Files

or Central _I nventory_Location\| ogs (on Windows operating
systems) directory.

Configuration Log Files
To create a log file of your configuration session, start the Configuration
Wizard with the - | og option.

E.1 Installation Log Files

By default, the installer writes logs files to the
Central _I nventory_Locati on/| og (on UNIX operating systems) or
Central _I nventory_Locati on\| ogs (on Windows operating systems) directory.

On UNIX operating system:s, if you do not know the location of your Oracle central
inventory, you can find it in the or al nst . | oc file in the following directories
(default locations):

e Linux:/etc/oralnst.|oc

e HP-UX, IBM AIX, Mac OS X, and Solaris: / var/ opt / oracl e/ oral nst. | oc

This is the main log file.

This log file contains the overall statistics like time taken to complete the
installation, as well as configuration, memory and CPU details.

e oralnstalldate-tinme-stanp. out

This log file contains additional log output.
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e oralnstalldate-tinme-stanp.err
This log file contains additional log output.

Note that patch-related log files created by the Auto Updates feature are written to the
ORACLE_HQOVE/ cf gt ool | ogs directory.

To Change the Logging Level for More or Less Verbose Logging:

Use the - | ogLevel option from the command line when you start the installer. For
example:

java -jar frmw 12.2.1.1.0_infrastructure_generic.jar -logLevel finer

To Log Time Usage Information:

Use the - pri nt ti me option from the command line when you start the installer. The
-printtinme option creates the t i me<ti mest anp>. | og file, which contains
information about the time taken to perform various elements of the requested Oracle
Universal Installer operation (such as - i nst al | ). For example:

java -jar fmw 12.2.1.1.0 infrastructure_generic.jar -printtine
